Hi? knew election was more popular, but when the inter-
ests of the State were concerned, he would follow hu own
judgment There were ecret reasons, well known to the
member but which he cou!d not mke public, for deciding
that 5,020 wenld be sufficient, but if more than that Dumber
were necessary, ho would willingly gie them. Under the
committee's hill the Confederate Government would pay
all expens s, tut by tbe other bills the expenss would tail
upon the -- t.'e. His bill hid no higher rsnk than Coion-l- ,
while the tuhstputts pat the State to the expense of several
Brigadier Genera's. Bt putting tlem under the command
of the Coofedera e Genera's ap;oiited to defend the State
ail darger of collision wts avoidel. He was, for the sake
of uniformity, reacy to yield at ail points, save that of nul-
lifying a law of Congress. That h wi nil not yield to, acd
concluded by apptaiicg to the House for a naaaimoua sup-
port of the bill

Mr. G iesoui exp'ain d the provisions of his bill, aud
asked wheiher Mr. Htarc'U was acting in jest or good faith,
when he pre entjd his bill. r

Mr. SU'.ncill sa dhe ofilrsd it in good faith.
Mr. GrFSom con'inned. Almost the entire population

be n sent into service, and another call wouM depopulate
many districts, particularly in ths Went. He w shed to be
distinctly undcrs ood that he was not in favor of nullifica-
tion or corni- - g into cocfl ct with the Confederate States.
He sa d his bill provided for caliirg out all above 18, wheth-
er tbey were conscripts or not, but as they were intended
for Htte defence he thought pTobable tbe Confederate
States government would not rega d it as a conflict of au-
thority.

The House rejee'ed Mr. Stancill's substitute, yeas, 3,
nays 91.

Mr. Prsr n'drew the attention of the House to the fact
that the Committee did not contiler thj bid complete, but
left many amendments to be added by 'he House.

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Trrlble ETerU of tbe Cotton fcfentaiMit England.
: Quarter of a Million of People In on Dutrlct one
of Work, ud Living on Charily. ; n ; ; .
We give herewith, from oar test English files, some

information concerning the nature 'and extent of the
suffering in the cotton manufacturing ' district of Lan-
cashire, England. The reports are generally brought
np to the close of the first week in the present month :

EFFECTS AND GROWTH OF THE FAMINE.
The returns from the Boards of Guardians &ow that

for the eight weeks from November 6, the increase has
been at the rate of from 8,000 to 9,000 per weekand
the figures of the Relief Comccittee, if they were com-
plete, would give even more startling proof of the rapid
spread of destitution. The effects,' too, of the long con-
tinued stoppage of employment are making, themlves
visible in many new quarters. Each week's destitution
makes more rapid strokes among those various classes
of tradesmen, who, though not counted in tbe number
of mill hands, live entirely oa their wages, and to whom
the withdrawal of 136,000 (g)m weekly circulation
makes little less than total ruin. Tailors, shoemakers ,
bakers, miliners, beer-hous- e keepers, and all each per-son- s

whose customers mainly belong to the work'o iclasses, are now making their appearance in large Dtim-bers- on

the books, both of the Guardians and iht lia-li- ef

Committee. The stagnation of business in Man-
chester, too, is being felt in various ways. In many of the
warehouses, every opportunity is taken of keeping down
expenditure. Some have reduced their staff of packers,
porters, and all employers of a similar class ; in others
tbey have been put on half time, and it is feared that,
should there be no speedy improvement of trade, there
will soon be many of a higher class, juch as clerks,
book-keeper- s and warehousemen, thrown out of employ-
ment, and already many have had to submit tp a reduc-
tion of salary. It is a rare thing now to see any of the
great workhouses lit up at night, for, where there is
nothing to do, it is better to lock np at daik and save
the expense of gas.

THE NUMBERS SUFFERING.

On October 25th there were 208,621 persons receiv- -

ing parochial relief, being above four times the number
of those relieved last year, and more by 68,456 than the
return lor the last week: in August last. We are fur-
ther told that 143,870 persons not in receipt of pa-
rochial relief were ajded by Jocal committees. Of 360,-75-1

operatives in the twenly-fou- r Unions upon which
tbe pressure is greatest, but 58,688 are working full
time, 149,742 are 44 short umers," and 182,401 arev
thrown entirely out of employment. xTha weekly loss
of wages is estimated at 136,094, and 136,094 a
week is more than 7,000,000 a year. Nor does th is
prodigious sum represent the whole loss incurred t y
these districts, for the ordinary receipts of a manufac-
turer must be 6uch as tocover not only wages, but the
expenses of machinery, and the interest of capital suok
in buildings and land, besides a handsome profit.

Now, to "supply the fearful deficit of 136,694 ia
weekly wages the Boards of Guardians provide a eum
which cannot be put higher than 10,000, since out of
their total expenditure of 12,937 in outdoor and in-

door relief must be taken the normal cort of pauperism
in average seasons. The Central Relief Committee at
Manchester dispense about 6,200 (25,000. per
month) and the Mansion House Committee sent 6,-5-50

last week. All the grants, therefore, from these
sources scarcely amount to more than a sixth of what
these work-peopl- e have been in the habit of earning,
and it is impossible to suppose that private charity and
local funds, already exhausted, contribute more than a
fraction to redress this balance. Altogether the sub-
scriptions hitherto published approximate to the sum
of 400,000, but of this a very large proportion is
already expended.

The General Relief Committee, in their report fon
the week in October, say that the number of persons
in receipt of parochial relief, in 24 Unions of the dis-
trict, had risen to 208,723, an addition of 45,225 daring
tbe month of October ; and further, 143,870 persons,
not in committees. The number operatives in the same
district in full work i3 now reduced to 58,038, while
the number working short time is increased toll9,'ii 2,
and 181,401 are thrown entirely out of employment
The loss of wages is estimated at 136,094 per week,
and there is no doubt that the savings of the working
classes are almost exausted. By tbe closo of tbe first
weeek of September the reports show that the number
of operatives entirely unemployed had risen to about
250,000.

THE AMERICAN WAR AND THE DISTRESS.
"The General Relief Committee, in a report eays :

44 Your Committee express their regret that tbe as--
pect of the American struggle leaves no hopa that tbe
euflerinps of our papulation "will have an early termina-
tion. Should this war be immediately settled, it would
still take months before our spindles and looms can be
again humming their sr.cg of industry. We therefore
eonclude tbajb the distribution ot bread, meat, soup,
clothing, bedding and coals must be continued through-
out the ensuing winter."

Butler and Lincoln Complications in New Or
leans. From the Washington correspondence, (Nov.
30,) of the New York World, we copy the following
interesting paragraph :

The curious coincidence in point of time of a: ajor
General Butler's order practically applying the writ of
proemumie to the whole population in Louisiana, and
of the President's proclamation, putting the execution
of the act of confiscation under the control of the At
torney General, has already, I perceive, attracted public
attention. I have reason to believe that the proclama
tion has been hurried forward to Butler by extraordi
nary express, and that much anxiety is felt here lest it
should not reach him and arrest his arbitrary and high
handed course in time to prevent a serious collision be-

tween our authorities and certain foreign powers. The
affairs of France in particular at New Orleans are
known to ba in the hands of resolute men, backed by a
strong naval force, and it is not considered improbable
that angry di3eus3ions between the French representa-
tive and General Butler might arise upon the construc-
tion of his order, the effect of which would be to com-

plicate in a very undesirable manner the already deli-
cate condition of our foreign relations.

The French Emteror and the Armistice. The follow-
ing is translated from the Courrier des Fiats Unis, pub-
lished in New York :

We are sorry to find The World among the journals
which repel, almost as if it were a snare, the initiative ta-
ken by Napoleon HI, in respect to the armistice. We are
sure that a more serious examination of the despatch, of
M. D'ouyn de l'Huys will lead this journa', which is usually
so accurate and so fair, to a better j atfgment. Meanwhile
we must beg The world to observe that it falls into a ma-
terial error when ft treats the raising of the blockade of
tbe Southern ports as a necessary condition of the suspen-
sion of hostilities. Nothing of the sort was or could be
meant, the simple and absolute maintenance of the status
quo being the invariable and fundamental base of every ar-
mistice.

It is true The' Wor.'d may be excused as following the
f xample set by the London Times of the 12th inBt. But the
English journal spoke without having seen the despatch of
M Drouyn de l'Huys. and upon the strength of a simple
remark in the Patrxe, which treated tbe raising of the
blockade as a probable consequence of the armistice.

Price of Negroes at Nashville. A Nashville
correspondent of a Yankee paper furnishes the para-
graph below iu regard to the price of negroes in the
region where Andy Johnson rules and reigns :

44 Good, likely young negroes " used to sell in these
parts a few years ago at $1,200 and upward. Since
the rebellion, however, -- that species of live stock has
fearfally fallea. . Last Monday Sheriff Lelyett went to
the house of a gentleman residing upon tne Franklin
pike, to seize property equivalent to a debt of $1,500
and was in the act of picking out the sixth ' nigger,"
when his owner exclaimed, 4 For God's sake, Lelyett,
aint't niggers worth any more than chickens."

The State has asumfd the collection and
enrollment of conscr'pts, and with the 'veil known fact of
the frequent attempts to evade that law by those coming
under iia provisions, unless a law of this kind was passed,
fcuch persons could not be Collected successfully.
