- which bave been reccived of difficulties
among the enemy’s forces at Newbern may be exagger-
ated, or they may not. Qur telegraph gives the news
aa it reached Raleigh, and we have no doubt there is
something in it; but what importance to attach to
that something, is more than we can say. Whether
Fosrer himself is at Newbern is, to say the least,
doubtful, and it may be that the panic and mutiny
there was the result of the reduction of the force at
that point, owing to the sending awsy of an expedi-
tion to some other point.

The Tarboro’ Southerner, of the 6tb, (received here
this morning !) says, that for the last week or two,
the sireets of that town Lave been made alive by the
passage through them of numberless wagons, carts
and vehioles of every description. They are prioci-
pally loaded with negro women and children, provis-
ions and other property of refugees from the lower
counties, on their way to the interior, to escape the
vandalism of our unscrupulous invaders.

The same paper adds : “ We have no definite news
from below, save that the enemy are still ‘ plying
their avocations.” They are depredating and pillaging
upon the citizens of Hyde, Washington and the lower
part of Martin counties. A desolation is left behind
them equal to that which marked the track of the
Egyptian locusts of yore.”

‘We learn that the Yaokees, in their recent visit to
Jacksonville, (Opslow Court House,) did less damfge
than might bave been expected. Abent the on_ly thing
they took from the Court House, was the clothing con-
tributed by the people of the county for the use of the
Onslow soldiers in the Confederate army. A gmﬂe-
man from Onslow, who was here this week, informs us
that the records of the county were not disturbed.

The boat was & side paddle iron steamer of 80 to 90
feel long. When she got up into.New River, the tide
was unusueily bigh, indeed unprecedentedly so. The
enemy will bardly make another steamboat excursion
to Jacksonville—Daily Journal, 11th inst.

The Latest.

It is rumored in the street that the ball opened this
morning below Fredericksburg, and that a terrible
battle is now raging. 'We have reason to believe that
this rumor is substantially true, and expect to re-
ceive very important news to-night or to-morrow morn-
ing. The battle is gaid to have commenced at day-
light, not far fiom Port Royal.—Daily Jourual, 11th.

B&F~We learn that His Excellency, Gov. Vaxce,
arrived here on the evening before last, (1 uesday eve-
ning,) and went down the river yesterday, in company
with the Commanding (Feneral, to visit the works erect-
ed for the defence of the Cape Fear. At five o'clock
inst evening the boat with the Govcrnor on board had
not returned.

Governor Vaxce evidently takes a deep interest in
the pafety of all parts of the State, and will use all the
meang in his power to provide for it.

Salt and Other Manufactures.

We propose to say a few words in reply to an article
in the last Fayetteville Qbserver headed “ Circumstances
alter Cases,” in which article it undertakes to attribute
the tone of certain remarks of oura upon the subject of
“ Extortion.—Salt—Protection.”—to the faet that
Wilmington is largely engaged in manufacturiog Salts
and that therefora we are the advocates of the Salt-
makers.

Now it may not be improper for us to say that we
have not now and never have had, directly or indirect-
ly, & dollar of interest in any Salt works, aud have never
bought a bushel of Salt for the purpose of selling again.
We are simply consumers. ’Thil much premised, we
will proceed to correct some of the most flagrant errors
of the Observer. That paper after quoting onr article
deprecating any 'attempt at artificial restriction of
prices because of our belief that in the existing state of
things, such attempt must prove a failure, goes on to
SAYS —

Now there ia a change of tone, indeed! Some months
ago the cotton end woolen factories were *the stalking-
horse,'’' even of the Journal itself, ‘' The attempt to re-
duos the price of salt must result in failure,''—unless the
salt-makers will follow the example of the factory owners,
be content with 756 per ceat. profit instead of 3,000 per cent.,
snd reduce their price to $2 a bushel. The factories have
voluntarily resolved to sell their sheetings at 30 cents a
yard instead of 60. Voluntarily, we say, for there is not
one of them that could not let their conscript workmen go
into the srmy, or hire sabstitutes for them, and make more

money by the partial working of their mills than they did
before the reduction.

Now, we know something [about the cost of making
salt and putting it in market, and we say that the ides
of making salt at $2 a bushel, or twice $2, or three
times $2, or four times $2, is, under existing circum-
stances, simply ridiculous. With wood at $15 per
cord, meat 75 cents a ponnd, beuling five prices or
more, labor almost unattainable at any price, sacks five
prices, the salt-maker who would reduce his price to $2
w bushel, would realize, instead of a profit of 75 per
cent., w clear loss of several dollars per bushel.

Bat in truth we think that salt is pevertheless ex.
travagantly high, and we are offering 1o plea for the
exiravagant prices asked and paid. 'We are disabusing
the public mind of erroneous impressions in regard to

the rates at which makers could afford galt. We really -

wonder that a paper of the intelligence of the Observer
should talk about $2 s bushel affording 75 per cent.
profit on the cost of production.
