The position of thinge in North Carolins is shown
by our despatches. Upon the whole, the enemy is un-
bappy and disappointed He ie being reinforcid, but
bis lines of communication with the seaboard are long
and precarions and hiz position untemable. He must
retreat towards Newbern He cinnot exist in the io-
terior of this State.

Now, whether the enemy attempts an advance upon
Weldon, an attack upon Wilmington, or an approach
to Petersburg, and thenee to Richmo:d, our forces are
8o placed that, moving . upon an interior line, they can
be at any mecaced point in time to render his efforts
abortive. An attack may soon be made upon Wil
miogton. It looks as though it would be, and yet we
have no assurance of it. W= have been so worried,
bedevilled, annoyed, harrasscd, and depopulated by this
threat that, upon the whole, we are in the bumor of the
man threatened with a thrashing, who requested bis
easemy “if he was s-comin’ to come slovg.” If they
are coming, we want them to come at ouce and let us
see what we can do with thew. During the epidemic
here the most comfortable time we had waa after we
bed wrestled with Yellow Jack and be had not thrown
os—in plain terms after we had bad the fever. So
with an attack upor Wilmington, until the attack is
made and repulsed, as we think it will be, we will,as a
community. be nervous and undecided, and real estate
will have no fixed value.

Au attack upon Wilmington, fally aod conclusively
 repulsed, with a satisfactory chastisement of the enemy,

would, in a mere pecuniary point of view, beaefit prop
erty here to an amocunt sufficient to pay for a loss or
devastation equal to balf a million of dollars. Bom-

' bardments are not such terrible things afterall. Vicks-
burg bad shot and shell thrown into it by the tens of
thousands, and yet not as mapy persons were killed in
Vickapurg by the bon bardment as died heie in one day

‘ of Yellow Fever. We do not wish to see
the town attacked, but if it is attacked, we coincide
fully in the course indicated by General Whiting—de-
fend it to the last extremity and at any pecaniary sac-
rifice. 1f the defence of the military position jeopardizes
| the safety of town property, while the abandonment of
| the position involves evil to th2 Confederacy, we say at
| once, let the town, let the property go, before the coun-
try shall suffer. All we have got is here, and nearly all
would be lost by the destruction of town, we might say
that all would be.

So far we go. Milliope—all we bave cr are—for de-
fence, but unless for defence we see no use in destruction.
If the burning of the town »f Wilmington should en-
able our armies to hold the military positios, or shouid
even promise to do so, we should at once say—burn it.

Report of General Halleck—Lincoln’s Commander=
‘ in=Chizf,

General Halleck has made a report to the Federal
| Secretary of War, giving a detail ¢f operations since
| his appointment to the chief command of the army, of
| whieh we present g abstract :

He states that be started on the 24th of July to visit
the army of the Potomac to ascertain if there was a
possibility of an advance upon Richmond from Harri-
son’s Laudiog, and, if not, to form scme plan of uniting
the armies of Gen. Pope and Gen. MeClellan, who was
of the opinion that it wouid require 50,000 additional
men to go on. Halleck replied that there coald not
possibly be sent more than 20,000. MecClellan asked
to consider the matter till morning, when he agreed to
go on with that number. On Gen. Halleck's arrival
home he received a dispatch sayiog that at least 35,000
would be required.

The report states that such reinforcements could not
be sent without leaving Washington and Baltimore al-
most defenceless, and Halleck’s order for the withdraw,
al of the Army of the Potomac was issued August 34 ;

and men. Itdos rot appear from any account we
have read, that trere was any manceavering—anything
caleulaud to bring out any other quality of a General
than stubborv coarage. Yet his services in these little
affairs made him, io the eyes of a people unused to war
upon a large sca'e, a great General, and entitled him, in
his own, to muks an exhibition ol himself at Puaris,
when it was occapied by the allied armics, io the midst
of such men as Wellington, Blucher, Schartzenburg,
the Archduke Oharics, and all the Generals tiat had
been engaged in the wars against Napoleon, and whose
names resounded throungh the earth like the souad of a
trampet. ‘I'he mortification which be ¢xpericuced on
finding that hix nome had never been heard in Earope is
described by Virceut Nolle in bis work, and is amusir g
enough. DBut ip this country his pigmy exploits cou-
tinued to be regarded as miracles of gencra'ship, al-
though he was but secund in command, snd caused him
to be stili looked upon as a great lactician. [lis Mexi-
can campaign, undertaken alter Gen. I'aylor hud aiready
destroycd all the best troops of the Republie, and was
ready, with ooly half the troops required by Scoit, to
march to the city of Mexico, turther increas:d his fame.
Yet what was it slter ali? Oone of the most powerful
nations in the w rld, with ioexhaustible supplies of
money and munitions, was engaged in & war with a
feeble ard degenerate race, hall-armed, half-clad, und
balf fed, with co money to pay soldiers, and to officers
to discipline them  Scott waited uantil U'aylor had ex-
plored the way. Ile found that laylor had beaten
them in four great battl s, in each ¢t which they out-
nombercd bim in the prop rtion of two to cne, and in
at least one of which they were five to his one. Ile
discovered plainly that no advaotage of numbers 2ould
enable thera to beat the American troops. !l:saw
that victory was sure, under any circamstances, and he
thought the oppor ity excellent tor adding to his repu-
tation without r:uning anyrisk of impairiog it.

The Independence of Natlonas.

All patioos bave a common interest in the principle
of the independence of nations. Smaller naticns sap-
port it, because they are weak, and are thercfore liable
to be overwhelmed or partitioned ont by stronger na-
tions 'Thie Lirger nattons snfport it, becane it is the
only priveiple on which 5 power of nations can ¢xigt,
Let it be undersinod that there is pothing sacred in the
independence of nations, aud that paticoalitice are as
ghitiiog ue the sand2 of the desert, end wars must be
perae tusl, and civiezation iteelf come toap end.  Pow-
er i= Ihe parint of ail the uscfal arts, u8 war is the grand
mstruascut f barvansm.  Hooce the Savicur is called
the Prince of Peics, not mercly becaus2 his doctrices
inculcate peace, but because the clevatel virtues oi
Christiapity, and religion itself, must wear out of a
people during pertetual wars. The power, the civiliza-
tion, the material as well as the spiritual interests of all
natiops, therefore, rcquire that the independence of ua-
tions should be a thing practically recognized and re-
spected. -

But pations cannot be perpetual. Decay is the law
of nations, as of icdividuais. Nations diseever, aud
the people compoing them often form two or more na-
tionalities. How are the pations of the world to car-
ry out the priociple of the independence of nations in
such a condition of things? ‘I'be answer of the laws of
nations 18, “ that nation or people should be recognized
as independent who are practically so.” When a peo-
ple bave a fizxed government over them, with laws en-
lorced by a regularly organizad magistracy, they are a
pe ple, and entitled to be recoguizad as such by all
other nations. It is no objection to their recognitien,
that they are at wer, and muy be conquered.  This may
be the condition of any other nation. How would it
comport with the priociple of pationsl independesce,
that the independence of a nation should be repudiated
and denied, so soon as it enters into a war, which, in
the opinion of other nations, will probably end in its
subjogation ?  Whether this result will take place or
not, must be a matter of-speculation, untii it does take
place ; and until it does take place, a contending nation
has :l right to be considered as one of the patiors of the
world.

Such is now the condition of the Confederate States
of Ameriea. They are an independent people—just as
much 80 as France was when beleaguered by the Allies
in 1794 and 1813. Kvery one koows that it was dis-
