Wharean. a commnnioation was addressed on the 6th day
of July last, (18B2.) by General KoberVB. Le, acting un
der the instructions of the Secretary of War of the Confed
erate States of America, to General II. W. Halleck, General- -

in-chi- ef of the United States army, informing the latter that
a reoort had reached this Government that wm. is. Axum- -

ford, a citizen of the Confederate States, had teen executed
by the United Sta'es authorities at New Orleans, fjr having
nulled down the United States flag in that city, before its
occupation by the forces of tbe United States, and calling
for a statemeiit of the facts, with a view to retaliation if
such an outrage had realty been committed under t auction
of the authorities of the United States.

And whereas, (no answer having been received to said
letter) another letter was, on tbe 21 August last, (V62)
addressed by General Lee, under my inp' .usticua, to Gen.
Halleck, renewing the inquiry in relation to the paid exe
cution ot said Mumford, with the information that in the
event of not receiving a reply within fifteen days, it would
be assumed that the fact alleged was true and was sanction-
ed by the Government of the United States.

And whereas-a- n answer dated on the 7ih .August last,
(1872) was addressed to General Lee by General ET. W.
Halleck, the said General-in-Chie- f of the armies of the Uni-
ted States, alleging sufficient cause for failure to make re-
ply to said letter of the 6th July, asserting that 44 np au-
thentic information had been recuived in relation to the
execution of Mumford, but measures will be immediately
taken to ascertain the facts of thealleged execution," aDd
promising that General Lee Ehculd be duly informed
thereof :

of said Bei jimia F. Butler, have borne no rcFem-blanc- e

to such warfare as is alone permissible by the rules
of international law or the usages of civilization, bnt have
been characterizad by repeated rttrocities and outrages,
among the large number of which, the following may be ci-
ted as examples :

Peocefn! and aged ciiizens, unresisting capti7e3 and ts

have been confined at hard labor with balls aud
chains attached to thsir limbs, aad a-- e still so held in dun-
geons and fortresses. Others have b?en subjected to a like
degrading punishment for seUisg medicines t j the sick sol-
diers of the Confederacy:

Th8 soldiers of the United Stat? s have been invited and
encouraged by general orders to insult and outrage tbe
wives, the mothers and tbe sisters of oar citizen's :

Helpless women have heen torn from their homes, and
subjected to solitary confinement, some in fo rtresses, and
prisons, aid one, especially, on an island of barrer sand,
under-- a tropical sun ; have been fed with loathsoms rations,
that had been condemned a unfit for soldiers, and have
been exposed to the vilest insults :

Prisoners of war who surrendered to th? naval forces of
the United States on agreement that they should be re-
leased on parole, have been seized and kept in close con-
finement :

Repeated pretexts have been sought or inverted for plun-
dering the inhabitants of the captured city by fines levied
and exacted under threat of imprisoning recusants at hard
labor with ball and chain :

The entire population of the city cf New Orleans have
been forced to elect between starvation, by ihe confiscation
of all the'r property, and taking an oath aga;nst conscience
to bear allegiance to the invaders of their country.

Egres from the city has been refused to thjse whuse for-
titude withstood the test, even to lone and aced women and
to helpless chi dren; aud atter being ejected from their
homes and robbed of tbeir property, they have been left to
starve in the streets or subsist on charity :

Tbe slaves have been driven from tbe p!anations in the
neighborhood of New Orleans, till their owners would con-
sent to share the crops with the Commanding General, bis
brother, Andrew J. Butler, and other officers; and when
such consent had been extorted, the slaves hive been re-
stored to the plantations, and there, compelled to work un-
der the bayonets of guards of United Statea soldierE:

Where this partrership A-- refused a'med expsditions
have been sent to the plantations to rob tfceoi cf cv rjthfng
that wm su ceptib'.e of remova"', and even slaves, too aged
or infirm for work have, in spite of their entreaties, been
forped front the homes provid d by the owners and driven
to wander helpless on the highway :

By a recent General Order (No. &1) the entire property
in that part of Louisiana, lying west of the Mississippi river,
has been sequestra-e- for confiscation, and officers have
been assigned to dnty with orders to 44 gather up and col-

lect the personal property and turn over to th2 proper of-

ficers upon their receipts such of said property as may be
required for the use of the United States army to col-

lect together - all the other personal property and
bring the same to New Orleans, and cause it to
be sold at public auction to the highest bidders,
an order which, if executed, condemns to punishment by
starvation, at least a qaarter of a million of human beings,
of all ages, sexes and conditions ; and of which the execu-tionAlthou-

forbidden to military officera by the orders
of President Lincoln, is in accordance with the Confiscation
Law of our enemies which L has directed to be enforced
through the agency of civil officials. And finally, the Afri-
can alivea have not only been excited to insurrection by
every license and : encouragement, but cumbers of tbm
have ac ualiy been armed ior a servile war, a war in its
nature far exceeding in horrors the mo;t merciless atroci
ties of tbe savages a -

And whereas, the efficers under the command of the raid
Butler have been, lit many instances, active and zealous
agents in the commission of these crimes, and no instance
is known of the refusal of any one of them to participate in
the outrages above narrated :

The pt oeeedirjg8 of the General Assembly have this
morning been suspended till the 19 lb of JuLuaiy.
Short as this period is, we congratulate the people on
its arrival. It will enable the members of Assembly
to learn from the lips of their constituents what is
though of their Legislative action, and it will give the
people an opportunity of telling trose to whom they
entrusted their interests how they have abused and
betrayed the trust.

Biography of Stontwttll Jttk8u.

The New York Sunday Mercury publishes a humor
ous biography of Stonewall Jackson. We make the
follow iLg extracts :

Your correspondent has seen many biographical
sketches of tbe celebrated " Stonewall but they all
abound in inconsistencies, untruths, and inaccuracies.
In the bands of some historians, his life, like tbe short
india rubber blanket of a long soldier, is stretched to
suit the subject. To others this eventful history has
been as a lump of clay in the hands of a child capable
of en? decree of nlastic distortion or heautv from a
Hindoo idol to a winged statuette of Atollyon the
Lovely. Some there be who declare him a myth, a
will-- o -t- he-wisp, a dancing jack of the wilderness, the
creation of the mind or any amount of minds dis
ordered; but they err. Mr. Editor, Stonewall Jackson
is a nxed fact, a melancholy tact, a stubborn fact : and
that his life may not go clown into darkness, that his
deeds of daring may not be wiped out forever like a
sum in simple division on a schoolboy's slate, a historian
is nteacd one that is laithful, capable and unbiased ;

ike those, lor instance, who do the biographical sketches
for the New York morning dailies one that is wholly
competent, and that careth not a pin for Northern
praise nor southern commendation ; in brief, one like
those who write the biographical histories for tbe papers
aforesaid. Such an one is Anno Domini, and he here
with presents a history which he is willing to take his
affidavy is as reliable and worthy as though it was
written for one of those immaculate sheets the New
York dailies.

Stonewall Jackson was born very early in life in
act, so young was he at that interesting period of his

history, that the date thereof lurseth not in his own
memory, nor yet in that of hie present biographtr.
Sufficient be it to say, he was bjrx. The ancestry of

J. has hitherto been shrouded in doubt. Somebave
asserted that he i3 descended from Jack, Eurnamed the
Giant Killer, and that the " seven-leagu- e boots " of the
aforesaid J. the G. K are yet in hia possession, which
accounts for the celeiity of bis movements.

Jack
followed the example of his father, married, and had
one son, the subject of this sketch, who wa? natural!
callrd Jack's sou, aad in course of time Jackson. A
amily trait lurks in Stonewall, for at any critical

stage of the game he is sure to " turn " up and become
be trump.

Young Jackson in Lis youth gave great promise of
ature usefulness, so much so that when he was sent to

school he invari to " " acd "'tly ran away play tag leap
frog," to the constant study of which he owes hi3 agil-
ity. One day Jackson's peie, learning of bis son's tru-enc- y,

determined to chastise it out of him, and so cal- -

ared tbe incipient hero and bent b;m over his knee,
tbu3 tt rowing a prominent part of the youth into bold
relief. Mrs. Jackson ('he mother) then seized a shirt
baord with both hands, and proceeded to bring the
youngster to a sense of his duty by divers ponderous
oiows. xoung uacsson Equirraea line a nn-wor- m :

but with that Spartan firmness that has ever distin
guished him, shed not a tear. At about the fortieth
blow the eld lady paused while the old gent eased on
his hold, and inquired, My son, wi!st thou go to school
in future!' The young hero raised his head, wiped his
sleeve aVroro his nose, and lookipg up into his father's
lace, paid : I say, old gentleman, why am I like a cab-
in passenger on a canal boat ?" " My son I know not,"
sagely observed Jackson senior. " Why," said the
young incorrigible, with a knowing wiuk, " it's because
I am boaided as'ern." The poor outraged father c u!d.
only j iculute " ooard him a?ain, old lady, board him
aguin." " Not I," said the mother, dropping the shirt
board. " You might as well lamp a Stonewall."

From that day to this the hero has gone by the name
of StoDewall Jackson. " But, mother," said the father,
as the released youth skedaddled out of the room to
finish his game of tag, " What shall W3 do with the
boy?" "Do? why s?nd him to West. Point, be ain't
good for nothin' else." Stonewall went to West Point.
Many interesting events occurred during his pupilage
there, but following the example of tbe New York
papers -- 1 condense.

Stonewall Jackson passed a creditable examinatiem,
and graduated number two. (from the foot) of his class,
and the rebellion having just commenced, was imme-
diately appointed a Brigadier General by the Southern
Confederacy tbe United States Government paying
bis livery stable bill at West Point and bis passage to
the rebel lines. While passing through our army be
stopped to make a sketch ot our fortifications, when an
inconsiderate sentinel demanded his pass. The sentinel
was immediately sentenced to be hung, but was after-
wards allowed to resign.

The New York papers have given such an accurate
account of Stonewall's military exploits that I need no
more than give a brief epitome, taken from that same
reliable source.

His first battle was at Bull Run, in 18bT, where he
slew a whole division of the Federal army with his own
hand, and then got slewed bicaself. In this battle both
armies were defeated ; but, unfortunately, neither of
them found it out in time to take advantage of it. f he
Union army was greatly outnumbered; but " gained a
material advantage," (see McD.'s dispatches )

In June, 1862, he tok command cf 500,000 men,
(see Northern papers of that date,) and turned his at-t- e

uion to tbe political economy ot the Shenandoah
Valley. Not liking the state of the currency there, he
determined to abolish Banks ; in doing which several
desperate battles wero-- fought, in all of which, though
outnumbered, our troops " gained material advantage,"
fsee B k's dispatches,) but our cavalry horse? be
coming thirsty,' the army fell back to the Potomac to
wat:r them.

Jackson's horses, also bein? dry, he t u:-he- d on for
tbe same watering place, but; learning that Fremont
had cut loose, fell back. Fremont following, a desper
ate engagement took place at Front Royal, in which
Stonewall would have been annihilated, bad not the U.
S." Government stopped the battle (N. Y. Iiib j to
hold a court of inquiry to see if I .emont had not paid
three postage stamps too much tor a bushel of oats, fur.
nished through a California friend, to a horse of his

Two days after, at the battle of Malvern Hill, he
8to ptd down to fasten hi3 shce, and whiie in that posi
tion his head was blown off by a 103,000 pound shell.
this was the unkicdest cut of ail ; but the old veteran

merely raised his martial form erect, and said : " My
bleediDg country, I cheerfully make tbe sacrifice. Old
head farewell !" Thes? are but a few of the wounds the
old man baa received according to the papers. Even
as I write, the report comes that this modern Briarous
lost another erai at Autietam.

Stonewall Jackson, in persocal appearai.ee, is most
unlovely and it is said that he like the Ashantees
fih s hia teith to a sharp point every other morning.
He stands eltven feet five inches (or five feet eleven
inches I am n t certain which) in his boots when he
has got any.

H is bair is black, and was furnished to order by
Bachelor of New York. In religion be i3 at times a
dtvout Catholic at least he followed closely in tbe
footsteps of tbe Pope during one of his campaigns
and at others he is a colporteur for tbe American Tract
Society at any rate he has probably left more tracks
in Virgiaia than any other white man ; and, according
to the papers, always gats into battle with a family Bi--
bi'e under one arm and a Greek Testament in the coat
tail pocket, which he reads during the inteival3 of the
fighting.

He is abstemious in bis habits, having been known
to live niae days off of one sardine and a barrel of
whiskey ; in dress he is extremely neat, never wearing a
shirt more thao three months without changing it.

The Military Lessons op thb American War.

If the American war teaches us any lessen at all it
teacues us that science and discipline are ot core value
than numbers in the fi?ld. We have seen at every step
O! those campaigns that a little fort did its work, while
a great army perished by its own weight. Judging
by that experience, it is certainly better to have a good
system of defences thin half a million of men. Hap-
pily, indeed, it seems to have been established that enor-
mous levies and prodigal expenditure are by no means
necessary for the effective prosecution of a war.

Tbe Confederates bavespent far less than the Feder-
als, and have done more. The fabulous charges incur-

red on the Federal forces have not rendered them in the
least degree more effective. It is thought, on the con
trary, that a tenth purt of the force, well bandied, well
trained, and well pjanaged. would have proved more
formidable to the South Numbers have done little
or nothing, whereas every scientific appli ince has done
wonders. At Corinth two gunboats saved an army,
asd in Hampton Roads one iroD-cas- ed ship saved a
State. The Merrimac was actually valued by the
Northerners themselves as an equivalent to 50.000
