months, and (o the rawsing of the bhlockade for the
same period. AL the expiration of the armistice,
her opponenis weull he ten  times strouger than
she is mow: whoreas, the noith at this moment com-

mands the situation as regards Europe. If we could stay
the bloodshed—if we could save a life—hby interveution, we
ghould be hound to make common cause with France and
Russia. The conscquencea of indetermination are, unfor
tunately, still so misty, that if cannot be reasonably as-
serted we are justiffed in enterivg the fog. If France and
Russia believe that they will be saccessful as mediators,
let them make the attemp®. The world will thank them
should they succead ;but there is no reason why we should
interfere, before we can sece our way to the establishment
of peace between cur cousing, who are now wagiog the

t, after ascribing the success of this ion main-
ly to the eugineer officers, says : “ If there be anything
in the form, position and arrangement of the trenches
and batteries, or in the mar per of their execution, it is
dae to the ability, devotion and unremitting z:=al of
these officers.” Prominent among these specially named
are, Captain R. E. Lee, First Lieutepant P. G. T.
Beanregard and Brevet Second Licutenant George B.
McCOlellan.
Lee seems to have been the special favorite of the ve-
teran general, acd there is bardly a single dispatch in
which his name is not honorably mentioned. Perhaps
this may be owing to the fact that as he was the high-
est in rank, the direct execution of the more important
dutiga-was committed to him. Io the reports of sub-
ordinate officers;tbe name of Beauregard and McClel-
lan, with special éommendations of their zeal and abili-
ty, appear with about eqaal fregnency. We have noted
nearly thirty instances of honosable mention of each of
their names ; and that of Lee is found quite as frequent-
|y mentioned, msinly by Scott himszIf.

In reading the reports of the battles in Mexico, a1d
remembering the positions now occupied by the various
officers, some curious coincidences are found. ‘I'has,
Magruder gives especial credit to Sumner, and Jogeph
E Johnston is warm in his commendation of Reno.—
After the battle of Cherebusco, Msjor Loring reports
to his immediate superior, Earl Van Dorn : “ The rifles
were accompanied throughout by the distinguished
young lieutenants Beauregard, Smith and McUlellan
the two latter in command of a portion of the engineer
corps ; all, I am bappy to say, bore themselves with the
greatest gallantry.”

At Churubusco MeClellan was under the immediate
command of Lt. G. 'N. Smith, subseqnently street com-
missioner in New York, and now one of the generals,
the highest rank in the Conf-derate service, superior to
major-geoeral, and pearly corresponding to marshal iu
the French army. Smith is especiaily. warm in his
commendations of MeClellan. He says : * Lieat. Me-
Clellan, frequently detached, and several times in com-
mand of the engineer company, is entitled to the highest
praise for his cool and daring gallantry on all occasions,
in the actions of the 19th and 20th.” Aud again :

“ The Rifles, with Capt. Lee, ol the Engineers, were
reconnoitering the same works, and bad gone to our
right considerably further from .the battery than we
were.” MeClellan was directed to ascertain the pos
ture of aflairs, and reported that Lee was engaged with
a guperior force. *“ I ordered Lieut. McClelan,” con-
tinucs Smith, “ to report the result of his operations to
Gen. Twiggs. He did so, and on the recommendation
of Lieuts. Steveps and McClellan, in which I concurred,
the 1st regiment of artillery was ordered to support the
Rifl:s. 1 have every reason to be more than satiefied
with the daring gallantry of Licuts. G. B. McCleilan
and J. G. Foster. and am much indebted to them for
the efficient manver in which they performed their ar-
duous daties on the 19th and 20th of August”

At Churubusen, MeClellan was also under the im-
mediate command of Smith, who, in his rcport to Capt.
Mackall, (the Confederate Gen’l Mackall, we suppose,
who was kille1 near Corinth,) says: “ To Lient. G. B
MecClellan, of the Engineer company, I am indebted for
most important services, both as an engineer and com-
pany cfficer. Ilis daring gallantry, always conspicuous,
was never more c'early shown than on this occasion.—
Operating most of the time separately, 1 relied implicit-
ly on his judgment in all matters where I was not pres-
eant, and am happy to say that the resalt in every case
justified his decisions.”

The careful rcader of the whole series of dispatches
respecting the campaign in Mexico, will come to the
corclusion that the three men who, after the veteran
commanding general, displayed the highest military
talents, were the three young officers of engineers— Lee,
Beauregard, and MecClellan. Beauregard has not, on
the whole, justifi:d bis early promise in as high a de-
gree as the others ; though it may be doubted whether
the reason is ro: to be found in the j-alousy of the
Confederate aathorities rather than in any want of ca-
pacity on bis part. Leeand McClellan are virtually at
the head of the two armies of the Norlh and the South,
and by the almest upanimous consent of both sides,
they are the most capable men to fill these posts. So
far as we can now judge, from the combined result of
the who'e scries of operations in which they have been
pitted ¢ saivst each other, McClellun bas shown himself
the superior. Ilis campaign in the peninsula resulted
unfavorably, it i3 true, but the unanimous verdict of
the country i3 that this was owing to his plans being
thwartcd by men wiithout any competent military
Eknowledge. 'T'he success of his operations in Maryland,
where he kas had uncontrolled authority, vindicates the
bighest claim for military capacity which bis friends
have ever jadvanced for him.—Harper’s Weekly.

The Alubama,

The Yunkee Goveroment have sent a whole fleet of
ships-of-war after the Alabama. This scourge of their
commerce has stirred the soul of the eatire Yankee na
tion to its lowest depths, and that they are low enough
and deep enough the present war has fully disclosed.—
That nation of privateers ncver speak of Capt. Semmes,
of the Confedrrate Navy, except as a “ pirate,”” and as
a *“ pirate ” they intecd to treat bhim if be falls into
their hands.  We shall not be surprised if they swung
him at the yard-arm as soon as he i3 eaptured, or, at all
events, in a very short period thereafter. It is useless
for us to insist that privateering is a Yankee invention,
and that if Capt. Semmes has sinned in any way, it is
in violating the Yapkee patent. It is useless to re-
mind them that in the whole of the last war with Eng-
land their privateers swarmed on every sea, and that
the ink is scarcely dry on the State paper in which tbeir
Goveroment refused emphatically the request of the
Euarcpean Powers that the United States would give
up the right of privateering. It is uselcss to urge that
Capt. Semmes is a regular commissioned offiesr of the
Coufederate Navy, and not a pirate. For the very
reason that he is an officer and a gentleman they would
like to hang him. These aund all other reasons would
be upavailigg to save Capt. Semmes from his threaten-
cd fate if he fell into Yankee hands. Bat there are
certain other considerations which may have more
weight and which we would briefly point out beforehand
to those who are thirsting for the blood of one of their
gallant officers and high-toned gentleman in the naval
service of any country.

In the first place, Mrs. Glass's rule must be observed

for cocking {urbat—first catch your fish. The Yankce
Doodlles have first to catch Captain Semmes. We do
not despise them as seamen. They are no great soldiers,
but as sailors we have nothing to say to their dispar-
sgement. But even on their own favorite element,
Captain Semmes is the master of the best man ia their
pavy. Ile bas bandled the two single skips which have
been suecessfully under his command in a manner which
throws into the shade even the exploits of Gen’l Jones.
e has made the ocran upsafe for Yankee commerce,
and has hitherto baffled the best laid and most power-
ful organizaticns for his capture. It is possible he may
be caught at last, for cone vcssel with a hundred after
her would seem to have but little chance of escape —
Aund yet we are not sure that be will be caught. Ile
will make a bonfire yet of many a Yankee merchant-
man before that day comes. As to the men-of-war,
when he cannot fight them he will run, and when he
cannot run he will fight. And such a fight as he will
make ! If he is only so fortunate as to meet one of them
at a time, there will be one ship less in the Yankee
pavy. DBat we trust be may be apprised of the odds
coming against him, and make his way to some neutral
port, ready to dart out again at the first opportunity,
and illuminate the sea with a bundred more blazing
Yankee wrecks.
Even supposing the adventuroms Captain to be
cafight, there is still another argument to save him from
the halter in the certainty of retaliation a hundred fold
for bis fate. The Yankees need not expect that any
wrong done Capt.-Semmes will be passed over by the
Confederate Government. As we have said before, he
is a regularly commissioned officer of the Government,
acting under its authority, and if he should be bung a
hundred Yankee officers would be swung in retaliation.
We are making prisoners of the enemy’s officers in
every battle, and the fortunes of war may again throw
large numbers in our hands. So let not the Yankees
exult prematurely over the fate of Captain Semmes,
whom they bava got to catch before they hang, and
whom, if they bang, will be acoompanied to the shades
by.as many Yankee officers, with broken necks, as the
fate of battles throws into our bands.

Gollant Exploit of Capt, Whitford's Company,

Capt. J. N. Whitford’s company pitched into the
Y ankee gunboats on their return from Kipston to New-
bern with tellipg eflect.

When- |
ever the history of this war is fally written, the world
will be aghast at the disparity of forces with which bat-
tle after battle has been won by Southern Generals, and
especially by Gen. Jackson. The best commentary
upon the Maryland campaign is found in the two fac's
that Harper's Ferry, with 12000 men and an untold
pumber of guns end abucdant muanitiozs of war, fell,
almost without costing a life, into the bands of its as-
gailants, and that seven wecks have this day elapsed
since the battle of Sharpshurg without any serious at-
tempt being made by Gen McClellen to provoke an-
other battle.
