' CONFEDERATE

SIEECH OF PRESIDENT DAVIS,
TO THE
LEGIELATURE OF MISSISSIPPI.

On the 26th day of December, President Davis de-
livered an address before the Lagislature of Mississippi,
a sketch of which we find in the Jackson Mississippian.
We select the most important portions :

Aflicr o complimentary allusion to Mississippi and
her soldicis, the President spoke of his love for the old
Union. He alluded to it, however, as a matter of re-
gret that the best aflections of his heart should have
been bestowed upon an object so unworthy—that be
should have loved 80 long u government which was rot-
ten to its very core.

He bad predieted from the beginnisg a fierce wag ;
though it hud assumed morz gigantic proportions than
he had caleulated upon. He nad predicted war, pot

“becwose our right to secede was not an uudoubted one,

and elearly defined in the spirit of tbat declaration
whbich rests ibe right to govern upon the consent of the
governed, but the wickedoess of the North would entail
war upon the country. |'he present war waged against
the rights of a free people was unjast, aud the frait of
the evil passious of the North. In the progress of the
war thos evil passions bave been brought out and de-
veloped ; and so far from re-uniting with such a people
—a people whose ancestors Cromwell bhad gatbered
from the bogs and fens of Ireland and Scotland —a peo-
ple whose iotollerance produced discord and trouble
wherever they went—who persecuted*Cathdlice, Epis-
copaliaus, and every other sect that did not subscribe
to their bigo'ed snd contracted notions—who burot
witches, and did a thousand other things calculated to
make them forever iofa-ucus. The President was em-
pharic io”bie declaration that under no circumstances
would be consent to re-union.

He diew a glowiog picture of the horrors of war, end
the ravages of the enemy ; and while tears flowed lor
those who suffered, yet all these would be endared,
cheerfully, before our manhood and our liberties would
be surrendered.

THE WAR UPON NORTHERN SOIL.

He allnded briefly to his desire to transfer the war
upon Northern soil, but the failare to do this proceed-
¢d not from a want of inclination of. power. We were
pot an old established pation, with armies and navies
at our commaud. These had to be improvised from
the scanty materialg to be found within the limits of
our own Confederacy. ~We were blockaded arnd cut off
from other nations, and everybody knows that we had
been an agricultural people, and that our facilities for
maoufacturing materials of war were extremely limi-
ted. Notwithstanding tRis fact, patent to the most ca-
sual observer, we had now an airmy, larger than ever
before—cur arms and wupitions of war were increased

-in number and improved in quality, and we are in

a better condition to-duy than we were twelve months
ago. _

The Couscription and Exemption laws were then
touched vpon, and the npeccssity of the one and the in-
teution of the other explained. He thought there might
properly be a revision of the latter, and trusted there
would be no conflict between Confederate and Staté
laws on the subject of the military.

INDIGENT FAMILIES—RESERVED CORPS. .

The President expressed his gratification at the mes-
gage ol Governor Pettus, and cordially endorsed his
views in rclerence to making provision for indigent
families, and the eorolment of exempts, who could be
ready upon an emergency to go forth and occupy the
trenches, while the disciplived and active soldier could
tuke the ficlds. ['he calls for such service coulg be for
thirty, sixty or ninety days, and when the emergency
had passed, they could return to their paursuits. Raw
soldiers, the President contended, could do eflicient ser-
vice in the trenches, and the adoption of such a policy
would strengthen cur mea 8 of defence quite mate-
rially.

Ig his allasion to the vast number of the Norb, the
Prewdent said that upon any lair field we were willing
to fight them two to one ; we bave ofien whipped them
three to one ; at Antietam Gen. Lee whipped them four
to one. But this might not be the case always. As the
enemy progressed in disciplive, they approached pearer
to our own troops in «ficiency. Hence the necessity of
providing something like a correspoding force to that
which the enemy are bringing against us.

STRAGGLERS.

The President denounced in terms of scathing but
dignified rebuke the babit of straggling from thearmy.
He invoked public opinion to trown it down, aod
called upon the women to drive the stragglers back
td duty.

FILL UP THE RANKS.

He urged the pecessity ol filling up the the thioned
ranks cf our regiments. Those veterans who bad gone
through many bard fought battles looked for their Kin-
dred at bome to supply the places which bad been made
vacant by the death of their comrades. A brigade
which mustered only twelte hundred men, would. bave
to bleed as much as if it had its full quota of 4,000.—
Their ra. ks mast be filled ; humanity demands it. It
was a time for patriote to throw off the shackles of pri-
vate interest, fly to the rescae ot those heroes whom the
raveges of war had yet spared, and consecrate them-
selves to the m: st sacred cause on earth.

THE REAL DANGER.

The President remarked that when he arrivea bere
he thought the enemy were pressing down upon us from-.
the Northern borders of our State, but wheu he went
to Grenada be there learned that nothing could be scen
of them, but their backs. They were going back, per-
haps with the intention of reinforcing the beavy colamn
that was pow beiog thrown down the Mississippi river.
The real points of atteck were at Vieksburg and Port
Hudson ; and to all who desired to lend a helpio
hand to the couatry in ber presest exigency be woul:
say, “ Go to Port dludson and Vicksburg without de-
lay !"

NECESBITY OF HARMONY—PER¥ANE;T M LITARY EYSTEM.

He spoke of the salatary effects of harmonicus action
between the several States and the government at Rich-
mond, and urged upon legislators, both State and Con-
federate the necessity of establishing a permanent mili-
tary system, for ever. alier the present war was ended
we might expect trouble from cur eoemies toless our
military establishment was of such character as !0 give
them a wholesome flear "of precipitating a war upon
us. The true theory was to adopt a military system
which would be permanent and operative in times of
peace.

THE QUESTION AT ISSUE.

1 he issue involved in this war was no ordinary one.
The guestion is will you be free, or will you be the
slaves of the most depraved and intolerant and tyranni-
cal and hated people upon earth?- This was the real
question te be decided. Every thing else was as dust
in the balance. A people who had demoustrated their
utter incapacity for selr-government, who bave destroy.
ed their own liberties in the vain effort to deprive uso

ours, seek to be our masters, and inflict wpon us such
galling chains as have po parallel in the annals of tyran-
ny. Mississippi is the object of their pecaliar hatred ;
upon ber is to be visited their 1efined vengeance. Bat
our cause igjust and vengeance belongs to the Lord !—
We will resist the power of the enemy. Discard all
other considerations but the public defense, and victory
will again be ours.

AEPERBIONS OF THE ADMINISTEATION.

The President alluded very briefly to the falsehoods
which bad been circulated relative to the Administra-
tion which he could not disprove, becaunse such disproval
would give the enemy a knowledge of things which the
good of the cause required to be concealed from him.—
T'bat be bad commiited some errors he did not doubt,
though they were never the resalt of improper potives.
Feor a vindication of himself from the aspersions of
some of his fellow-citizens, he confidently awaited the
time when the canse would not suffer frog such vindi-
cation: He, however, explained the great necessity of
pablic confidenge in the officers of the government, and
pointed to that great and good man, Gen. Aluvert Syd-
ney Johnston, as a shining example of the ill effects of
withhe!ding that confidence which the public
welfare require.

DURATION OF THE WAR.

Though the war had somewhat excedlied his expecta-
tioos, yethe npever doubted our final success, and be
considered it now as.absolately ecertain. The duration
of the war was a question of time. He how-
ever, it was not possible for a war waged upon such &

VICKSBUHG.

The President paid a deserved tribute to Vicksburg.
That noble hittle city had witbstood the shock of the
combined fizets of 1ha enemy, after the great cities of
New Orleans and Memphis bad succumbed to their
soppos d invincibility. The heroic women of Vicks-
burg bad cried out.give the esemy the soil if it cannot
be detended, but let him bave wothing elgse. The Gov-
ernor left bis chair sod repaired to the scepe of daoger,
and refased to listen to any advice except of defiance to
the concentrated power of the enemy.

We are better prepared at Vicksburg vow than tben.
Our defenses are greatly improved and strengthened —
Ouar armaments are much improved. - We have bitrer
armies, and that gallant soldier ((Gen. Jobnston) is puar-
iog in reinforcemeuts. He comes to Mississippi to
proteet aud defend her. (Immense applause )

BECUGNITION—FOREIGN NATIONS

To the question of recognition and intervention, the
President devoted only a few words. We bad a right
to expect recognition long since, but it bad not cowe,
and his advice was : “ Put not your faith in princes,
nor rest your hopes upon foreign nations.” It seeme
that England still refused to take any steps towards
either recognition or m:diation. France had made a
move that looked friendiy to us, and when she ext®nd-
ed the band of friendship, we would be ready to grasp
it.

NO RETROGRADATION.

The President took a brief retrospective view of the
movements of our armies sincethe fall of New Orleaps
—an event as noexpeeted to him as it was to ng,—aod
showed that we bad not retrograded, but bad gathered
largely ip strength. Arnies are pot made up in num-
bers only. We have now an army that we can safely
rely on, We bave stripped guaboats of their terrors.
We havedmproved in all those things which go to make
us invincible. QOar jprospects are much better than
they were twelve months ago. -

TWO OBJEGES OF THE ENEMY.

There are tw8 grand objects of the enemy : 1st, to
get possession of the river, and thus cut oar Confedera-
cy in two, and secondly to seiz: the Confederate Capi-
tal, and bold it op to foreign naticns as an evidence
that the Confederacy does not exist.

I'be President dwelt at some length upon the vast.
impertance of thwartiog the enemy’s designs upon this
valley ; he considered its defense a necessity not only to
the people here, but to the Confederacy itself. Vicks-
burg and Port Hudson were points that must be de-
fended, and every effort must be strained for this per-
pose, Vicksburg, be said, would stand, and Port Hud
son would stand, if the people were true to themselves.
This done, the Northwest would grow restive and cease
to support a war ruinous to them and beneficial only to
New EBgland contractors. From the Northwest he
looked for the first gleams of peace.

CHEERED BY HI3 VIZIT.

Although his duties required his presgnce elsewhere,
yet, when be heard of the suffcrings of his own State,
and ber danger of subjogation by a vandal foe, his teel
ings dragged bim to her soil. lle goes back with a
lighter beart. He finds none of that depression which
waa reported. At Grepada he found the army soiry
that the enemy had gone tack. At Vicksburg they
were ready and eager for the Iray. Depressiop existed
ooly smong that class of men who were constitutional
grumblers and fanlt-finders. He goes back cleered,
buat still apxious for his heart is here—his attachment
tc the State thoogh he believed the greatest bave
passed.

THE TRANEB-MISSISSIPFI LEPARTMENT.

On the other side of the river our prospecls are
brighter than ever before, and ere long he hoped that
he would be enabled to proclaim Miss uri free. Kep-
tucky, too, was an object of golici'ndc to him and he
spoke of her gallant paoplein th. .indest and most
commendable termz.

OUR CAUSE-IN THE ASCENDANT.
The President had particular stress upon the encour-

aging fact that we had improved in every respect since
the war begun. - Qar armies were s perior in number,
and improved in quality sod appointments. Our mun-
ufactories bad made rapid progress ; Missiseip i alone
had clotbed and subsisted the whole army upeo her soil.
Our people hud learoed to economise. They wore home-
spun. He felt like taking off his hat to a woman dress-
ed 1n hounespun. He bad an untaltering beliet in the jus-
tice of our cause, and a profound revereice for the d -
crees of Heaven. He noticed with evideat satistaction
the superior moraiity ol our army to that of the inva-
der. In God and the valor of ou: troopa he trusted-

A SPEECH FROM JO8. JOHNSTON. .

After -the cheering bad subeided, Gen. Josepa E

Johnston was vocilerounsly called for. The scar.worn
bero looked a little nervons while tho House rang with
loud, swelling ard proloaged applause. He arose and
gaid : .
“ FeLLow-Ciriazns : My only regret is that I have
donpe so little to merit such a greeting ! I promise you,
however, that hereafter I shall be watchial, energetic
and indefatigable in your defeoce.”

This speech was greeted with tremendous, nproari-
ous and prolonged plaudits. Kvidently Gen. J shnston
possesses the unbounded confidence and esteem of Mis
gissippians.

Address to the Army.

We publish thi§ morning the beautitul address of
General Lee to the army, after the battle at Fredericks-
burg. The Commanding Geperal expresses the septi-
ment of the whole country :

Hpg'rs ArMy oF NORTHERN Va,, |
December 31,1862.
GENERAL ORDERS,
No. 138.

I. The General Commanding takes this occagion to
express to the officers and soldiers ot the army, his high
appreciation of the fortitode, valor and devotion dis-
played by them, which, uuder the blessing of .A Imighty
God, bave added the victory of Fredericksburg to the
long list of their triumphs.

Anp arduous march, performed with celerity ucdir
many disadvantages, exhibited the discipline and spirit
of the troops, and their eagerness to confrout the foe.

The immense army of ti e enemy completed its pre-
parations for the attack without interruption, and gave
battle in its own time, and on ground of its own s:lec-
tion.

It was encountered by less than twenty thousand of
this brave army and its columns, crusbed and broken,
burled back at every poiot with sueh fearful slaughter,
that escape from entire destruction became the boast of
those who had advanced in full confidence of vietory.

That this great result was gehieved with a loss small
in paiot of numbers, only augments the admiration with
which the Commanding General regards the prowess of
the troops, and increases his gratitude to Him who hath
given us the vietory.

The war is not yet ended. The enemy is still num-
erous and sirong, and the country demands of the army
a renewal of its hercic efforts in ber behalf. Nobly
has it responded to her call in the past, aud she will
never appeal in vain to its ceurage aund patriotisms.

The signal manifestations o/ Divine mercy that bave
distinguished the eventful and gloricas campaigo of the
year just closing, give assuranee of bope that under the
guidaoce of the same Almighty band, the coming year
will bge no less fruitful of events that will epsure the
safety, peace and happiness of our beloved country, asd
add new lustre to the already imperisbable name of the
Army of Northern Virginia. .

Under the three calls of the President thers were 1,175,
060 men~ordered oat, 300,000 of whom were to be draf-
ted.

Anotber statement of the Yaukee army is suggested
by Stantou’s figures. He says be has 800,000 men un-
dir arms. We presume this meaps tbat this is the
cumber cn the muster rolls. Now, if 1,100 000 have
been mustered into the service, as above stated, since
the wur commenced, the figures counfe®s that three hun-
dred thousand men bave been killed, wouaded, and per-
munently disabled on the part of the enemy since the
wer began. A fearful host of sacrifices, but probably
under the true number.

‘Ot the 800,000 now on the rolls and drawing pay,
we are told above 150,000 are sick and 180,000 strag-
gling or deserted. Add 20,000 for our surplus of ptis-
vners, (now coosiderably 1ncreased,) snd wwe havd
a deduction of 3507000 to muke in order to get at
the ¢fficient strength of the army. So that the enemy
would secem to have only 450,000 men actually with
arms in their hands.
