Letter fion am Trtali Pattlot.
The " Nation," of Dublin, contains a letter from

John Martin, one of the Irish exiles of 1848, which is
well worth reading :

Kilsronev, Rostrevor, Nov. 5th, 1862.
To the Editor (f the Nation :

Dkar Sir :- - My name has been mentioned in your
paper of last Saturday aj that of a sympatizer with the
Southern States in the war. which is at present raging
in America. I am a sympathiser with the South ; and
since the fact is now publicly slated, I desire, with your
kind permission, to say a few words by way of explaini-
ng and defining my sympathy :

Both parties are our kindred, our friends, our bene-
factors. Ireland has no quarrel with either, but is
bound to both with tha strongest ties of aSection and
of interest' The Irish has contributed largely to the
people of the Southern as well as of the Northern
riu'es; and the Irish in 'America, like all other Ameri-
can citizens have to take part in this war with the
Stutea of which they happened to be residents. The
most honored and trusted of our political exiles are
upon opposite sided Mitchell is with the South,
Mtaaher with the North. Williams and Boheny have

d since the war broke out the one a soldier "of the
rioutbj the other leaving his sons in arms for the North.
Those Loble hearts are now cold i- - American graves,
surely both of them burned with the-mo- st intense love
f r Ireland !

In short, it is a war between States and populations
wlio are all allied to us by blood,-wh- are all entitled to
iur eternal gratitude by the munificent charity, with

which they strove to leed our people when starvicg
under the English rule, who have all constantly afforded
a friendly refuse to cur people when driven from their
cative country by tbe curse of that rule, who have all
shown pity for our tufferings under a foreign yoke, and
sivn pjmpatby atd encouragement to our aspirations
hfur independence. To a mere Irish patriot, the honor
and prcsperiry of North and of South are equally dear.
Whit a spectacle for him the North and the South
contending o'gainst each other as the deadliest of ene--
tnics : it tie teeis mat ms voice can nave no inaaence
ovr tbe combatants, he may well be silent, while like
The O'Pocaghue, he gazed upon the fratracidal conflict

with s'reaming eye."
But, though such considerations as those have hith-

erto withheld me from any public declaration as to the
riht and wrong of this unhappy war, they have not
prevented tse from the free expression of my sentiments
among my friends, in conversation. And latterly I
have begun to doubt tbe propriety of keeping silence
while strenuous efforts are being made by several per-
sons to represent all the true Nationalists of Ireland as
partizans of tho North, and to prove tha; the hopes of
cur national cause depend upon the success of the North
in this war.

It was therefore, with a feeling of relief that I read
your article of last Saturday and tbe letter of your
correspondent who signs himself " An Irish American,"
at all events let" the truth be known.. AH true Irish
Nationalists are not partisans-o- f the North in this war.
1 do not believe that a majority of them are partisans
of the North. Certainly, I am not. I desire and hope
that the North may never succeed in its attempt to
subjugate the South. I sympathize with my whole
heart with the people of the South, defending their
homes and liberty against tbe invading armies of those
who wire lately thtir fellow-citizen- s, to whom they have
done no wrong, and of whom they desire nothing but
t j by allowed to depart in peace from the political part-
nership, which theydeslike. Resisting hostile invasion,
lighting to save themselves from a yoke of a conqueror,
the people of the South are defending a jusj; and holy
cause, and they are defending it against tremendous
(xids with uch gallantry, endurance, devoted patrioti-
sm, heroic virtues as have never been surpassed, in
the whole history of wars of independence. A moat
noble people has there to take its place among the
rjations, and, springing to arms in. defence of its
rights, has at once presented belore tne world a na-

tional army so good and beautiful that the proudest of
empires might emulate it. In statesmanship and mill
tarv genius, in tne courage and discipline that make up
for inferiority of numbers and of arms, in the devoted- -

ness or tne women, in tne louy spirit or national nonor
that animates a unanimous population, the Sonth pos
sesses defences that entitle her to the victory. JJnt the
viciory is not always to the righteous cause, nor to the
btst and bravest. - It may be that the greatly superior
resources of the Northern States will enable them in
time to extermine the defenders of the South, and to
rabjugate the country. I hope not But victors or
vanquished, my sympathiea'are wholly with the people
of tbe South. --

I find that I have enlarged so much in tbe mere ex
presaion or my individual reelings, concerning tne war
between North and South, that 1 must not attempt in
this letter to argue the question between them, nor dis
cuss tbe bearings of the war upon our Irish national
policy. Indeed it may suffice to say that I asree in
everjtbing with your leading article, and also with the
latter of " an Irish American."

genuine. In the vignette in the centre of tbe right end
cf the bill, in the counterfeit, the. car next to tbe en-
gine has four distinct panels, .while in the genuine, it
looks like platform car loaded with cotton bales. Ia
the same vignette, inthe counterfeit the steamboat haa
but cne deck, while in the genuine the boat has two
decks. Tbe border on the too and bottom of the conn
terfeit is wider and the ten dollars " largerthan in tha
genuine. There are Beveral other differences which can
.be readily Been. The best way is to refuse all bills of
the Hoyer and Ludwig issue, and thus drive them from
circulation. The counterfeit can be seen in our count-
ing room.

Offers to guarantee to the Northwestern States the
free navigation of the Mississippi whenever they
declare their inclination to withdraw from the war
and oresenta inducements to the States West of
the Rocky Mountains to withdraw from the Federal
Union, etc.

".The late foreign news confirms the belief that the
French Emperor . designs to persist in his mediation
scheme, even it he has to proceed alone. --' So well in-
formed does this latter correspondent profess to be, that
he gives the "propositions to be presented in the letter of
tbe French Minister with considerable particularity.
The proffer of mediation by Napoleon, he say,4 will
be accompanied by a letter from Drouyn de L'Huya,
stating, in eubstance that tbe Emperor believes tbe
proposition of an armistice an act in no way injurious
to the interest and honor of the . United States, but on
the contrary, eminently useful ; that it is not bis inten-
tion to press it upon-tb- e Federal Government, which
alone can determine the time when the --friendly office of
France may be accepted, but that the President must
be aware that any protracted refusal of her offers would
necessitate the Emperor to listen to tbe Southern re-

presentatives, whose propositions for recognition have
hitherto beea rejected, because be has always entertain
ed tha hope of seeing our difficulties amicably settled
and the-Uni- on restored. Tbe official communication
will conclude by stating Ibat the French Government
expects Mr. Lincoln will maturely consider tbe peculiar
situation in which it is placed, and also take into con
sideration tie uses and customs established in tbe cases
referred to in his proposition by writers on international
law. -

The Paris correspondent of the New York Commer
cial, under date of December 15tb, says :

" 1 here is no doubt of a secret league between aUdell
and the French Government Slidtll- - being caturally
interested in thefiairs of N. Orleans, where his proper
ty haa been confiscated, and tbe French Government
looking upon; Louisiana aa almost a French province.
The arrival of the French fleet at New Orleans was re
ceived with great i y by Southerners, and the official
journals announced tbe fact in terms which would have
been offensive to any government but that of the U ni- -
ted States.'- He says : ' Although indications for
the moment are that, while a better feeling is growing
up towards us (tbe Yankees) in England, the contrary
isitrue of France"

The Herald', of the 5th, has an editorial on the pros
pect of "intervention in American affairs by Napoleon.
It says the French Emperor will addiets another circa- -
ar to the Courts of England and Itussia urging im
mediate intervention, and the chances are that these
powers will not accede to the demand. This will be a
prelude to a recognition by France alone. Napoleon
will say : " I appealed to you twice to act with me ;
you refused i ray necessities will brook' no more delay ;
my people are starving ; 1 must nave cotton."

The Herald intimates that a powerful French fleet
of plated frigates, now in American waters, are to act
as emergeccies may dictate in case of his recognition
of Davis government. Ibe emancipation proclama
tion, it says, is another inducement to Napoleon to in
terfere, as all chances for cotton are at an end until that
question shall be settled. He will pretend that fearlul
crimes and horrors wil; low out of the workings of
the decree thronghout the South, and that humanity
demands tbe interference of France and England. Both
see their supplies of cotton will be cut short if the pro
clamation takes effect.

The Army corresponpent of the Savannah Republi

can furnishes the subjoined skttch of . that noble Vir
ginian, Gen. Thos. J. Jackson:

It is said the bero of tbe Shenandoah made bi3 ap
pearance on the field at Fredericksburg in a bran new
uniform, including- - a fiae dark blue overcoat, and a
handsome cap, with the requisite quantity of gold lace
about it. IIisdisguise was complete so much so, in
deed, that( he was hardly recogDisable by bis intimate
associates, lb is suit was, donotiess, tne gut ot some
admiring frieod ; sines his ordinary apparel is very
plain, and bis tastes and habits exceed mgly simple.

General J ackson is not yet quite forty years old. 'He
is of medium siza and height weighs about one hun
dred and forty-fiv- e or fifty pounds has dark, not black,
hair, ana wears short side whiskers. His complexion
is rather pale,nd his features, when at rest, are desti
tute of expression. His manners are wholly devoid of
grace, especially among strangers, when be is both awk
ward and embarrassed. On horseback .his appearacce
is anything but prepossessing, as it is almost under any
circumstances ; and one who should meet him on tbe
road, would be apt to take. him for a quiet farmer, with
nil barns at home, and no creditor broad, going to

the Court House ; or, better still, for country school
master who, though all unused to tbe saddle, bad un
dertaken to ride over to a neighboring patron's bouse
on Saturday, and was meanwhile engaged in some diff-
icult mathematical calculation as be jogged along. Bui
place bim on the battle field let tbe cannon begin to
thunder, the small arms to rattle, ard the sabres to
flash in tbe eunligbt and the quiet farmer, the awk
ward, calculating pedagogue, bt comes a hero calm
and d, it is true but lull of fire aad
energy, quick as lightning and terrible as the thunder
bolt.

Though it is the boast of Gen. Jackson's friends fhat
he has not a spade in bis whole army, yet it would be
doing bim injustice to suppose be is unmindful of tbe
advantages ot a strong position, or that h? neglects any
honorable means which may contribute to nis success.
No officer in the army is more attcntive to his duties,
or labors harder and longer than he does. . He is very
careful to ascertain tbe strDgrh and position of bis ad
versary ; and having done this, he swoops upon bis
prey like the eagle Irom his eyry. s

There is some diversity ot opinion among military
men in regard to Gen. Jackson's qualities as a strate-
gist and commander of an army, but none as to his abil-

ity as a fighter. In his battles he has been attended
with a larger degree of success than any omcer in the
army. He is tne idol ot tne people, ana is tne oojtci
of greater enthusiasm than any military chieftain of our
day. And this, t o, notwithstanding the fact that be
marches his trOops faster and longer, hgnts them arder,
and takes less care of them than any other officer in tbe
service. Indeed, some go so far as .to say tbat if he
bad no enemy to encounter, and nothing to do but march
his troops about the country, he would yet lose one-thir- d

the comfort of. his men is only apparent, however not
real. N o man possesses a kicder beai t or larger hu
manity ; but when he has anything to do, he is so earn
est, so ardent and energetic that he loses sight of every
thing but, the work before bim. If, for example,. be
were required to move his corps from Fredericksburg
to ltichmond and had two weeks to da.it in, be would
be almost sure to perform the march in four davs, or
one-filt-h of the time, because he-do-es not know how to do
anything slowly. His style of campaign, as he is re
ported to have told Gen. Lee just atier tne second bat:
tie of Maoass.vj, is to seek for the enemy, and to strike
him whenever and wherever found, in season and out of
season, and wnatever his posit nn or numbers.

Gen. Jackson is a member of the Pretbytcrian
church, and a sincere and humble christian.-- ' He con-

siders himself au instrument in the hands of God, and
nev.enftTOgates any credit to himself when victoiy
perches upon his banners, but ascribes all tbe praise to
Him, without whose knowledge not a sparrow falls to
the ground. Many apocryphal stories have been set
afloat in regard to his religious practices after a battle

sucb, for example, as tbat he is in the habit of draw
ing up his troops in line and returning thanks to G d
for the victory. I am assured tbat nothing of this kind
has ever occurred. He is too sincere a christian to in
dulee in such ostentatious displays of his piety.

It is said that the bold chieftain has but one weak
ness, and that relates to his middle name. It is gener-
ally supposed that his name is Thomas Jefferson Jack-
son, but this is a mistake. The J. does not stand for
Jefferson, nor Johnson, nor Jeremiah, nor Jeroboam,
but for a nania more ugly and hated than either or all
of them.'"vVbat, then, doyou suppose it is, reader ?
