- He
would not have made a stand at Murfreesboro' in those
level fields, had he not known that he had the bt st army
yet orgaoizeJ, and that a retreat w ithout a batie would
lave demoralized that army. Even when they had
been subjected to fatigues and dangers and suffering
euch as few armies ever bore, bis troops became almost
mutinous when a retreat was ordered.

We have never been classed among the admirers of
Gen. Bragg. He was in the city fur many days within
a stone's throw of "our" headquarters. We npv r
called at his. Shaffer's por'raifot the General satiefi d
u? that he is a " hard customer." We, too, had our
doubts about the perfection of tbat generalship which
conducted the Kentucky campaign, still it now happens
that wo anticipated the very movements Bragg is now
makirjg, and in defending him, we may only be actuated
by motives of se'.fiihnesa.

We may again have cccaaioa to inveigh agaicst that
spirit of our people and press which is ever extravagant
in its demands for unparalleled victories. It is this
which gives origin to the clamor that greets a victor
crowned with glory ever enduring from the bloody field
of Murfreesboro'. It was this spirit which weloomed
Lee from Sharpsburg and Harper's Ferry. It was this
which overwhelmed McClellan, whose retreat from be-fo- ie

Richmond is not surpassed in skillful generalship
betrayed during this war. McClellan was displacsd by
a President who is a madman, acd because of the clam-
or of the Northern press and populace. It is but nat-
ural that those whose wishes generated the thought,
who announced the result of a campaign when only ad-

vised of the results of a battle, should now look round
for some faulty step in the conduct of the commander,
who did not, in a single day complete this campaign.
Hence, the readiness to give prominence to any imagin-
ed error, hence the proneness to take advantage of pop
ular sympathy with the gallant Breckinridge, who
da bed into the very jaws of death.

It was no part of Bragg's duty or policy to a3sail a
reinforced army and a camp partially entrenched, in a
position found so strong the day before, that six uqsuc
ces3ful assaults had betn made upon one of its positions
held by artillery. Conscious that Rosencranz mu3i
follow him from the exhausted cauofry around Mur-
freesboro', and for the very reasons whicn 4mpelled him
to leave Nashville, it was Bragg's policy and duty to
withdraw to a position which would enable bim to prac-
tice the maxim that " everything i3 fair in war '' sven
a retreat after a splendid victory, in order that there
may be another victory, which we may reasonably hope
will be final, and conclusive to all those splendid results
which filled with j y the world of newdpaperdom.

This suit was, doubles, the gift of some
admirinir friend ; sicca Lis ordinary apparel is very
plain, and his tastes and habits exceedingly simple.

General Jackson is not yet quite forty years oid. He
is of med um 8 Zi and height weighs ab ut one hun
dred and forty-fiv- e or fifty pounds has dark, not black,
hair, aod wears short side whiskers. Hts comphxion
is rather pale, and hia feaiures, when at rest, are desti-
tute of expression. His manors are wholly devoid of
grac?, especially among s'rangers, when he is both awk-
ward and embarrassed. Oq horseback his appeara: ce
is anything bat prepossessing, as it is almost under any
circumstances ; and one who should meet him ou the
road, wou.d be apt to take him for a quiet farmer, with
full barns at home, and no creditor abroad, going to
the Court House ; cr, better stiil, for a country school-
master who, though all unused to the saddle, had un-
dertaken to ride over to a neighboring patron's house
on Saturday, and was meanwhile engaged in some diff-
icult mathematical calculation as be jogged alocg. Bat
place him on the battle field let the canion bejrio to
tbuuder, the small arms to rattle, and the Babres to
flash in the sunlight and the quiet farmer, the awk-
ward, calculating pedagogue, becomes a hero calm
and d, it is trua but full of fire aad
erergy, quick as lightning and terrible as the thunder-
bolt.

Though it is the boast of Gen. Jackson's friends fbat
he has not a spade in his whole army, yet it would be
doing him injustice to suppose he is unmindful of the
advantages ot a strong position, cr that hs neglects any
honorable means which may contribute to his success.
No cfiiaer in the army is more attentive to bis duties,
or labors harder and longer than he does. He is very
careful to ascertain the strecgrh and position of bis ad-

versary j and having done this, he swoops upon his
prey like the eagle from his eyry.

1 here is some diversity of opinion among military
men in regard to Gen. Jackson's qualities as a strate-
gist and commander of an arrny.bui none as to bis abil-
ity as a fighter. In bis battles he has been attended
with a larger degree of success than any officer io the
army. He is the idol of the people, and is the object
of greater eathejiasa than any military chieftain of our

As we read the accounts of the battle at Murfrees-
boro', it has been another battle of Perry ville, in which
the enemy gained the advantage in prisoners and guns
captured and then retreated.
