It mast be remembered that we received our accounts
of the bloody work by telegram to Cape Race, which
experience has always shown to be favorable to the Fed-
eral side, because the wires are under the control of the
govemment. and the lejq‘:ﬂm cannot be quickly tested
by detailed accousts. It is gently stated that whea the
Federal infantry charged the Confederate position, they
received a check. They were reinforced, and advanced
once more 1o the attack, but were again repulsed.

We are told that they
slept upon the battle Seld ; but, as we are also told that
the Federal dead in front of the Uonfederate works re-
mained where they bad fall:n twenty-four hours before,
we must read this with some latitude. The Federals
would hardly remain upon a spot whicn was so danger-
ous that they enuid not go to it in daylight to remove
their dead ; bat on the other hand, they cculd not re-
treat very far from the field of battle without recrogs-
i be river.

would renew the attack oo the 15th, and it is pcssible
that by this time Buarnside may be master of these
works and in full marck nn-n Richmond, driving Lee
and his disorganized army before bim. The commence-
ment, however, does not justify us in predicting such
anerd It is plain that‘ Burnside bas received a
damaging repuise. If he retreive it by force or sirate-
gy, he is a great General Renewed attacks alter a
day's interval do pot often succeed, but he may even
yet carry these Confederate works, or perbaps turn
th>m.

(zeneral, an | an enterprising enemy ought, according to
all the rules of warfare to destroy him, horse and foot,
and pot allow him to take a single gun across the Rap-
nock.

Such decisive victories indeed, do not seem to happen
in the New World ; but the position iz very critical,
and we may well feel a revived interest in the Army of
the Potomae. There must bave been borrible slaugh-
ter on both sides in these battles, and more slaughter
in ail probability bas since happened, although, as the
Confederates fight behind their works, their loss is no
doubt less than that of their more exposed assailants.

We do not like the intrusion of moral or religious re-
flections in secular writiogs or in conversation, for they
are seldom used by those who bad a real reverence.—
These things, bowever, force us on a thought. Our
bonds of brotherhood, and the essence of our common
worship, biave lasted lor a thousand years, and we are
still celebrating our great Christian festivals, crowding
our churches, teeding our hungry brethren, exehanging
warm salatations, and this morning banding ourselves
together for enjoyment io a thousand forms. We bave
not a party batred among us ; and even religious sects
muzzle their hestile dogmas aud shake hands heartily.
Oan tbe other gide . f the Atlantic we see people of our
own blood, whose nature is as kindly as our own, whose
senge of gocd companionship is as strong, and who bave
been ouly eighty years living together, yet they are now
tearing each other to pieces, and burying each other’s
mutilated carcasses by tens of thousands. In this con-
trast there is nothing of which we ought to boast ; but
surely there is much to force a thrill of thankfulness,

and something to sound in cur ears & voice of warnirg. |

G eNerAL Hixpxan's Appress ro n1s Troors.—Gen.
Hindman issued the following stirring address to bis
troops on the 4th of December just before the battle of
Cane Hill, Ark., oecurred :

Soldiers : —From the commencement to the end of
the battle, bear constantly in miod what I now impress
upon you.

1. Never fire because your comrade docs, nor becauge
the enemy does. por because you happen to see the ene-
my, nor for the sake of firing rapidly. Always wait
until you «re certainly withia the range of your gucs,
tben single cut your man, take deliberate aim, as low
down as the knee, and fire.

2. Wten occasion offers, be certain to pick off the eue-
my's officers, especially the mounted ones, and kill his
artillery horses.

3. Don’t shout except when you charge the enemy;
as a general thing, keep silent, that orders may be beard.
Obey the orders of your officers, but pay no attentionjto
the idle rumors, or the word of unauthorized persons.

4. Don’t stop with your wounded comrade ; the sur-
geons and iofirmary corps will take care of him ; do you
go forwaid avd avenge him.

5. Doo’t break ranks to plunder ; if we whip the
cnemy, all he has will be ours ; if not, the spoils will be
of no benefit to ns. Plunderers and stragglers will be
put ta death on the spot. File-closers are especially
charged with this dgty. The cavalry in the rear will
likewise attend to it.

Remember that the enemy you engage has no feeling
of mercy or kindness toward you. Ikis ranks are made
vp of Pin lndiaos, free vegroes, Southern tories, Kan-
sas Jayhawkers and hired Dutch cut-throats.

These bloody ruffians have invaded your country,
stolen aod destroyed your property, murdered your
neighbors, outraged our women, driven your clildren
from their homes, and defiled the graves of your kin-
dred. If each man of you will do what I have urged
upon you, we will utterly destroy them. Wae can do
this ; we must do it ; our country will be rained if we
fail.

A just God will streogthen our arms and give us a
gloricus victory.

The Course to be Pursued by tho New Eenator.

The Washington Chronicle says Mr. Richard son's
future course is to be judged by the resolutions of the
caucus which nominated bim ; therefore the policy he
will pursue is foreshadowed in the following abstract of
some of the resolutions :

regarded the popular wish. Its perversion of the war into
a war of abolition deserves our unqualified reprobation, and
jostly entitles it to the condemnation of all true lovers of
copstitutional liberty and States rights.

Fifth.—That peace, fraternal relations, and political fel-
lowship should be restored smorg the people of the Ftates ;
that the best interests of all, and the welfare of meankind,
demand this should be done in the epecdiest and moat ef-
fective manner. )

Sevenlh—Favore a National Convention of all the States
at Louisville. Ky., at the earliest practicable period, to ad-
just our national difficulties.

Ewhih—Becommerds that the Tegisiature now in ses-
gion appoint Commissioners to said National Convention,
and invite other States to do so. i

Nwith—That we earnestly recomumend a cessation of hos-
tilities for such period a8 may be necessary to allow the
people of the North and Bouth to express, throngh a Na-
tional Convention, their wish for peace and & maintenance
of the Union as it was, under the Copstitution as it is.

It will be remembered that the Memphis and other
Yackee papers have expressed disappointment at the
feilure of the comiog up of Farragut’s fleet t. aid in
the «estruciion of cur works and the geocral exterm:-
nation of our army at Vicksburg at tre time «f the re-
cent attempt on the place by Sherman.

sees you ?"" The rude soldier’s heart was toaghed, and
tears of love and gratitude filled his eyes. only
answered, “ I bave three little children.

With an evi-
dent effort he re a desire to kiss the fair brow of
the pretty little girl. He took her little hand between
both his own, and bade ber “ good-bye, God bless you.”

The Increase of the Cavalry.

The inoompleteness of the victories won in lhis war
must have strack the most careless person, who is the
least acquainted with the history of the great wars of
the world. While the armies engaged have inflicted
upon their adversaries losses equal to any inflicted in
the bloodiest contests of the old world, there has never
followed that rout and disorganization produced by
Napoleon at Austerliiz, Lena ard Eylau. With the
exception of the batiles around Richmeond, the defeated
army has always been able to renew the conflict, and
even McClellan brought his defeated columns again
into action at Sharpsburg and fcught them with reso-
lution and firmness, °

Napoleon was able to turn his victories into utter
route of his enemies by the skillful use of that powerful
arm of the service, the cavalry. The Confzderate
States have demonstrated in this war, that their people
possess all the requisites necessary to complete the moust
splendid and efficient cavalry in the world. With more
horses than France possessed, with riders skilled in the
management of the horse [rom their earliest boyhood,
the cavalry of ihe Conlederate army hes always been
below its proper proportion, apd has never once betn
thrown upon the ranks of the discomforted fue. While
the country esteems, with just pride, ite gallant Stuart,
Van Dorn, Morgan, Forrest, Wheeler and Wharton,
and regards their noble services with full appreciation,
it cannot but be regretted that their small divisions and
brigades would not permit their rendering that full
serviee they might bave performed, had their commands
boroe their pro, <~ proportien to the armies with which
they served. If Wheeler and Wharton, at the head of
twenty thoosand horse, had precipitated their com-
mands on the defeated right wing of Rceeccranz at
Marireesbcro’, instead of being compelled to merely
harass the rear, the Federul army would no more have
rallied, than did the Austrians at Austerli's, when as-
sailed by the gallant cuirasseirs of Marat.

It was by the weight of a formidable phalanx, gen-
ecally eighteen to twenty thomsana strong, that Napo-
leon mainly trosted for the gainiog as well as complet-
ing his victories.

“ My decided opinion,” said Napoleon, “is, that
cavalry, it led by equally brave and resolute men, must
always break infantry;” an opinion contr:ry to that
generally received, but supperted by not a few of the
most memorable facts recorded by history in all azes,
| and which, comiog from such a commander, who 80
well knew the value of both infantry and artillery, is
| well worthy the most serious considi raticn. It was by
{ his cavalry that Hannibal congnered at the Ticino and
{ Oanrse, and Napoleon at Austerlitz and Jena; the

Parthians destroyed Crasgus and Julian in Asia, and
Napoleon himsclf at Moscow ; the genius of Cyrus
suuk under, that of Alexander the Great recoiled be-
fore, the lortunes of Darius perizshed amid, the Scyth-
!ian cavalry ; Hyder's horse sll but drove the English
{into the Madras surf, and the English dragoons decided
the fate of India at Assave ; a charge of Freoch borse
{at Murengo placed Nspoleon on the Consular throne;
another of the English light dragoovs on the flank of
the Old Guard, at Waterloo, hur[ed.him to the rock of
St Helepa.

T ese are some of the most nofed actions decided by
avairy, and they sheald teach our au'horities that they
have not made use of the great aptness of the Confeder-
ate horsemen that should have been made. We know
that it takes time to make the cavalry soldier ; bat the
nucleus is already formed. The Generals of cavalry
bave shown their aptness and fitness for cavalry ser-
vice ; and if we would complete our victories, es Murat,
| Kellerman and Latour Maabourg completed those of
| Napoleon, we must give to Stuart aod Wheeler the
| cavalry that shall equal, at least in numbers, the famous
cuirassiers of the Freach.

There was & time when we considered cavalry of but
little use in a8 country 8o wooded as ours, but Stuart,
Morgan,Forrest, Wheeler and Wharton have shown
how brave aud skillful officers could overcome the great-
est disadvantages, and make their commands felt by the
| enemy in the most vital maoper. If durisg the winter
i yveason the increase and organization of the cavalry can
p triect that arm, and when operations are resumed iu
th e spring, our Generals of cavalry can take the .ﬁ-_»ld
with twenty thousand horse attached to each of the
armies of Gens. Lee and Jobnston, we shall pever see
anot ber incomplete victory.

The mere name of the Black Forse routed the epe-
my at Manassas, ard it our Geperals bad bad but half
the nupiber of cavalry our enemy believed they bad, not
oue in & hundred of the foe would have reached Wash-
ington. OQar infantry and artillery are now as pear

ecticn as they ever can be brought ; in numbers,
eficiency and orgsaiization, in patient endurance, noble
firmpess and dashio impetuosity they rival the Old
Guard of Napoleon. Let ns make our cavalry the
counterpart of eavalry of the (Guard, and they will com-
plete our victories and shorten the war.
