Tbe army
is doubtltsi strong enough in mere number.. God grant
that it mar be strong enough in spirit and confidence.

It will be seen that ths Weebawken prov-
ed her seaworthiness by successfully weathering one of
the severest gales on rrcord. Tbe imp rtaae of this
experience is inestimable, and the thanks of tbe country
are due to Captain Rogers for having overcome th?
prejudices of the sailors, and for having tbe courage thus
to test the only point which remained to be proved
the sea-goin- g qualities of our Monitors. Verily, this is
an important evtnt, and its influence on our foreign re-
lations cannot but be beneficial.
