Prospecte oF GavLveston.—For a period of just
eighteen months on the 2d instant, Galveston is pow
without any blockading ves:el, and it is grautifying to
be able to state that, if the blockade is again establish -
ed, it will bave to be done by something more than old
hulks of mere sail vessels. Although the steamers that
captured the Harriet Lace and defeated the Federal
fleet, were not by any means fitted up a8 rams, or cased
with iron, for want of time since Gen. Magruder assum-
ad command, yet we believe they will now epecdily be
rendered more formidable. Fortunately, we have the
material to do it, and we are glad to sec that there is
now no lack of digposition to put it to a proper use, or
of determination to meet the epemy whevever he makes
another attempt to enter our harbor.

By this victory we bave added largely to our means
of defence, for we have now seeured maoy large guns of
the very kind we most pceded and also about the best
gunboat for our purposes we could have selecled from
the whole I'ederal fleet, for while she is stroog and ol
light draft, she isadmitted to be the fastest steamer the
Federals bad. Tbere, with other acquisitions in arms,
munitiops and stores of vatious kinds, under such a com-
mander as Gen. Magruder, and with such able and de-
termined officers and men as has been selected to assist
aim from among the very best fighting material of Tex-
as, give us assarance that Galveston will pever bave to
submit to the disgruace of another surrender, and that if
it is ever taken it will be one of the dearest conquesis
the enemy have ever made.
