From Vicksburg.
Tho Jackson Appeal of the 28th, has the following
letter from its correspondent at Vicksburg :
Vickssurc, Jan. 26, 1863.

From information cbtained yesterday from the Fed-
eral camp over the river, it appears that the suspicions
entertained bere in regard to an attempt being made to
open the canal were correct. During the heavy fog on
Saturday morning they bad a force of five thousand
men engaged in wideniog the ditch and elesring away
the logs and other obstructions. The rivet beirg now
nearly baok full, the water is running through the ca-
nal with a rapid current, and in a short time they hope
ta have it in a good navigable condition for their traps-
porte. The gunboats are not intended to be taken
through this canal, and no ealculation is made as to its
da]l:;th for that purpose, but the transports being ull of
light draught, it is expected that they will be able to
pass through without aoy difficulty.

If the ¢nemy should accomplish the opening of this
canal, they might possibly icflict an injory upon Vicks-
burg, but as a military adyantage to them in takiog tbe
place it woald amount to nothiog at all. The prospects
of the enemy for attacking the city from below are no
better than from above, and by dividing bis forces so
as to weaken himself, it may prove a positive advan-
