A good deal of small pox bag become spread abroad
thronghout the Southern States, supposed ta have been
brought from the North by exchanged or paroled pris-
oners, since it would be difficalt, if not impoesible, to
acocunt for its very gegeral diffusion, in so short a time,
upon any other hypothesie. .

There are few diseases of which our people bave a
greater dread than they bave of small pox, and not with-
out reason; for, prior to the use of innoculation, and
still more recently of vaecination, it carried off more
members of the buman family than any other known
plague or epidemic. Its ravages in Hindostao, where
it carried off over twenty millions of people, are matters
of bistory, and it may be well questioned whether the
introduction of small pox smong the native tribes of
both North and South America, bas not contributed
more to their rapid disappearance from the face of-the
earth than either  fire-water ™’ or the sword, or than
both combined. ~

Rven now, that this dangerous disease, following the
law which seems to govern all such affections, is less
virulent apd fatal than wken.it first made its appear-
ance, ard the advance of medical knowiedge has enabled
the medical faculty to more fully undersiand ifs natare
and the modes of controlling its at.acks or modifying
their virulence, it still remains ope of the most daoger-
ous, as it certainly is one of the most loathsome of dis-
eases. .

Vaccination is the great preventive, but even vacyi-
nation is not infallible, altbough pearly so ; and we con-
_fess that we have scen s0 much suffering recently among
grown people who have been vaccinatéd, or re-vaccine-
ted, that it seemsz t0 us we would prefer to run rome
slight danger of teking the disease in the very modified
form in which it is almost certain to present itsell where
the patieats have been vaccinated in infavey, to being
re-vaccinated and runpisg the nof slight risk of getting
impure virus, and the almast certainty of some suffering
and danger pecessarily attaching in mature lile to mat-
ters which are perfectly inonoceut in childhood. With
a child properiy taken care of, the measles amouut 1o a
mere trifle. Oar soldiers can bear witoess to the fact
that in the case of grown men, they are anything else
than a trifle. So with vaccination. In som=® cases we
have heard of erysipelas, and even death resunlting.

Of course we do pot wish to dissuade persone who
have not been vaccinated, from hsviog it done. Bat even
then it wonld be well to be careful.  We hardly think it
prudent or advisable for persons who bave been, to keep
tampering with re-vaccination under the pregent not fa-
vorable circumstances.
