The Kerthern Gold Market,
At the last accounts gold had experienced a slight
decline at tLe North, which i3 thus explained by the
Herald :
The amendment to the Tax Bill adopted by Congress
on Wednesday knocked the premium upon gold down
to 1651g yésterday—a fall of nearly 5 per cent.—end
occasioned grent slanghter amopg the speculators in
W-li street, The amendment provides that ail con-
tracts for the sale or purchase of gold or silver eoin,* if
to be performed ofter o pericd exceeding three days,
shall be in writing, ard subjeet to the stamp act, the
tex being cqual In amount to one-helf of one per cen-
tum, snd iowerdst ut the rate of six per centum per an-
num on the amount so loaned, pledged or deposited ;
that if any loan, pledge er deposit made for a less time
than three days shall be renewed or extended, it shall
be taxed as above ; that no money ehall be loaned -on
gold or silver cojniexceediog in amount the par value
of the coin, and that all sach lrang, if made, shall be u’-
terly void.
Tle last provision stops the operations of the geld
epeculutors. If they buy gold now they must bave the
ready cash to pay the difference between e par value
and the premium for no one can lend them more than
the par value of the gold. For e¢xample, if the specu-
lator goes into Wall street to buy ten thousand dollers
in gdld at 165, ke can only borrow ten thousand dol'ars
on his gold and muat have the six thousand five hun-
dred do!lars premium in his pocket. Few men will de-
sire to invest 8> much mouey in such a speculation.—
Before this amendment pasg:d a speculator could bor-
row fifteen thousand dollars in gold at 167, and would
require only ove thousand seven hundred dollars to pay
the balance. Here 18 a difference to the speculator of
five thousand dollars ob a small affair of ten thousand
at 167, and the greater the speculation and the higher
the premium the more diflerence the epeculator will
have to keep un band.
Iiow many gold buyers have five, fifty or five hun-
dred thousand dollars to invest in this way? Echo
apswers, few. Conscquently the gold speculation is
over, end, beyond the slight premiam which Mr. Chase's
present mismanagement of the finances sanctions, gold
will soon be at par. We have often warned the gold
gamblers that retribution awaited them. Now they
are slaughtered ard po oope pitics them. Tbey have
disturbed the market, inflated the prices and made the
whole country suffer, that they might enrich themselves.
Now the country will rejoice at their misfortunes and
benefit by their losses. 'I'he day of epecie payments is
not far distant.
