But the odle against the final success of this effort to
re-establish Polish Natiooulity are tremendous, und in-
deed may be said to inciude the three great powers of
Eastern Europe—Rassia, Prussia and Austria, for
tacy were all participatora in the partition of Poland,
and all have portions of the s'o'en property still in their
possession.

At firet we may expect to hear of victories obtained
by the Poles, and even of divisions or jealousies between
some oi the parties interested. But we may rest as-
sured that Austria will be as little inclined to permit
the restoration of Polish nationality aa Russia herself,
since if the portion of the kingoom of [oland which
Raseia claims, ehould sncceca in establishing its inde-
pendence, it would carry with it Austrian and Prassian
Poland sg well.

In reeent ecnntry trips on oor several limea of Rail Roads,
Ihave observed at the various statiens s number of former-
residents of our town, some holding temporary businees
positiops, but the most of them, I presume, taking eare of
themselves. This is not only the case on Kail Road lines,
but om remote farms and the interior towns of the Btate,
v'm: Charlotte, Beiisbury, Hilisboro’, Pittahoro’, Raleigh
and Fayetteville.

All of these men, before the war commenced, were farm
ers, Merchantsy Mechanics, Doctors and Lawyers, resident
in our section and community, and it is reasvnebie ‘o pre-
sume they will desire to return at the end of the war to re-
sumse their former avoeatiors. Now, Messis. Editers, the
storm c'oud of war is upon us, and ere ano'her month, will
probably burst upon us with all 1ts horrorgs, and if God

THE CURRENCY BILL
Rioamxoxp, Va., March 18, 1863,

The Currency bill has been perfected and psssed. the
Benate bhaving taken final action in the House amendment
to-day, in secret session. The first section provides that
all tressury notes not besring interest, isrued previeusto
the first of December last, shali be funda%le in cicht per
cent. ontil the 22nd of Apri!; thereafier aud until rst of
Auagust i geven per cert ; and thereafter vo longer funda-
ble at the pleasnie of the holder, but puyab’e six montts
after the ratification of a treaty of peace. The noiesissned
since the first of December, and withio ten days from the
pasznge of this act, are fondable in seveu per cents. ontil
the firat of August, aud thereaffer in four per ceuts. Al
call certificetes cutstanding cn the first of Ju'y shall be
desemed to be bond-bearing rix per cents., payahle at any
date not exceeding thirty years.

The recond rection autherizes & monthly isrune of treas-
ary notes, bearing no interest, of an amount not exce: d:
ing fifty millions of doilars, fundabie during twe!ve months,
from the first day of the maonth of their issve, in 8'x per
cent boads, and thereafter in fuur per cent. bounds.

The remaining sec*ions of the aet are substantially the
some a8 publishad some weeks eince, except that the Be-
cretary of the treasury is aunthorized to s¥ll ope hundred
m!llions six per eent. bonce, coupous payable at the option
of the owner, in treasury notes or cotton certiticates, pledg-
ing the government to pay in cotton at the rate of eight
pence sterling per pound, six montha after peace.

Our Colonial Nelighhbors.
© Qur latest advices and exchanges from Nassau give
ns some interesting news. From the address of Gover-
nor Bayley, to the Colonial Legislature, we take the
following extracts :

A civil war of unprecedented mognitude, which has

for vearly two years distracted the States of the North
American Union, has extended its icfluence to "these
shorer. -
The contiguity of thig Colony to the scepe of strile
has naturallv made it the resort of vessels freighted
with cargos ior the blockaded ports of the Southern
States.

Bound by the policy and ehielded by the power of
the Mother Country, you share with her the rights and
the risks of Fer peatrality. While, with her, you e joy,
gubject to the belligerent vigilance, the right of engag-
ing in commercial operations with each or either of
the belligerents, your g-ographical position exposes you
to more frequent loeses at the haods of that bellige-
reut, whose paval power is saperior in these seas,
While distance has given immupily to Eoglish vessels
as toey issue from the ports of Liverpool or Londoc,
Bristol or Glasgow, a similar immuntty counld burdly
be expected in favor of those which a voysge of two or
three days may convey from Nassau to the blockaded
coust. It is indeed remarkable that your conduct in
this respect should have beea both misconstrued and
misrepregented by the pub'icists and statesmen of a
Republic which, vo long #8 it remained at peaer, wasg
foremost in advocating the pr vileges of peatrals und de-
nonucing the pretenzions of helligerents,

I believe that ere #iis the people of the Northern
States have awakened to a sense of their inconsislency
sud irjastice ; and that while they bave not cesscd to
¢omplain of the inconvesience to which they are sab-
jected by tbe neutral commerce of these islands, they
Lave ceised 10 reprobate, as morel delinguencivs, prac-
tices which derive their greatest anthor ity lrem the e x-
ample criginally gct by themselves

At one time a feeling of superflacus anoponyunee pre-
vailed both en treir side end on youre. [ b licve thut
with the continuance of the war a more dspasgiora’e
judgment bus reeognized within their respective sph res
tbe right of mercantile adventure and the prerogatives
of a State engaged in war.

While the Home Government has earnestly desired
to protect these iclancs lrem everything hke hogtile ep-
croschment, it has been no 'e.s resolare 1o 11 determ ns
wrion to abetain from everyrth ug hke an infraction of
the o mitted privileges of 4 belligerent Power.
