The independence ¢f the Netherlands
wisrecognized by all the Powers of Europe, befereit was ac-
knowlegingod (in 1648) by Bpain. In 1860, the Portuguese
threw of the Spanish yoke, and raised the Houss of Bra-
ganza to the throne ; the independence of Portug«l was re-
cognized withio a year by Engiend, France, and the North-
ern Courts ; Spain only acknowledged the loss of the sub-
ject kipgdom in 1€64. These preceden's were invoked by
the Ameg:ican emissaries of 1777 to the Court of France;
and within twerty months of the Declaration of Indepen-
dence, France eonsented to espouse tha canse of the young
Republie.
