Sir:—1'wodaysago I read Gen. Braxton Bragg’s
official report of tbe battles of Stone river before
Murfressboro’, and after a proper time for reflection,
think it my duty to send you tbis communication.

I cannot conceal from myself the fact that so much

of the report as refers to my command (except some
geperal compliments to the courage of a portion of my
troops on Wednesday, the 3lst Dec.) isin towe and
spirit a thorough disparagement of both. This tqpe
runs through all its parts and lies like a broad founda-
tion noderneach tke whole. At the same time the par-
rative of events is made to sustain the general spirit.
While the report of the Commanding General fails,
as I think, to do justice to the behaviour of my Divis-
ion on Friday, the 2d of Jaouary, yet its strictures are.
chiefly leveled at my own conduct as an officer during
all the operations. By direct statement and by unmis-
takable innendo, it is thronghout a reflection apon my
capacity and cooduct.
Without referring to its contents in detail, I have to
fay in respectiul terms, that neither ifs material state-
ments, nor its equally material inuendos can be main-
tained by proof—that its omission of important facts,
creditable to my division and myself, i3 as remarkable
as mapy of its affirmative statements—in a word, that
in spirit and substance it is erroneous aod unjust.

I trust that pothing in the foregoing expressions pas-
aes the limit of military propriety, and that plainness
of statement will be pardoned to one, who, evea under
the weight of superior military censure, feels that both
he and his command have deserved well of their country.

Having met the Commanding General repeatedly on
the field, and on three occasions in council during the
progress of the operations, without receiving [rom him
Lhe least indication of dissatisfaction with my conduct,
1 was not prepared to sce a report bearing a subsequent
date, containing represeatations at variance with these
significant facts. Nor was my surprise Jessened when
I observed that it was written after a correspopdence
with bis Corpe and Division Commanders, (I being one
of the latter) in which he invokes their aid to sustaio
him, and speake of them as officers “apon whem I [he|
have ever relied as upon a foundation of rock.” '

The Commanding Geperal baving written and for-
warded his report belore receiving those of his subor-
dinate communuders, could have derived no assisiancs in
its preparations from those usual official aida to the
commander-in-chief, and since his position on the Held
grevented bim frem ~:eing many or the movements, es-
pecially those of Friday, the 2d of January,4t much
concerns all affected by his statements to know some-
thing of those other, and to them unknown, sburces of
information, to which be bas givea the sanction of his
inflnence and rodk as the head of the army.

1 have felt that it would be improper in a paper of
thig charscter to enter upon a detailed vindication, yet
i view of the fact that the casualties of war may st
any time render an ipvestigation impossible, I hope
that it bas not been impreper for me to place on record
this general protest agaipst the ipjurious statements and
refercnces of the Commaunding teneral, partienlarly,
since, not anticjpating his censures, I may not have
been sufficiently minute in portions of my report.

And in regard to the action of Friday, the 2d of Jan-
uary, upon which the Comwmandiog General Leaps £o
much criticism, { have to say with the utmost confi-
dence that the failure of my troops to hold the position
whick they carried on that occaszion was due to no fault
of theirs or of mine, but to the fact that we were com-
manded to do an impossible thing. My force wasabout
4500 men, of these, 1700 beroie spirits etretched out
upon that bloody ficld, in an unequal struggle against
three Divisions, a Brigade, an overwhelming concentra-
ticn ol artillery. attested our efforts to obey the order.

I beve the bonor to reguest that a Coart of Inquiry

Hatchineon, Christopher Ounce, and Charles Klepel-
burge, the Superintendent, and Jobn Ockler was 8o
badly injured that he died Saturday pight.

The only information obtained as to the cause of the

accident was from the wounded man before he died.—
He states that one of the men commenced kpocking
the caked powder off the stones with a copper bammer,
(which is the usual mode of cleaping tbem,) when the
explosion occurred.
The Mill was, of course, blown to pieces, and the
bodies of the uufortunate men thrown to a considerable
distance in the air, matilatifg them in a shocking man-
per. The shock of the explosion was felt at the dis-
tance of 10 and 12 miles from the Mill.

The Mill was owned by a company, but was mort-
gaged to the State for $10,000, the State baving ad-
vanced that sum to enable the erection ot the works.—
The company was known s the “North Carolina Pow-
der Manufacturing Company,” aud 8. W, Davis was
President. 'I'be Mill was a new one, and was just get-
ting iairly uoder way in making powder. It is said
that there were about 700 pounds of powder in the
Miil at the time of the explesion.
