Be it enacted by the General Assembly of
the Etate of North Carolina, and it is enacted by the au-
thority of the same, That during the war, the Governor

porary eervice, all able bodied men betwecn the ages of
eighteen and forty-five years, or such portion thereof in the
State or any part of the State as he may deem necessary
for the puhlic defence. He shall canse the men so called
ool from each regimental district, as is vnow established by
| law, tu be formed into companies of not less than eixty nor
more than one hundred privates, who shall eleet the com-
| pany cfiicers ; whenever any of said districta shall furnish
a smaller rumber than a company, or there ehail he a resi-
due after the formation of ome or more compsnies, such
smailer pumber may be attached to any- adjoining district.
and tha companies so formed may be organized into battal-
ions jand regiments, in which case the commissioned ofii-
cers of companies shall elect the field officers; the same
number of staff officera for each regiment an are provided
for n the wilitia law, sha:l be appointed, and the Governor
shall commissicn a1l officera duriog the war and no longer.
