Tbe Memory of Stonewall Jackson In Eiiglai J.

The English press have numerous editorials on the
death of Uen. Thos. J. Jackson. The London Poat,
(Government orgac) May 2G, says :

JacksoD, like the Puritans, was austfcre and devout ;

but whilst hi? religion taught him humility and
upon tbe Creator, it did not lead him to con-

found tbe true nature of tte objects for which both Le
and bis followers were striving, and to suppose that be-

cause their ends were noble, that therefore, they
were the champions of icd. If he wes

a preacher io the camp, he was
also a skillful and gallant General in the
tbe field ; and i is not surprising that those who bad
so frequently followed him to victory should hae con-
sidered him as specially favored by Providenc?, acd
have regarded him with feelings akin to devo-ion- . As
a soldier he will hold probably the foremost placs in Ike
history cf the great American civil war. His name
is indelibly 'associated with the mo3t briliiaut achieve-
ments of the Confederate armies ; for to tboe achieve-
ments by bis genius and his courage, he more than
any .cne else specially contributed. Strategic ability
is tbe most valuable qualification a general can possess ;

but it is not always that consummate military tactiji-an- s

command the confidence of their followers, or
4nsure the success of the operations tbey conduc. It
was, however, the good fortune of Gecerl Jacksoa to
lead men who, whilst thtir courage was exalted in an
extraordinary degree by the conviction that nothing
could be worse than defeatrwere inspired with an uo-shak- en

faith in the geniu3 and ability of their general.
To follow Jackson they knew was to march to certain
victory ; and it it was necessary that success should
be purchased at theccst of many lives, that reflection
did net dispirit them, for the cause in which they were
fightiDg stripped death of all its terrors.

The London Herald, (Deiby Organ) of the 27th
says :

lie was animated by the spirit which rendered the
soldiers of the Commonwealth irresistible in fLrht
which carried Havelock through incredible dangers to
tbe gates of Lucknow in triumph. The Northern Re-
public has produced no heroes of the stamp of Jacksou.
One such man might be the salvation of them yet.
Blatant demagogues at home, bragging imbeciles in the
field, afford a spectacle so absurd, und yet so painfu',
that Europe knows not whether to laugh or weep at
the degredation of her children. 'I he Northerners
want a man to do a man's work. The only great men
of the war have been developed in the So&tb. It is
very difficult to explain this. Some may call it fatality,
some a providential arrangement. That it ig a fact is
at present enough for us.
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The only thing new from Vicksburg will be found under
l" leiegrapn-.- c neaa that is to say. If what ia there be
new, which we hardly thinkt Is ; at any rate, it ia the last
we have got. It says that the garrison has enough to eat
atd can hold out as lorg as tbey please. There is one
thing puzzles u- -: If Vicksburg is completely invested
how can letters get cut from there? Again, if Grant ii
certain of being able to take it by approaches or by star
vation, wny tnoUid ce deliver a fresh assault, when past
ones have resumed eo disastrously to himseil ?

What we conclnde frcm the odd contradictions which
appear as well in our cwn sn in the Northern accounts is
that we would have the world believe us somswhat tetter
off than w really are ; while on the ether hand, it is pro-
bable that Grant ia a great desl worse eff than even we
suppose him to be. The capture of Milliken's Bend by
interrupting Grant's supples, may have admonished him
that instead or starving out Vickibnrg, he himself was the
party in diEger of be?Bg starved out, and that if he would
strike at all, he must strike at ence, cr bo compelled to
raise tbe seige, and tflact a retreat, wbuh could hardly fai1
to be disastrous. Ha has struck and failed. He has thrown
pontoon bridges ovr--r Brg Black, which, if it meats any-thin- g,

means retreat. Then will come Johhstok's oppor-
tunity, if he has the men and the means. This is, in truth,
the most we can make out of the situation at and near
Vicksburg. It is all we can read or spell out.

Now what of the Potcmac? The Richmond Dispatch
and Sentinel, have rumos of a cor fllct between Lokostbsst

.and Hoogkr's army, somewhere in Loudon county, perhaps
near Leesburg. But these rumors are very vague. Per-
haps it was a cavalry fight only. Who knows ? Some re-

ports have it that Lono?tkkkt occupies Marylacd, while
Lib holds Hooeeb in check. That is net fo. Lek will
never co divide his army that he cannot concentrate it
wben an emergency au'ses.

The Pennsylvania invasion under General Jenkins is evi-

dently a mere incursion.
The very latest despatches 6eem to indicate the " ad-

vance backwards " of Hooker across the Potomac. It
would aleo appear that very hot work has been going on
this last day or two at Yickburg. We must await particu-
lars. We do not believe there is any grounds for the appre-
hensions apparently entertained in regard to Richmond.

How Thry Do It.
A gentleman who recently succeeded in getting out of

the enemies' lines tear Washington, N. C , informs us that
the universal custom of the Yankee toldiery theie is to
plunder all alike, the poor as well as the rich. They take
the widow's lait egg or chicken, equally w:th the planters
last slave or horse or cov. Some parties, former friends of
Mr. Stanly, got him, while "Military Governor," to give
them protections, which turned out to be worth a little less
than the paper they wero printed cn. The Yankee officers
and sold'ers minded none of lhese things. All seemed to
sutler alike o nearly eo.

vastation, ruha, but without hope of either union or of con
tinned possession.

Miserables " We had bought it week before, ar.d forgot-
ten it until last eveniag, when, happening to have the blues
aad wanting to try something by way of a "change of bate"
we took thii book home, to our great disturbance then, and
discomfort this morniDg, for we never slept until we bad
read every word in its 204 octavo pages. This power of

the attention is the greatest evidence of the force
with which any work of imagination is wiittea, and the ac-

knowledgment of such power te highest testimony we can
bear to tha czieteEce cf such force.

Whatever may be said acafrut the politics of this book
in Europe, we see little to object to them here. Some part,
the preface informs ui, has been excised. It certainly at-

tacks neither religion nor social murals. Its characters are
few ; its materila and machinery simple in the extreme.
Its style is the very reverse of tbe stilted manner which is
invariably connected incur minds with the modern Frfnch

of Fantine, or warm U3 into sympathetic admiratioa with
the sublime moral heroism of Jeaa Valjsan, the ex-galle-

slave. The other characters are subsidiary, and indeed
that of F antine herself finally becomes secondary to the
overshadowing yet unconscious grandeur of the noble cen-

tral figure.
We see nothing in Fantine, either in word or thought that

can harm any healthy mental and moral organization.

Gov. Letcher has issued a call to the citizens and others
to assemble at the capi'ol tqiare this evening fcr the pur-
pose cf organizing to aid the regular troops in repelling
any attack contemplated against the capital. The call is
issued in consoquence cf information received that troops
are being landed at Brandon, on the 'James, and at the
White House on the York river, for the supposed purpose
fan advance in this direction. There 'is no excitement

here. The weather is clondy with the prospect of heavy
rain.

FROM RICHMOND.
Richmond, June 24th, 1863.

The train which left the White House at 4 P. M. brought
no confirmation of tbe reported Federal landing at that
place ; but it is stated that a gunboat and two transports
were at West Point on Tuesday. Troops were discovered
by our pickets at nine o'clock yesteiday morning, repair-
ing the wharf.

Two letters have been received recently ftom Dr.
Iloge, from which we give some extracts :

Paris, April 24, 1SG3.
" I wrote you of my plans for leaving England the 2d

of May, and which were likely to be riefeuted by the
news of yellow fever in the West Indies- -

" I afterwards heard of a vessel which was going di-

rect from England to Nassau, on which J could get a
berth, and on visiting the owner to make arrangement!
fjr taking my passage, he told me that a vessel bad
come in that morniDg from Nassau, the Captain of
which informed him that the yellow fever was there
also. All the friends with whom I consulted thought
I ought not to run the double risk of capture and yel-

low lever, and that I should wait for further develop-
ments. I am very anxious to return to my family arjd
Church, but I know that neither would wish me to

the double danger, and that you and my peo--pl- e

would prefer my remaining here, to attempting to
get home under such discouraging circumstances. I
feel it to be my duty now quietly to await the indica-
tions of Providence.

Tbe same gracious Gcd who brought me here in
sarety, and who gave me such success, can convey mo
back again in bis own good time and way.

I hope now to be able to return sometime during the
Summer by way of Nova Scotia and Bermuda. I do
not think they have tbe yellow fever in Bermuda at
cny Beason, or, at all events, v?ry rarely. The disap-
pointment of the de'ay is great, but I can make good
use of my time, no matter how long I am compelled to
remain I ere, for 1 can Continue to obtain and forward
such thiDgs as are needed to supply the spiritual wants
or our people. I will probably gr back to Scotland,
where I think I can accomplish a gocd deal mere, and
there are various ways ia which I can help our cacss
in London and e'eewbere in England.

0-i-
r friends here think I can do more gocd by

than by returning. I don't know how that
is, but if compelled to remain, I shall improve my time
a"nd opportunities.

Colonel Lamar dined with tne 1 Gt night. I fiad him
h pleasant acquaintance. He goes to St. Petersburg
next week, and wants me to go with him, but I must re-

turn to London on Wednesday. I would not enjoy
travel merely for curiosity, when I can find good, work
to do ; and at a time like this, when my countrymen
are struggling fcr all that is dear to man, I do not take
pleasure in sight-seeirg- . This visit to Paris is the only
one ot that kind I shall pay, and I do not care bow soon
this is over. I feel the privations you all suffer here
more than I did when I shared them with you. I have
little relish for tbe pomps and pleasures and luxuries
that surround me in Europe. While the war lasts I
wou'd rather live on pork and bread in the Confederacy
than ia the Tuilleries, at the table of the Emperor.

I have not time or room to write an account of what
I havtj seen in Paris, but the mention ot the Emperor
reminds me to say that I was present at a grand review
day before yesterday, at which I saw him and the Em-

press and the Prince, and yesterday I saw Napoleon
walking arm nnd arm with a gentleman on the Champs
Elysees. He was in a plain citizan's dress, and entire-
ly unattended ; the day before he was in full uniform
and on horseback. The Empress was in her carriage,
escorted by a splendid mounted guard. Tbe young
Prince, a pretty, bright looking boy, was in another
carriage, with a guard of his own. Yesterday morn-
ing I paid a visit to Mr. Slidell and presented my let-

ter of introduction. He and Mrs. S. gave me a very
kind reception and my interview with him was very in-

teresting."
In a short letter, dated London, May 9th, he speaks
