But at least
one-third of her territory is now in posgession of the en-
emy ; a large portion of her population is in the army,
and ber supply of food and animals bave been so much
reduced as to make it necessary for guartermrster’a ard
commissary departments to lock elsewhere for the means
of subsistence.

Every man in the Confederate States, therefore , who
has the ability, should diversify his pursuits, at least so
far as to devote something of his time and means to the
raising of horses, eatile and sheep, and the proluction
of small grain and fruits—everything, indeed, which
will help to feed, clothe and move an army. No peo-
ple or State can be said to be truly independent, who
relies npon other communities for the necessary articles
of foed and raiment.

[ From the Boston Courier.]

We have received from the best authority the facts of
the encounter at Lowell, alluded to in cur paper of yes-
terday. We conceive it proper that they shoald be laid
belore the publie, because very important coasequences
may be dependent upon the relations to the pubiic of a
man who might again be called to bigh command, and
who is put forward already in varicus quarters for emi-
nent political station. We have several communications
upon the subject,entering much more into detail than we
propoge to do ; but we prefer to give the more impor-
taut parts of the narrative as we eobtain it from the
lips of the relator. As we learn the facts, they are as
follows :

Mr. Rassel, who is a mason in Lowell, wes employed
by a Mr. Eastman, the ngent of Gen. Batle, to lay the
pipes in a drain which Eastman had dug on the Genper-
al’s premises.

General Butler, is alleged to have
made no resittacee ; but after bolding bim as long as
he thought necessary, Mr. Russell. allowed him to rise,
and accompanied him a hundred or two hundred rods
out of the field.
