I'he gravity of the question, whether considered in |
siie8 for the use of the army, the Department j relerence |

to ils probable effects upon the the finances
and credit of the State, or upon the interest of the peo-
ple and the success of our cuommon canse, will, I trust,
copstitute an ample apology for my action in calling
you togetber, iu which I veed pot say I was unaai-
mously susiained by the Council of State.

By a recent act of Congress, all non-interest bearing
Conlederate Treasury Notes were classified-and a limi-
tation put on the time of fundiog them, as set forth in
the accompavyiog report of the Pablic Treasurer. By
this action, intended to reduce the great volume of pa-
per money in circulation, by causing it to be funded,
the notes of the two issues referred to were rendered
of less value than those of later issaes ; and though to
that cxlent it was a repudiation of them, no action
would have been necessary on the part of the Legisla-
ture bad the matter ended heze. But the Legislature
of the State of Virginia, being then in secret session,
immediateiy provided agsinst these issues being receiv-
¢d in payment of taxes, with a view, as was said, to
aid the operation of the act of Congress, by hastening

Lie funding process ; and scon thereafter the banks of
the city of Richmond, actuated, no doubt, by the same
patriotic but uofortunate motive, declining to receive
them, it at once became a matter of serious concern with
the I'reasurer and myself whether some legislative ac-

To continue to recive them after this partial repudia-

teling how soon tte other banks of the country might
tollow the example of those of Ricbmond, nor what ac-
tion other States might take ; and of course it being
impossible to fund it all, and inconvenent to fund any,
so long as it would pass, it might be rushed into this
State and paid into our Treasury. Such a resualt wculd
be ruinous alike to ber creditors, her cfficers and her
soldiers.

‘I'bis created = responsibility too great to be borne
by the Public Treasarer, withcut Legislative sasction,
and the matter is therefore submitted to you.

Alter a careful survey of the situation, I confidently

So [ar no otker State has followed the example of Vir-
ginia, and no Back outside of Richmond, in the whole
Confederacy, bave refused them.

I bave received no answers from apy of the State
Treesurers, excepting from the Treasuer of Georgia,
whose answer accompanies this communication.

Brown, .. that
time, was disposed to take no action in the matter.

The banke of Richmond, some time after the act of
the Legislature of that State, gave notice that they
w oot receive on deposit, aftes the 10th of Juns,
Coofederate noo-interest bearing notes, dated prior to
December, 1862, and of course, sugpoae, they will not
receive them in payment of debts due to them. The
banks of Richmond bave not gone so far as the Legis-
lature of Virginia. Those banks reject only the first
class of issues, while the Legislature rejects for dues to

In January Jast, I made a contract with J. I'. Pat-
terson & Co, of Celumbia, S. U, for sapplyiog blank
bonds wad T'reasury noteg, autkorized by law to be is-
sued. Owing to the difficulties which they allege, they
could not overecme, the blanks, until lately, have been
tardil;’ supplicd ; but they are now coming forward
rapidly. Most et them have been received.

In the early part of the year I was compellcd to sell
State bonds and issue cur I'reasury npotes, to meet the
demands on the T'reasury. 1 sold bocds to individuals
to the amount of $110,500, at an average premium ex-
ceeding 5 per cent., and to the Commissioner of the
Sicking Fuud, at par, to the amount of $971,500. On
the 19th February last I received from the (lonfederate
governwent 31,289,495 28, due the State for our ad-

zoces ‘n clothing our troops for the 1st acd 2d quar-
ters of 1862,5 avd at other tinus since I bave received
from thie Confedirate government, for like advances for
the 4'h guarter of. 1862, and the 18t quarfer of 1863,
$1,631,777 25. I'rom these and otber sources of less
maguitulde I have been sble to incet promptly all de-
mands on the Treasury, and I now have io the Treasu-
ry $913,570 in Cocfederate curreney, and if tbe Con-
federate government shall re-pay promptly the advances
of the Siate for tbe clothing of our troops, which I
have no reason to doubt, I do not toresee any demands
oo the Treasary likely to require, within a few months,
a further sale of State bondsg, or the issue of any of our
Treasury potes, except fractiopal paris of a dollar for
change, and excepting the smount due to counties
within the lines of the enemy under the act ma-
king an eppropriation of cve million cf dollars for
the relief of the wives =sod families cf soldiers in
the army. -

The Treasury was not in coudition to pay the whole
of this uppropriation at once, without an unnecessary
increase of the State debt, and 1 d-termined to pay it
in four ¢qual instalments—one on demand, and one on
1st May, August and November, believiog it would in
this way accomplish the object as well as if a'l paid at
once.

Sicce the Treasury, by eollections from the Confed-
erate government and other sources, bus been supplied
with Confederate money sofficient to meet all demands
on it, 1 have refused to pay our Trcasury potes, except-
ing fractional parts of & dollar, aod to counties within
the lines of the enemy, because the issue ol our notes
would have been equivalent to borrowing money when
the Treasnry was smply supplicd. Many of the County
commissiopers have urgently presscd me to pay in our
notes the qsota due thew, for the support of the wives
and families of soldiers in the army, but as the act
gpeciajly provides that the counties within the lines
of the ecemy shull be pa'd in our notes, 1 have con-
strued it that the others were to be paid as other
claims. ;

The Conmnissioners for tie county of Jones has pre-
sented to me ano order, passed by the County. Cqurt. of
that eounty, which accompanies this commuunication.—
This order directs “that the funds received from the
State I'r:asurer, at Raleigh, by Thomas J. Whituker,
Commissioper and Treasurer for the county, be return-
ed by said Commissioner to the Treasurer of the State,
and rcguest that the fands due said county of Jones be
paid in the Treasury notes or current funds of the State
as provided by the terms of the said act of the Geperal
Assembly. 7The fonds, now in the hards of the Com-
missioner, received from the Treasury of the dates prior
to April, 1863, being uncurrent snd not fo be received
in the payment of taxes, as per circular from the Treas-
urer of the Btate.”
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The fivst installment to the County of Jones, was

claimicg any power to forbid the sheriflz to receive the
old issues. It wasintended only as a recommendation
to the sherifls to abstain from recciving the old issnes,
a3 far es they could legally do so, until the pleasure of
the General Assembly shou'd be knowa.

I bavem d: this general statement as to condition
and management of the Treasury to enable the Geperal
Assembly to sce that th2 ways ard m=ans provided for
the supply of the Treasury are ample, and to enable
tbem to apply the proper corrective, if they shall dis-
approve my course in any of the matters referred to.

If the General Assembly shall approve my sugges-]
tion 843 to postponing the collection of taxes, I think I
shall be abie to meat the demands on the Trcasury for
several months withcut makiog any iacrease of the
State dcbt, by the sale of State bond:, or the issue
of our Treasury Noies to any considerable amount.
