The Bane and Antldote.

Yesterday afternoon we were up the Wilmington and
Manchester Railroad, and saw and beard a mingiing of good
and bad news that prcduced strange effects upen those
who received it. The passengers from Wilmington were
jubilant over LEr's repoited victory in Pennsylvania,
while those from Kingsville were depressed by the idea that
Vicksburg bad fallen. Our own first impulse in presence of
any very startling news is to pause ard cénsider.--Had Vicks-
burg surely fallen? Somehow we did not think so, although
we had the word of the *‘reliable gentleman’’ for the (alleg-
ed) fact; for the reliable gentleman was on board end we
saw him with cur two eyes, both wide open. The reliable
gentleman koew that it had been telegraphed to the press,
snd he forther gracioualy added that General JamxsTON's
Adjutant Geperal had vouched for the statement. Now this
wasa not g0, and the reliable gentleman was somehow mis-
taken or misinformed—reliable gentlemen on cars are apt
to be so. There is nothjng impossible. Vicksburg may
bave fallen, but we do pot thiek it hae. The account wus
sent North on Friday, for some purpose. Gentlemen
who left Jackson oa Friday, heard nothing of it. I
oomes in 8 questionable shape. -

8till there may be somethirg in it. We fear that there 1s.
The news from that vicinity may be unfavourable, and pro-
bably is unfavourable, but we have every reason to hope
and trust that it is nothing like so bLad as the fall of Vicks
burg would amount 10.

The glorious news from Pennsylvania was an antidote to
the depressing rumours from Vicksburg. It istrue, we have
no official information from General Lee,and some differ-
ence may be made in the details ; but the fact seems to be
upquestionable thot there has been a battle, or rather a
series of battles between the Confederate army nunder Gen-
eral Lzg, and the Federal army under General MEADE, and
that the stroggle has resulted in & victory for the Confed-
erate side, exceoading in its decisiveness and its froits any
battle of the war. Our own losa in killed and wounded
has been heavy—that of the enemy onormoue, while the
pumber of prisovers taken by us must have been something
more than comroonly surprising,since report persists in call-
lng it forty thonsand. Why the prisonera refused to be
paroled, ss the reports state, must, for the présent, re-
main & mystery, and is the only thing that appears to
throw a doubt upon the oft-repeated statement of the sor-
render of forty thousand Federals. Why forty thousand
men should throw down their arms, unless they were tired
of the war and wanted to go bome, seens to us inexplica-
ble, and yet their refusal to be paroled pnts the only rea-
sonable explanation out of the way.

The captare of forty thousand men in battle, or, indeed,
in any way, 18 eomething almost inconceivable. Narorsox
never took that many men at once. At the famous capitu-
lation of Ulm in 1505 General Mace, with nearly thirty
thausand men surrendered to NAroLEoN, being completely
bemmed in by the enormous forces of the great Emperor;
and this captore of Mack's army is looked upon as among
the greatest achievements of Narovgox's whole lifs. He

never elsewhere ook as many prisoners.
Gettysburg, in the vicinity of which place the recent

great battles are eald to have taken place ia the capital Jof
Adams County, Pennsylvapia,—is ten to fifteen miles from
the Maryland lice. and has heretofore only been known as
the seat of an obscure cnllege. The county, which is
about half the area of New Hamover, contained in 1550
some twenty-six thousand inhabitants; the land js fertile
and largely under coltivation. About Gettysburg the
country is rclling and geperally cleared, in this respect
differipg from almost all the other battle-fields of the
war, givivg the commanding General a chance to sur-
vey tho whole field and work out great combinations
under his own eye. The impossibility of doing this
Jas acconnted in some measurs for the indecisiveness
of previous Confederate victories. This victory appears
not to kelong to the former category of barren
triumpha; and, if so much has been dope, we may
be sure that still more will yet be accomplished.—
The end ia not yet, General LEE's calculation is not
yot worked cut. Whkat it may ioclode in its resulting
consequences we know not; but this muoch we do
know,—that if the accoonts we have received are true,
MzapE is played out even sooner than Heokegr, cr Porg, or
Borxsipg ; and not only MEADE, but MEADE's army, leav-
ing actually no army to stand between LEx and his objeots,

We yesterday afternoon conversed with a gentleman wko
was at Eenansville whken the Yapkee raiders made their
appearance in that village on Sataorday night. The gentle-
man alluded to left Kenansville yesterday morning. We
gather from him the followirg information, which disproves
many reports brooght to this town, some of which appear-
ed in our paper yesterday, we believing at the time that
they were, in the main, correct:

It appears, in the first place, that neither the Court House
nor Jeil was burned. The records of the County were not
disturbed, nor the Female Ipstitote molested. Neither the
Clerk of the Court, Col. WHITEREAD, nor any other citizen
was taken priconer. Col. WaITEEEAD was at Kenansville
yesterday morning. From the best information ocur
foformant could obtain thke enemy npombered nine
bundred and sixteen men, having with them four Mountain
Howitzers, and one large gun. They took some 20 horses,
from citizens, and 24 cavalry horses belonging to Captain
Lawg's company. They burnt the Bword factory as here-
tofore stated, and two other amall builldings adjicent; took
about $100,000 in Tonfaderate money that had been de-
poeited In A. EoUrmERLAND'S tafe, by different parties,
$30,000 of which belonged to the SBheriff, or had been col-
lected by bim for taxes, &c. They also gutted the stores,
throwing their contents cut to mpegroes, and took all the
money, jewelry and watches they could apywhere fipd.

It is supposed they carried out of the couaty abont 200
gegroes, <0 ¢f them from the village. They, of course
did some damage to the growing crops by torming
their horses into the felds. It is believed that
Capt. LAxE's men, abount thirty in number, who were in
the village at the time the yankees entered it, made their
escape. Four of them who were on picket daty on the
road below Kenansville, had not been heard from gnd one
other had been found killed. There were no negro troops
with the yankees, as has heretofore been reported. There
were bowever, some negroes as grides etc. Tha raid was
made by the Third N. Y. cavalry.

During the day this corps had been uuder the direc-
‘tion of Major General Doubleday, General Reynolds
being in command of the right wing, comprisitg the
Firsr, 1'hird, Kleventh and T'welfth corgs.

When three miles from town, while quietly imarching
along, the sound of heavy and ropid cannon firing was
heard coming from the direction beyond Gettysburg. —
Almost ui the vawe instant Capt. Mitchell, a gallant
aid upon Genersl Reyoold’s Stsfls, came dashing dowo
the roud, with orders to the various division comman-
ders to push forward their divicicns as rapidly as pos-
sible. 'l'Le vrder was given to double quick, which was
instuntly oteyed, and kept up uaotil the intervening
space where cas bulteries were engaged was pessed
over. I'tiese batteres, two in number, were a part of
the artiilery b longing to Ueneral Buford’s division,
and were stativnud some ball a mile to the south of Get-
tysburg 1 helosicd] Semivary, while the opposing force
were stationsed acd spugly intrenched upon the esst side

I'be latter was the licst to open fire, aud weie for a
time compelling cur batteries to retire from their pusi-
ti. n. ‘This they were quictly doing and in good order,
when the divsion of Gen. Wadsworth came to their
| support, tbe t wo able regiments, the 2d Wisconsin and
241b Michigan regiments rushivg up and driving fromw
in front of them the infantry force who were makiog
desperate efluis to cspture the picets. Wkhen trese
gupports arrived the batteries again tock up a com-
manding position, which they were enabled to hold wu-
ring the dsy.

In rear of * e position so tuken up, ard o the right,
the division of Geo. Robinson holding the sccond line.
At the roment that' thess formations were ccmpleted,
the rcbels, embholdened oy their partial sucecss in driv-
ing from position the batterivs, attemplea auother
charge, with the object of seizing the pieces, when thke
brigades of the ¥econd division, with fixed bayonets,
{made a ctacge upoa thzm, and esuch as were not
killed were taken priconera.  I'wo entire regiments—a
I'ennessee vnd o Mississippi regiment—wege then “bog-
ged M

Ieomediately after the arrival ard going into position
of the first corps, tle eleventh under the amiable snd
brave General Howaird who hod been in the rear and
marchivg on the same roud es the first, made their ep-
pearance, marched directly through tke town and at
once formecd a line ot battle on tke right ef the Cham-
berst urg rond, sod some balf a mile west ot the college,
which 18 ocated at the cxtreme end of the town., Al
ter some  three howis of artillery duelling the Rebels
commenced to retire. There were massed the 1wo in-
fantry corps, and in this fermation a pursuit of their
retrcuting  column was commenced.  After driving
them back towards the mountaio, something over a
mile, soon after 4 o’clock, it was discovered that with
an cxtensive foree ol infantry and cavalry they were en-
deusvering to turn our left flunk, with a view, probably,
to get between us and our eupply trains. Upon this
being doticed, and it being evident that our reionforce-
ments, the Thiid and Twelfth Corps, who bad been
acxicusly inquired after during the cotire day, were
not yet up, no other alterpative was offered us than to
retire to the east of the town and take up a better po-
gition upou the top of a hill, sud along the line of road
Jeading 1o Fmrmettsburg. 7This was done, but in ad-
mirubie order, no unusual haste being apparept, while,
at the seme time, all ammunition and supply wagons as
were up 10 the front were sent to the rear.

A lhittle after 4 o'clock, the Third Corgs, under com-
mard of Gen. Sickles, cime upon theé fiel(, and went
into position upon the loft of that held early in the
woruing by the First Corps; th2 I'welfth, under Gen.
Slogum, as well, arrived about the same time, and were
stationed upon tbe night (f the Eleveath Corps.  After
those t 50 corps, 68 well as those who * hid borne the
beat and burden of the day " were formed in * battle
array,” they made ar advacce, and with but little re-
gistance succeeded iu driving the rebels from tha town
and back into the positions they first occupied early in
the morping. In this ‘mavper and io those locations
both armics are resting for the night.

The Secend, Fifth snd Sixth Corps are moving 1his
way, and by marning will be up and ready to do battle
with us.
THE REBELS MAKE A DASH THROUGH FHE TOWN.

While the latter mentioned movement was being
made, the enemy kept up & continual rain of shot and
shell upon the town, and when ceasing, their cavalry
dashed through the town capturing all stray parties
there coogregated, togeth-r with the wounded who were
occupants of, and the surgeons and nurses who were in
attendance in the many bastily organized hospitals there
located. While the firing was in progress some few'
buildings were set on fire, but the town not being com-
pactly built, ocly such buildings as were strack by the
sh:1's were consumcd.

OUR CABUALYIES—GEN. REYNOLDS KILLED.

While personaliy, gallantly leading the first bayonet
charge made by Gen. Wadsworth's division, tte able,
popular and gallant Msjor General John F. Reynolds
received a wonud which in lees than an hour’s time, re-
sulted in death. T'be missile which robbed us of one
of the hrightest ornaments of cur army, as well as one
of its bravest and most useful membors, was the sh

poiated Mioaie rifiz ball, it haviog entered in the back
of his neck, coming out at the temple, '
Thus died a gallant soldier, bravely npholding thé
honor of bis country, upon the soil ef his native State,
gnd within less than thirty miles of his own beloved

ome.

Among other prominent cofficers kiiled is found the
name of Geverzl Panl. Gen. Wadsworth is severely
wounded. Gen. Robioson, for the third time bad a
borse shot from under him,- while emong the names of
officers of less rank who are more or less wounded, are
found the names of Col. Bates, of the 12th Massachu-
setts ; Ool.

80,000, others at 25,000. We met to day with a resi-
dent of Middletown, in your State, who while being a
gocd Union man, has mansged, to become cousiderably
well “ posted ” in relerence to their situation and
strength.
He tells us that stretched along the base of the South
Mountain, to theeast of it, they bave some fiftecn thon-
sand mep, while the balanee cf the forces are to the
west of the same mountain.
)ar scuuts report that to-night Hill is reinforeing
thosc who were opposed to us, and that they are mov-
ing down the mountain by three different roads.
Their position to-day was one of unusual excellence,
aod selected with the same eye 1o natural defence and
strepgth which hus ever characterized them—upon the
side of a broad, running stream, and with a bigh mouvo-
tain back of them, their artillery upen the hill side, in
a positicn one abcve the other, like seats in the par-
quette of a theatre.

A WHULE REREL BRIGADE CAPTURED.

They elso made an ¢ffort to capture the wagon train
on the leit and rear, sod ia attemptiog this movement
pearly a whole brigade of rebelg weie captured, among
them Brig. Gen. Arcter, of the rebel army, formerly
of the United States Army.

THE GALLANT DOINGS CF THE FIRST CCRP3.

Upon reaching the scene of the engagement, this
corps fomrd the cavulry division under Gen. Buford,
drawn up in live on the Chambersburg roud, about
tbree miles from Gettysburg, with their batterics in the
pesition as belore stated. )

Gen. Reyoolds, then being in command of the entire
right wicg immegiately rode to the front fur the pur-
pesi8 0l muking 8 rec.onoisacce, aal learning the po-
gition 6f the opposiug force, when 'he was struck with
the missile that ended his hife. The command of the
corps then devolved upon Geperal Doubluday, who im-
mediately harried up to the front. In the neantime
the cavalry kept the enemy’s ivfantry fu ly employed
until the corps was well in position.

‘I'be First and Third Divisions first reached the Iront,
and alter-teive placed in position, the Second still
keeping up 1ts double quick, coming up immeadiately to
the rigont of the line.  Soon after the rebels advanced
and opened fire along the entire line. Meredith’s bri-
gade, all Western troops, dasbed forward, aud wilh
fixcd bayousets ar.d a gooed solid ¥oion cheer, succeeded
in capturivg pesr six hundred prisoners. The First
and Third Divisions holding their own, and finding no
impresgion cou'd be made upon 'hem, the enemy turned
their attention to the splendid divigion under command
of Gen. Robinsen. ‘This division being situated upon
a ridge, und haviog o support, was obliged nct only
to fizht the front but protect his flaok.

Suddenly, acd as if by magic,a strong column of re-
bels come suddenly upon this division's front. Volley
after volley was poured into them, but steadily they ad-
vapnced. Findiog the rifle balls had no cffeet upon
them, a reccurse was hed to cold steel. The brigade
under the gallant Baxter, was ordered to charge bayo-
pets npon them, and so well did they obey this order
that the rebels were compelled to retire with a loss in |
prisopers taken alone, of some four hundred and eighty
men.

At this juocture the rebels were seen advancing in
force on the right flack of the division. DBut finding
himself bard pusbed in that direction, be sent for the
excellegt brigade under ccmmand of Gen. Pau', who
immediately came up, but not a moment too soon, as
the rebels were found to be coming out of the dense
woods on both flanke, as well a8 in front, and in im-
mense force ; again did the Second repel them. It was
while bravely leading the latter cbarge that the noble
Gen. I’aul received the fatal wound.

At this time the ['irst and 1bird divisicns were be-
ing bard pushed, but still beld their grousd, the Second
division doirg the hard work, requiring ‘rcquentchanges
and prompt decisions in its commanding officer. So
rapid and frequent bad they been firing that at this
time they were completely out of ammunition, and were
compelled to get that then very useful article from the
cartridge boxes of their dead and wounded comrades.

When the fight was progreseing and the firing the
ho'test, a Lientenant of the 88th Pennsylvauia came up |
to Gen. Robinson, after salating, in an impromtu speech
presented the flag of the 16th Alabama. Another flag
was captured by the 97th New York.

So rapidly were the rebels reinforced with fresh
troops in these attempts to turn the First’s left that it
obliged the order to be given to fall back a distance of
perhaps a mile, fighting the whole time.

The Second division went into the fight at 11 o’ciock,
a. m., and there remained all the time, subject to a gall-
ing ﬁl‘re, without support or reinforcements, until 5
o'clozk.
