TEE RECENT FIGHT IN VIRGINIA
Richmond, July 2, I8S3.

1 he Con
federates retired with a loss of two to three hundred killed
and wounded ; among the latter was Col. Wa:ker. wouEd-e- d

in the thigh. The enemy'iJ loss was heavy. Col. Walk-
er arrived here this evening.

A dispatch to the Rebel from Dublin depot, Va., dated
from Elaworth, Morgan's operator, says that a party of
three hucdred of Morgan's men crossed the Ohio oa Sun-
day, 19th inst., 14 miles below Parkersburg. Morgan was
there but was prevented fror. erasing by tha gunboats
He remained oa the other bhore, with a large party of men.
The last news from him, he was near Winchester, hio,
tearing up the Railroad.

CAJdP OF CCMMINGS' BATTERY,

Near Kicston, July 24th, 1863. f
Mesbks. Editors : We do not propose to give c. full and

detarled account ot the late raid, but to touch slightly on
the pursuit and examine into the escape of the enemy.
We do know that if Col. Ciairborne's dispatch had had
credence attached to it the enemy, or at least their wagons
and artillery and ail the negroes, would have been captur-
ed. Alter riving the enemy all around and harraBeinp
them alter the most approved style of bushwhacking, ard
having their lest avenue of escape cut off by Major isaun
ders at Greenville, he dispatched to General Martin to
send a regiment of infantry to Scrfll:ton, and he in their
rear would dnve them to that point. Gen. Martin failed to
do this, and Cvil. Clairborne found the bird had fljwn " a
few hours after arr.ving there. We succeeded in captur-
ing and killing four hundred (400) negroes. The force at
Kmston lay sleeping on their aju s because they were com-
pelled to, every one burning to be after the foe jind thirst-
ing for retaliation, whila the enemy proceeded to Green-
ville, cutted the place, taking twee ty-eig- ht hundred dol-
lars ($2,800) from Dr. Biow. and fil'ty-l- i ve hundred ($5,600)
in hauk notes from Alfred Forbes destroyed the Commis-
sary and Qiarteima-te- r stores, took the car-ring- s arid
breast-pin- a ofl the persons of the ladies and the watches
off the gentlemen. Here they found out that a free negro
named Jackson, very well know in Wilmington, and" an en-

listed Bugler in Cummings' Battery, was detailed and act-
ing in the Commissary department, and offered five hundred
dollars for his head, and to vent their vengeance destroyed
all oi his clothing, but. did not succeed in capturing him.
From Green villa they proceeded to Tarboro' and Rocky
Mcuut. Of their doings there 30U have already received a
correct account. On their return they were met at Sparta
t y Col. Clairborne a d an Alabama Battery ihs Mont
gomery Blues. Here during the engagement another inci
dent occurred illustrative or tne indomitable bravery of the
women of the boutu. vimle the bring was going on, and
our shot hurling through the trees, Mrs. Drake passed
through it all, lor the purpose of informing our men that
the enemy was crossing two miles above.

Messrs. Editors, how can the brave bojs of Carolina,
scattered over the whole Confederacy, be but despondent,
when they see her perfectly denuded ot Uoop-- , their homes
lett open to every little chicken stealing party of the ene-
my that stick their he-.- d out of Newberne, and their
mothers and sisters liable daily to iceults. North Carolina,
with DO. COO men ia the field, has not enough left her to
stand guard or protect a potato patch. We say regardless
of the Richmond papers, who are always ready to Buap and
snarl like a poodle dog, our State is not receiving justice.
Let some of htr cavalry, under an energetic commander,
not one ot tne spade and shovel kind alas ! we have had
too iiuny be sent to this place, and the raids will be
stopped. The pr.sonerathemselves eay they are notalraid
while the "Old Woman" remains at this place.

Should these liuea meet the eyes of any one who has a
brother, father or. husbaLd tiiere, I can assure tLerjc, ia ru
humble opinion, that their religion or morals are not on the
retrograde. Men who have gospel, and who are B'ncere
Christians, are apt to be true patriots. And these are tbe
men we warn in this, the tug of war." la such men wo
all have confidence, aud in them rest the hope of cur
country.

Major General U. S. Grant.,
Commanding United States Forces :

General : I have the honor to propose to ou an ar
mistice cf henrs, with a view to arrange terms for
the capitulation of Yicksburg. To this end, if agree
able, I will appoint three commissioners, to meet a like
number to be named by yourself, at sucn place ana
hour to-da- y as you may find convenient. I make this
proposition to save the further effusion of blood, which
must otherwise be shed to a frightful extent, feeling my
self fully able to maintain my position a yet indefinite
period.

This communication will be handed you, ucder flag
of truce, by Major General James Bowen.

To this General Grant replied aa follows :

Headquarters Department of Tenn., )

In the Field, near Vicksburg, July 3. )

Lieut. General J. O Pemberton, Commanding Confed-rat- e

Forces, etc :

General : Your note of this date is just received, pro-
posing an armistice of several hours, for the purpose of
arranging term3 of capitulation, through commission-
ers, to be appointed, ete. Tha effusion of blood you
propose stopping by this coursa can ce ended at any
time you may choose, by an unconditional surrender of

the city and garrison. Men who have shown eo much
endurance and courage as those now in Vicksburg, will
alv ays challenge the respect of an adversary ; and I
can assure you will be treated with all the respect due
them as prisoners of war.

I do not favor the proposition of appointing commis-
sioners to arrange terms of capitulation, because I have
no other terms than those indicated as above.

Bowen, the bearer of Peroberton'a letter, was receiv-
ed by Gen. A.G. Smith. He expressed, ft strong fo

vxrant, wnue decline tbw, requested Gen. Smith to
say that il Gen. Pemberton desired to Bee him, an in-
terview would be granted between the lines in McPher-
son's front, at any hour in the afternoon which Pem-
berton might appoint. .

A message was soon sent back to Smith appointing
3 o'clock as the hour. Grant was there with his staff,
acd Gens. Ord, McPherson, Logan and A. J. S.nith.
Pemberton came late, attended by Gen. Bower, and
Col. Montgomery. He was much excited and imjierti-cen- t

io hia erjeweis to Grant.
The conversation was held apart between Peeibar-to- n

and his officers ar.d Grant, MePhersoa and A, J.
Smith. The rebels insisted upon beiDg paroled and al-

lowed to march b yood our liae hence, e fficers aDd all.
with eight days' rations, drawn from their own stores,
tLe officers to retain their property and body servants

Gen. Grant Leaid what they bad to say, and left
them at the end of an hour and a haff, saying that be
would send in his ultimatum in writing. To which
Pemberton prom is d to reply before night, hostilities
to cease in the meaatime.

Lieut. Gtneral J. C. PtmLertou, Commanding Confed-
erate Forces at VicKsburg :

General : In coaformky with the agreement of this
afternoon, I will submit the following propositions for
the surrender of the city o Vicksburg, public stores,
etc., on your accepting 'he terms proposed :

' l wui marcn in one division v. a guard and take
possession at 8 a. m., to-mo- r: .v. As soon as paroles
can be made out and signed by officers and men, you
wili be allowed to marcb out of our lines, the officers
taking with them their regimental clothin?, and staff,
field and cavalry officers one torse each. The rank and
file will be allowed all tbeir clothing, but no other prop-
erty. If these conditions as e accepted, auy amount of
rations ycu maydeem necessary can be taken from the
stores you now have, aud iris 0 the necessary cooking
utensils for preparing them. Thirty wagons, also, with
two horses or mule teams, you will be allowed, to trans-
port such articles as cannot be carried along. The
same conditions will be allowed to all the sick and
wounded officers and privates as fast as they became
able to travel. The paroles for these latter must be
signed, however, while officers are present authorized to
sigQ the roll of prisoners.

In
the main, your ttrmsare accepted, but in justice both
to the honor and spirit of my troops, as "manifested in
the defence of Vicksburg, I have tha honor to submit
the following cmecdments, which, if acceded to by you,
will perfect the arrangement between us at ten o'clock

I propose to vacate the works in aud
around Vicksburg, and to surrender the command by
marching out with my colors and arm3, and stacking
them in trout cf my present lines, after which you will
take possession ; officers to retain their side areas.
Personal property and the rights and property of citi-

zens to be respected.

To this Grant immediately replied as follows :

General : I have the honor to acknowledge your
communication of the 3d of July. The amendments
proposed by jou cannot be acceded to in full. It will
bo necessary to furnish every officer and man with a
parole signed by himself, which, with the completion of
the rolli of the prisoners, will necessarily take some
time. Again, I can make no stijmlaiion with regard
to the treatment ot citizsus and the, private property.
While 1 do uot propose to cau3e any of them any un-

due annoyance or I033, 1 cannot consent to leave myself
under restraint by stipulation? 'I he property which of-

ficers can be allowed to take with them will be as sta-
ted in the proposition of last evening. Officers will be
ellowed their private baggage aud side arms, and
mounted cfficeis one horse tech. It you mean by your
proposition lor each brigade to march to ti e front of
the lines tow occupied by it, and stack their arms at
10 o'clock, A. M., and thoi return to the inside and re-

main as prisoners uutil properly paroled, I will make
no objection to it.

Should no notification b3 made of yjur acceptance of
my terms by 0 o'clcck, a. m , I shall regard them as
haviDg been rejected, end act accordingly. Should
thee terms be accepted, white flags will be displayed
alorjg my liues to j revent such of my troops as miy
not have been notified from firing upon your men.

11th July, 1863. )

General Order, No. 7C.
After long and trjing marches, endured wjth the for-

titude; that fias ever-- cbaracterizeJ the soldier of the
Army of Nortnern Virginia, you have penetrated the
country cf oar enemies, aud recalled to the defence of
ther own soil, those who weie engaged in the invasion
ot ours.

You huve fought a fie-e- e and sanguinary battle,
which if not attended with the sucetss that has hither-
to crowned your efforts, was marked by the same heroic
spirit that Las commanded the respect of your enemies,
the gratitude of your country and the admiration cf
mankind.

Once more ycu are called upiu to meet the army
from which you have won ou so many fields a name that
will never die.

Once, more the eyes of your countrymen are turned
upon you, and again do wives and sisters, fathers, moth-
ers, and helpless children lean for defence on your strong
arms acd brave hear is.

Let every soldier remember that on his courage and
fidelity depends all that makes life worth having the
freedom of his country, the honor of his people, and the
security of his home. Let each heart grow strong in the
remembrance of our glorious past, and in the thought
of the inestimable blessings for which we contend ; and
invoking the assistance ot th tt Divine Power which
has so signally blessed our former efforts, let us go forth
in confidence to secure the peace and safety of our
country.

Soldiers ! your enemy is before you ; win from him
honors worthy of your righteous cause worthy of your
comrades dead on eo many illustrious fields.

From Morris' Island. The Yankee fl:et inside the
bar Friday mornirg, was composed of the frigate Iron-

sides, five Mooitors and 19 other vessels.
The bombardment was renewed very early Friday

morning, and the firing very heavy, until the arrival,
shortly before 10 A. M., of the flag of truce mentioned
elsewhere. In the evening hostilitiea were again re-

sumed, and firiog maintained until a late hour. Oar
casualties through the day are officially reported two
killed and eight wouoded.

The following are the casualties in Capt. John H.
Gary's Company, Lucas' Battalion ot Artillery, in the
fight at Morris' Island, July 20th :

Wounded -- Serg't 8 A Tyne, hip, mortal; Privates El-

bert Peterson, right arm amputated ; Geo Kelly, leg and
abdomen; B D Elliott, Btonued and coocosaioo ; and sever-
al others, very fcligbily.

Both men and officers maintained tbeir position gal-

lantly, and were lrtqaently covered with sand by tbe
enemy's guns. The Monitors and Ironsides were struck
again and again, by Capt. Gary's batteries, under Lt.
G. Richardson and Lt. W. G. Ogier , all under the im-

mediate command of Capt Gary. Tbe Ironsides was
compelled to retire from the effects of the shots from the
10 iucU Oolumbiad.

AN ACT TO REPEAL CERTAIN CLAUSES OP AN ACT
ENTITLED AN ACT TO EXKMPT CERTAIN PER-BOS- S

PROM MILITARY SERVICE, ETC., APPROVED
11TH OCTOBER, Wl.
'l. 27ie Congress cf the Confederate Slates of America
enact, That so mucn of the act approved October 11th,

1862, as exempts from military service, 'one person, either
agent, owner or overseer, on each plantation on which

one white persoa is required to be kept by tbe laws or
ordinances of any State, and on which there is no white
male adult not liable to military service, and in btatos hav-
ing no fcuch law, one person, as agent, owner or overseer
on each plantation of twenty negroes, and on which there

no white male adult not liab e to military service,' aud
also the following clause of eaid act, to wit : 'and, further-
more, for additional police for every twenty negroes, on two

more plantations, within five miles of each otner, and each
having less than twenty negroes, and on which there Is no
white male adult not liable to military duty, one person,
being the oldest ot the owners or overseer ou such planta-
tions,' be and are hereby repealed.

'I. For the police and management of Blaves there Bhall
be exempted one person on each farm or plantation, the
sole property ot a minor, a person of unsound mind, a feme
sole, or a person absent from home io tne military or naval
Bervice of the Conlederacy, on which there are twonty or
mores.'aves: provided the person so exempted was cm-ploy-

and acting as an overseer previous to the 16th of

In this
country the letders f the anti-slaver- y movement be-
longed to a puity which" was equally earr,est io their la-

bors for the revival of religion ; at.d though it would
be d fficult to truce any relation between tbe peculiar
form of their Christian faith and tbeir z al in tbe cause
of abolition, it has become a part of the creed of their
countrymen that abolitionissi and evangelical Christi-
anity are in some way or other, if not identical, at least
intimate and insepaiable articles of faith. In America
this is not the case. The cause of abolition has been
chit fly espoused by the same class of persons who have
espoused with equal earnestness heresies of a kind un-

paralleled since the decay of those extravagant mixtures
ot Christianity and heathenism which perplexed the ear
lie8t 8ge of the church.

Tbe leading preachers of tbe emancipation have been
in some cases Sociniana and Universalists, but for tbe
most part open and avowed unbelievers. Their fol-

lowers have been recruited among the votaries of
Shakerism, Communism, Woman's rights, and Free
Love, who are rife among the mongrel population of
Northern States ; and abolitionism was, until lately,
regarded by sober Christians in America, as one among
the many forms ol rebellion against Divifle revelation
and social order which has spruug from the unbridled
license of a wild and lawless democracy. There it has
been as closely identified with unbelief, as here with
belf of a strict and peculiar form ; and for a Wilber-forc- e

and a Buxton its champions have been a Garri-bo- o

aud Theodore Parker. This is one point on which
Yankee ingenuity has deceived the credulity and mis-
led the sympathies of religious but unfortunate English-
men. Another delusion, still more prevalent, has been,
that the North was, and the South wag not, a re-- .

ligious country ; that piety and virtu : were to be
sought for in tbe camp of Butler, and Blenker, and
Joe Hooker, rather than that of Lee or Stonewall J ack-ao- n.

Tbe truth ia exactly the reverse of this. There
bis, perhaps, been less in tne ooutn ot trat narrow,
Pharisaic, intolerant Puritanism which distinguished
the founders of Massachusetts, and is not vet extinct in
New England ; but tbe Southerners have been always
an earnest and devoted Cbristiop people, among whom
the loathsome doctrines preaefhed so treely and so widely

accepted in the North have never found favor; by
whom Mormonism and Free Love have been scouted
with iudignation and disgust : and among whom no man
who valued his- - peace and sociti position would
dare to treat with irreverence the ordinances or
tbe ministers of religion. Even that institution
wuicn mofii provoKes tne indignation ot re
ligious Englishmen, has never beea defended in the
South save on Christian grounds, and it has been left
for the Abolitionists to prostitute the authority ot reve-

lation to their peculiar doctrine, and to cry out for "an
an ti slavery church, an anti-slave- ry Bible, and un anti- -

slavery God. No similar blasphemy would have
found toleration from any Southern audience. It is
not the countrymen of Garrison and Channing, but
those of Stonewall Jackson and George Washington,
who have the slightest claim on our feelings of Chris
tian svmpathy and Christian brotherhood. As the
Southern clergy justly remind us, their cUiin has been
only for their own freedom; their demand has bien but
the legitimate and truly Christian one, that they should
ba allowed amicably to part from associates with whom
it-- was no longer possible to live in amity under a com-
mon government. Tdey bava not risen in rebellion
against a sovereign claiming rule over them by any title
whatever; they have merely t xpiessed their determination
to sever a bond which, instead of uniiticg in friendship
States of kindred blood and common feeling, had be-

come to them a hateful aud intolerable yose. They
asked only, as tbe Israelites atked of old, that they
should ba allowed to "depart in peace;" they strove to
the last to secure this end ; they ofl'drod teimj to which
no fair exception ccu!d be taken ; aud they drew tbe
sword only when the enemy had already launched an
armed force against one of their chief cities, not les3 in
violation of law than of bisow plighted faith. Three
of the States now included in the Confederacy only
withdrew when Presideut Lincoln demanded tbeir as-

sistance for the subjugation of their brethren when
peace was no loDger possible, arjd their only choice lay
oetween a war ot conquest and and a war of indepen-
dence. Not tie Scum, but the North, in despite of
every effort to avert a collision, insisted ou war, and
invoked oa their own heads tbe condemnation of a re-

ligion which declares that 4,thty who take the sword
shall perish by the sword."

And for many montL3 past the avowed cb-j-.- ct

and only hope of the invaders had been one so hor-

rible that no other people would huve dared to utter it
in words. 'They have calculated tha available popula-
tion ot the South of military age ; they have estimated
the Southern loss in tbe uuineroua victories whicii have
crowned the arms ol a peopie fighting for their c uatry,
their ultars and their homes ; aud they hav declared
that in process of time this loss must exhaust the light-
ing element ot the South that the flower of her people,
the men between eighteen and lcrty-fiv- e years of age,
must in time be externrnated ; aul that it is tJ itus
result, to be purchased by a still largi-- r eucrifice
of li e, which it is affirmed that the North can
afford, that they look for the final termination of

tbe war and the restoration oi tbe U oion : is
this a hope ot which auy Christian people can bear
without shuddering and incredulous disgust ? Is a war
of which this ia the avowed end, one which Christian
Powers can allow to go ou uninterruptec? Is not tbe
mere avowal of such a purpose buch an expectation
a crime which nut merely Justifies, but demands, the
inteiference ot the civilized "worla? The deliberate ex-

termination of a whole generation ig its oaly means by
which the North hopes to effect the object ; and it is
expected that we shall sit still. We do not eo estimate
the policy of England toward a kindred natioo, or her
duty as a Christian Power to tbe sufferers aud to man-
kind. And it she should sit still and permit this hor-

rible tragedy to be plajed out, let it end as it may, how
can we help iearing that tbe blood which has been and
will jf-- t be shed will be required, not only at the bands
of t hose who shed it, but also at the hands of those
whoe tolerance and passive encouragement renders
p . Sjioie this gigautic scheme for tbe murder of a whole
people ?

I lie French - Tobacco In lilrlimoiid Tlte Firmness
, f Secretary Welled.

The Washington cowespondent of the New York
Tribune is writing up Secretary Welles, who is rather
in a bad order just now with the New York merchants
on account of his inability to catch tbe Florida and the
Alabama. He shows that however imbecile that offi-

cer may be on the sea, be ia very good ashore, and
even succeeds in laying out Seward now and then. The
letter says :

The country will not know iu how many instances
its honor has been sealed from unnecessary concessions
to foreign Powers by the firmness of Secretary Welles,
until the history ot the war shall hava been written
from official records. In at least two of these' instances
Mr. Welles has been more successful in combatting the
views of the'State Department than be was in the Pe-terho- ff

case.
The French Minister, the burden of many of whcee

despatches, as the Yellow Book shows, concerned the
tobacco owned by the French Government and stored
at Richmond, requested permission to ship it on beard
vessels to sail directly from the capital ; the blockade
to be raised at that point for the purpose.

Secretary Seward was willing to grant the favor
asked, but was obliged to refer the case to Secretary
Welles, whose answer was to the effect that the United
States had opened the ports of Virginia and North
Carclina, from which the French Government could
export its tobacco it it desired, and that tbe United
States would not agree to interfere with its transit to
Alexandria or Beaufort for the purpose of shipment to
France. He added that it was asking too much of our
Government to require it to raise a blockade when
nothiDg bnt the obstinacy of the rebels prevented tbe
shipment of tobacco. To this reply M. Mercier had no
reply to make. To the Spanish Minister Secretary
Seward was willing to make a concession, which Sec-
retary Welles steadily refused.

my's largest vessels April 22d, within Bixty miles ol
each other, but up to May 13th have not met. Begards
io Mr. Hale, and ask him please to mention, (as it may
quiet much anxiety,) that up to this date all are well is

on both, vessels. v--

" I cannot write what my plans are the duty is or
very teriible upon oue's mental and physical ability ;

but i am doing all in my power lor the benefit of the
Confederacy. Dare not write more. I embrace you
all, my dear children.
