The Chairman expleioed the object of the meeting io be

the defence of the county so far aa in gur power lay. The
appointmsnt of patrolls aad picketa and’ the expression of
the opinion of our county-mes with regard to the tone of
some of the pub’ic journals of the State.
« On motion of Thomus H. Hclm=s a Commiitee of five waa
appeointed by the Cbairman to draft resolutiona for the ac-
tion of the meeting., The Chairman appointed the follow-
ing persons, viz: Thomas H. Holmes, William Kirby,
Thomas Ashiord, Matthew J. Faison and Hardy Herring.

A committee was appointed to wait on Hardy L. Holmes,
Esq., and request him to address the meeting. The com-
pliance of Mr. Holmes was greeted with hearty cheers, and
with an euthusiasm becomiag the occasion did he peur
forth an inovective agairst those whosa doubts and fears
cause themy to give a Juke-warm or doubtful support to the
Government while engaged in this terrible suunggle.

The mannper and matter of his eddress was such as to en
courayxe ke faint-hearted, cheer on the couragecus, quiet
the tears of the doubting, scarrify the back-sliding, fiight-
en the peace men and infuse & donble ehare ¢f patriotism
into the minds and hearts of his heareis.

Eesolved, That the Colonel of Duplin connty be requested
to forward any information he may receive of any intended
raid, or of th presence of the enemy in his connty, and ar-
point a rendesvouz for the forces of the two couaties, and
that the Colonels of the adjoining counties be requested to
act in coneert with us.

_ AccounTs—Upen book accoants ere t8 be taxed eccord-
":f to their true value cn 1st July, that valee to be ascer-
tained by the Assessor in the best manrer practicable, no-
der the circumstances of each case, by the cath of the lax-
payer and any other available evidence.

2 §SESSORS mAy be recommerded, bat cannot be appoint-
ed by District Collectors, as the power to fppoint such is
cornfined to Btate Collectars,

ARTIC1ES taxed by Kec. 1st —If any of the articies taxed
by Eec. 1st of the Tax Act are sold by any pe-son or firm
wnose business is required to bs regisiered by Ffec.é'h,
the proceeds of such sales wiil be gubjset to the same tax
as that imposei upon the ea'es of other articles by the
same establishment. That is, the payment of the ad valo-
reém tax of 8 per cant. upon such articles, does not exempt
the proceeds of their sale alterwards from the tex of 2§
per cent. under Sec. 5.

The Act does not tax the estimated
rent of lancs not celtivated, or dwellinge or vther buildiongs
pot in the city, town or village.

Earirc Housgs.—If a steward’s hall, or boardiog house,
for pupils of a scheol, belongs to an-l inures to the sole ns¢
and profit of the school, it forms a part of the income of
the school, and i3 not taxable 8s an eating hcuse. Ii the
principal of a school, not beiog the proprietor, butreceiv-
ing & stated salary, keeps a'boarding house for pupils on
his own acconnt, 8ix or more boardieg with him, then heg
ia deecmed to be the keeper of an eatiug house, end taxed
according to the class ot the house, to be determined by
ths amount of estimated or actual annual rent.

GaMBLING Hcevees.—The income and prefita of gamhbling
houses not being exempted by the Act, are subj2ct to the
tax. This does not legalize or license gambling. Ifa tax-
payer hoids, on the first of Julya sum of morey, he is
bound to return the amoust, and pay thereon a tax of one
per cent. The law does not irquire how he ccme to pos-
sess it—whether by lawful or untawful practices. He ma
have stolen it, yet rthe receipt by the Government of a tax
thereon would not legalize the theit.

IngoME.— Persons returning income, should return in-
come and profits cerived from every investment of labor,
skiill, property or money, and the income and prcfits de-
rived from any source whatever cxcepisalaries, The in-
terest on Contederate bonds is an 'income derived from the
investment of money and therefore is taxable. 8o is the
interest on interest bearing Treasury notes. Ircome from
ALL sources, with the exceptions epecified in the tax act,
ghould be returned to the assessor. When a joint stcck
company or corporation reserves the portion of their an-
nnal earnings set apart 8 dividend sand reserved faand, end
paya the same to the cclléctor, as required by article 6 sec.
&,Tax Act, then the dividend payed to the stockholder sheil
not be estimated as & part of his income for the purpose
of taxation. Interest bearicg Treasury notes bei:g cur-
rency are taxed one per cent by sec. 1, excladirg the in-
terest which is taxed as income.

Income and monies of schools, colleges, &c., are ex-
empt ; if the teacher is proprietor, the income and monies
derived by him from the school ere exempt; but if he is
not the proprietor, bot employed if above §1.000 per an-
num.

Liqrors sold by commiscion merchants for others pay
the esme tax as other goods. But regular wholesale or re-
tail dealers are prehibited from selling lignors, under their
registration ss such, if they sell Jiquors, will have to do =0
urder separate regis'ry, paying the tax of five or ten per

M ANUFACTURERS of padlery, Larness, &c., pnd dealers in
game, sclling artillery harness to the Government, decided
to be wholcsale dealers, and liable to registry end tax as
sach. ’

Manufacturers of all goods, wares. and merckandiza,
whether foreign or domestic marufacture, are Jiable to &
tex of 24 per cenlum on their sales. Therefore, nails can-
dles, cotton aud woolen goods, ectton yarps. floor, shoes,
boots, hats, cloth ng and other srticies of domestic manu-
faciure nre subject to the tax, whether sold by tbe manu
facturers themselves or their ageats. :

Manufacturers of fireerms for the Government, who sell
to it uncer coniract, are deemed wholesale merchants or
dealers nuder the act, and taxed accorciogly. The income
derived from the manufacturing business is aiso taxed by
sec. 3, Tax Act.

MercHANTS' CoMaissioN.—Par. 13, sac. 5, Tax Act, only
excmpts the sales of agri ultaral prodacts, whea sold by
commission merchants for the products themwelves. The
sales of negrues, whetber sold for the persors who have
rawed them, or others, are not eqempt. 1

NAVAL cTOREs, 8alt, wines, aud all the aother articles en-

EToCKS and money credits sold by suctioneers are liable
to a tex ol one fourth of one per centum ¢n grogs amount
of sales. Ko tex upon sales cf such stocks, &c., when dis-
poeed of at private sale.

~UGARS impressed in the hends of commissior merchants,
and the price thereot ixed by commissiouers under the im-
pressment laws, are liabie to a tax of 2§ per centum on the
szles thereof to the Government—such sales, thoogh under
impresemen:, being legal raies to the Government. Where
sugars or other property is siezed by the GoJermrcnt, the
sale ia not effected until the price thereof is fixed by the
appraisers, aud paid.

Tceacco.—All tobacco, manufaciured or unmanufactar-
ed, grown prior to the year 1863 is taxed 8 per contum, by
Hec. let Tax Act.
