Fort Sumter was battered to pieces, and must Eurreo-d6- r

withot Jelay ; and tbe public-hear- t has been made
sick with deferred hope until now it has leaned to be-
lieve any predictions of,, the capture or demolition o
Charleston. '

'Fort Snmten weill venture to. say,rwiil not be taken
by the present line of approach and mole of operation.
And what nrlitary object is to be gained by its capr
ture ? We already perfectly command the entrance to
the harbor, so that blockade running has entire c?asei ;
we would command it no better were SumtPr in cur
possession. Nor, if captured.' would it ba Dracncable
to put there the heavy guns that would be needed to op-
erate upon Charleston; for tbey could not well be trans
ported to tne ruin and mounted, under the fire of the
numerous rebel batteries" that line Sullivan's Island and
Fort Johnsorr. Even if guns were successfully placed
in positi -- n, we would be but five hundred yards nigher
me city inaa now: snd Parrott rifles threw into it with
perfect ease from Cummings' Point, where they are al-lea-

established. Nor does it seem that Sumter can
be so easily taken as some have thought. Not only are
Fojt Johnson and the works on Sullivan's Island arm
ed with very heavy batteries, but the shores of the city
aod even its wharves are mounted with the heaviest
guns in possesion of the Confederates. Against-thes- c

the army has. no power whatever to act. Oae assault
has already been made upon, the ruin with veiv unsatis
factory resalts the whole party feil into a decided trap,
and any other would probably share the same fate. Al-
though harnalefs for the offence, it still ha3 resistive
power f a strong character. The lower tier of case
mates canaot be destroyed ; for the rubbish of the up-
per tiers of the, work have so covered them that even
tbe heaviest shtil have no power to penetrate to them
A lew men, comparatively, can still so shelter tbem--

Eelves that no assaulting party can find cover from their
dep.dly because close fire, and artillerv addded to this,
would make tbe ruins of Simter but little safer than the
cra er of a volcano. Saccesa in aa assault is therefore
very doubtful, and it would be folly to run the exceed
ing risk of a tailure when success can give no decided
military advantage. We may chafe and fret because
our flag is not hoisted over those batttered walls: bnt
disaster could annoy and damage us more, and assured
ly the dictates of public opinion and feeling should not
be followed when likely to lead to grief.

j be lurther progress of operations in the harbor is
now, as before, a question for. the monitors. It was in
tended that they should pass these batteries if they
have not done so, certainly no fault can be found with
Gen. Gilimore for the failure. And we do not believe
that the monitors will undertake the task. The delays
that have ensued since Sumter was deprived of its teeth
seem to indicate that the future eie3 no promise of
better fruition than the past. Let it be repeated we
doubt whether the monitors wili attempt to run the
gauntlet into Charleston harbor. All they can accorn- -

jlish will be to barn Charleston ; they canaot destroy
the batteries that def ?nd it, bat they can barn the city

and Gen. Gilimore can certainly do that from Cum
ming's Point, without exposiog our iron-clad- s to the
prospect of loss. Ia fact, the blockade of Charleston
harbor being perfect, any other game is not worth the
powder, and tue public may aa well cease to expect
any news of any euck success as it has been been led
to hope for.

And why should Charleston be burned ? What mili-tor- y

advantage would we gain by burning that abomi-
nable rebel city ? Unless we can take possession of th
ground on which it stands, we achieve or acquire noth-
ing by its destruction. For assuredly in no case could
we be gudty of any 'such atrocity as that recently per-
petrated by tbe English against the unprotected Ja-
panese city of Kagozima where, merely to glut a wild
and savage Iu3t for vengeance, they suddenly opened
their jartillery npoc, and battered or burned to the
groucd, a city of 150,000 inhabitants. Charleston is
now probably about deserted of its population, aad,
were a bombardment necessary, it would result in a
very limited loss of life ; but even as regards property,
we shall to the end carry on this war with a forbear-
ance and magnanimity unparallelled in the annals of
the world's wars.

When the batteries that surround it ara destroyed,
then Charleston will be surrendered ; but to expect that
the harbor and all the stroag works around it, and tbe
command of the indispensable railroads that eeatre at
Charleston, will be given up to save the city, or will be
yielded less readily after its destruction, is an idle: and
unfounded expectation. When a part of the great
military advantage now held by the Confederates shall
have been won by and transferred to us, then the satety
of Charleston may be battered for the remainder. Un-
til thea let via wait patiently, particularly as there is no
reasonable prospect of our impatience hastening the end
for which we have so long and so vainly looked.

1. That Congress forthwith authorize a loan cf
in six per cent, boads, the principal pay-

able in twenty years, the interest semi-annual- ly ; to be
extended hereafter, from lime to time, so as to consoli-dat- e

Th SiS of Charleston A XorUicm Vitw jT Slie
. Pxospcf.

The following, from the Philadelphia Inquirer, shows
how the delay in the siege of Charleston is regarded by
the enemy, and indicates the disappointment, settling
into hopejeeBuess, which their failure to tak? the city
has naturally prodaced :

AFFAIHS NEAR CHARLESTON.

By the arrival of the Fukon we have Charleston
dates to the 20th. While nothing decisive hr.a beeu
accomplished by cur forces ia that locality, several
events have tianspired daring the past week of more
than ordinary interest. Charleston has been shelled for
the third time by Gillmore's guns at Cumming's.Point.
Oa the morning of the 17th instant, twenty-on- e per-
cussion shells were fired at the city, nineteen of which
fell in the most populous part of the town. The dam
age prodaced by this bombardment is unknown, though
the Charleston papers Lave sine? reported it e3 not ma-
terial. It is Sjid at Morris Island that Gilimore iu-ten-

to continue this bombardment from day to day,
and by this mean?, if possible, destroy the city, nalfes
the rebels conclude to surrender.

Thi3 method of destroying the city, however, will be
a very tedious if not impracticable one, b:th because of
the distance cf Charleston from Cumniirjgs' Point, and
the constant liability of guns to bunt at so great an
elevation as is required to reach the city. If the Greek
fire Bhclls had only proved themselves a3 effective cs was
hoped, the destruction of Charleston by fire wou'i long
since have been accomplished. But we hear no mere ot
(J reek fire. Its reputation, if not ma'crial, ha3 proved
itself extinguish'.: Lie. The shells now thrown into
Charleston are the ordinary percussion shell, raid the
damage inflicud by such a bomburdment can best be
judged by considering the siege of Vickabarg, which,
notwithstarding the thousands of shells thrown into it
by our land and naval forces, was neither forced ta a
surrender by such bembardment nor totally destroyed.

Therefore, as affairs now stand at Charleston, we be-

lieve that the capture or re duction of that city depends
upon a nearer approach either cf car land or naval
forces. Ilow the land forces can at present advance
any nearer to the city is a matter of great doubt. Gill-mor- e

must hold Morris Island, as it is the key to the
harbor, ond absolutely essential to any further success
in that vicinity. He must also keep possession ot Fol-
ly Islard, which is, as it were, his b::S3 of op rations ;

and also the adjacent islands Lon Ishud, Coles',
Kiawha, Seobiook, Black and Kdisto which immedi
ately threaten it. That Giilmore ha3 force enough to
retain these positions is not doubted, but that he can,
in addition to this, make an overland demonstration
against Charleston, no ons acquainted at all with thy
configuration of the country, aad the resources of Beau-
regard with which to repel such an advance, can for a
moment believe.

Gilimore has done all that is reasonable for us to ex-

pect of him with Lis present force. lie has not only
destroyed Sumter and shelled Charleston, but he has
accomplished that which is even a greater irjury to the
South, namely : the perfect blockade of the harbor.
lie is also ready at any time to e with any de
Eionstratiocs by Dahlgren agaiust either the obstruc-
tions in the channel or any of the fortifications in the
harbor.

"While, therefore, it is a pleasing variation of the
monotony into which the siege has relapsed, to bear
that Gilimore has again shelled Charleston, still it is
upon Dablgrea that all future success in that locality
must rest. Fcr the past month he has been recovering
bia health, ard we rejoice as muca now io bear that we
have our Admiral in good health as we lamented be-

fore because our Admiral wes sick.
Now that Dahlgrea's health is excellent, we naturally

expect that an attempt at feast will be maie by him to
force his way into the harbcr of Charleston ; or, at
least, let him proceed far enough to fiod out what kind
of obstructions are in the channel, or whether4 there are
any at all. Time ia not more precious anywhere to cur
success than at Charleston harbor. The rebels have been
constantly erecting batteries under the very guns cf
Dahlgren's fleet. Last week, in the night time, they
opened with a new battery of seven guna on Sullivan's
Island, and shelled Giilmore'a batteries on Cumming's
Point most furiously. It is supposed that the rebels
expected an assault would be made upon Sumter. Ac-
cordingly, they kept up a furious cannonade upon Giil-
more'a batteries, while they landed a heavy f&rce in the
ruins of the fort.

The same night, alsc, the" Monitor Lehigh ran
aground near Sullivan's Island, end being unable to
get off, she waa exposed to .a heavy fire fa the morn-
ing from the rebel batteries. Through the bravery,
however, of a boat's crew from the Nahatrt, ehe was
fiaally extricated from her danger, and has since "gone
to Port Koyal for repairs." IQ Iact, going to Port

No passports or pa-
pers of any kind are required in order to travel the
river ; but any intimation that you are from the " land
of cotton, persimmon seed, and eandy bottom," will in
sure a cartful watch of your proceedings by some of the
innumerable detective force.

Fort Pillow, I observed, in comirg up, was com-
pletely dismantled, aad but little remains to recall the'
tormidiable fortress which once forbade the navigation
of the Mississippi. A regiment or so of cavalry are
eiuartered somewhere in the vicinity for. the purpose ot
keeping gueriila9 from halting the boats at such a fav-
orable point for their operaiens.
