Bat in view of these indications, which plainly point
to a fanatical crusade of numbers, it well becomes the
Congress of the Confederate States to lav aside all

2nd. That all persons who have heretofore moved be-
yond tbe limits of tbe Confederate States, with intent
to deprive said S ates of their military service, shall bej
suDject to the provisions of this act.

3d. That all persons who have heretofore removed
or may hereafter remove wittin tbe military lines 0 the
forces of the United States, within tbe boundaries of
the Confederate States, with intent to diprive the said
States of their military services, shall be subket to all
tne provisions of this act.

4th. That all salts or transfers of any property,
whether real, personal or mixed, aade after the passage
of this act by persons so removing beyond the limits of
me States, or withio tbe lines of the forces
tftbe United States, as aforesaid, are hereby declared
fraudu'ent and void.

Mb. That all officers and agents engaged in the exe-
cution of the acts known as tbe acts of sequestration
ar.d confiscation, and all other laws involving a forfeit-
ure and disposal of the property of alien enemies, are
hereby required promptly and efficiently to urge the en-fcr- c:

meet cf said enactments against tbe property of all
persons included within tbe provisiois of this act.

6th. That this act, immediately alter rs Dassaee.
shall be pnblisbed tbiee times in at hast two newspa
pers in each of the Confederate States.

Preposition to Amend tbe feubatiiate Lhw,
In tbe Cen federate Congress Friday, the Hon. W.

N. H. Smith, of Noitb Carolina, introduced a bill to
amend the act to put an end to tbe exemption from
military Bervice of those who bave heretofore furnished
substitutes, approved January 5th, 1863 :

The bill propose 3 that the act shall not apply to pro-
ducers who, on and previous to the 1st ot January,
1864, were engaged, either by their own manual labor,
or superintending the labor of others, in raisiDg food
for the subsistence ol man.

Mr. Smith took the ground tbat it was ur just to im-

pair the subsistence of the country, and the means of
feeding the army and these who may be left at home.
Ii it was intended to bnak up entire farms by the con-
scription ot those engaged in their culiure, the act re-

cently passed would work incalculable mischief. If we
were cot able now to subsist tbe army without resort-
ing to impies-mcn- t, it would be making too heavy a
draft upon the agricultural kbor of the country. He
cited the instance ot a man who had parted wi h his
hocse and land to raise money to procure a substitute
that he might remain at home and tuke care cf his chil-
dren. That man wts now liable to conscription. His
object was to ameliorate and soften the operation of the
law, and at the same time protect the agricultural in
terests ot the country.

The bill was referred to the Committee oa Military
ASiirs.

skws from arkansas ami) missouri.
Clabkstiulk, Texas, Nov. 12, 1863.

Editor Telegraph Having jast returned from the
Arkansas river, I have conc'uded to drop you a few
lines which may be interesting both to yourself and
readers of your inestimable paper ; as I am awate that
you have but little information of what is going on ia
the northwest.

Gen. Shelby has just come out of Missouri, having
been up there on a raid. He says in going up he met
with no resistance. Though he had but twelve hun-
dred men, (detachments from Marmaduke's cavalry,) he
captured every town that lay upon his route from the
Arkansas line to Booneville, on the Missouri river,
which place he entered without resistance as the Feds
who were holding pest there, on hearing of his ap-

proach, fled across the river.
He then proceeded from there up the river to Arrow

Rock, and thence to Marshall, county seat of Saline
county, where be fought a most desperate battle, being
entirely surrounded by ten times bis own numbers.
Shelby divided his men into two divisioas taking com-man- d

of one himself, and Hunter the other, and cut
their way out. The fight lasted seven hours. The en-

emy is said to have lost in killed as many as Shelby had
men. Oar loss is small. From Marshall, Shelby star-
ted for Arkansas, and by the most desperate fighting
only did tbey sacceed in getting south of the Arkansas
river. His m n look hearty. All came out complete-
ly rigged in Federal uniform, and a: med to the teeth,
end superbly mounted.

There are said to be from eight to ten thousand guer-
rillas along the line of Arkansas and Missouri, who in-

tend to come - South to winter. The most conspicuous
among them is the young dare-devi- l guerrilla chieftain,
Will Campbell, of lexas. He has but a small compa-
ny of men, not over forty, but they are true and brave,
all Missourians, the heroes Of Grand Gulf, Port Hudson
and Vicksburg. For dire-dev- il bravery, fox-lik- e cun-
ning, or unerrinsr strategy, he cannot be excelled by
Nora, McCarly, Qjantrellor John Morgan. Since he
has been in Missouri he bas been a source of great an-

noyance to the Federals, fighting them upon every oc-

casion, frequently drawing them into ambuscade, and
slaughtering them by wholesale. Upon several occa-
sions he has attacked large encampments by night,
causing great panic among them, and killing a great
many.

Tbe Federals along the Arkansas river are holding
several posts, and are treating Southern citizens most
inhumanely. At Fort Smith they have about 3,000
men, one-thir- d ol whom are negroes. 1'hey bave about
one thousand at Van Buren. They also hold post at
Ozark and Dardanelle. The troops holding the latter
place are those who have deserted our army, and are
commmanded by the notorious Bill Hevicgtoo, better
known as Wild Bill. Wben I was on tbe Arkansas
river, Steele's Division was at Scullyville, Choctaw
Nation, fifteen miles from Fort Smith, and it was
thought tbey intended to attack it, but since I have got
back to Clarksville I have beard that Steele had got
back to his command from Shreveport with six pieces ot
artillery, and instead of attacking Fort Smith, bad lal
len back to Doakviile, C. N. Qiautrell and his men
bave already come out from Missouri, and are at Bon-ha- m.

Quantreli has turned over to tbe Confederacy
all but eighty of his mea. Those he turned over are
very mucn down on him for it, and swear tbey will go
back tc Missouri in tbe spring and guerrilla fight tbe
Federals. Clarksville has been made a military post.
Martial law reigas over the city. Oue company of
militia is to be kept quartered here.

an as themselves; wolves in sheep's
clothing, pretending to be preacneis of the Gospel oi
peace, whose sole mission has been to marry Southern
fortunes, sell the slave property of their victims, return
North, make investment of the " price of blood," and
then lecture on the stn of slavery; herpies and cormor-
ants of every hue and description, lrom foundeis of
lyecums and astronomical lecturers to mermaid exhibi
tors and corn doctors.

Governors of States, elected to
oppose this despotism, quail under the workings of the
ceutra! power ; trial by jury, the writ of habe is corpus,
and ali other safeguards of liberty, yieid before the
iron will ot the despot, in opposition to which the bul-
warks of the constitution are but as pillars of sand.
Encumbered with a load of debt beyond their ability
ever to pay, the Northern people present to the world,
ihis day, the spectacle ot a nation bankrupt in charac-
ter, in statesmanship, and every other resource which
made tbe late United States a great and powerful na-
tion.

gained. With almost the entire resources ot tbe Old
Union to back us, we have the means of paying all our
debts and conducting this war to a successful issue.

Free Ircm Northern domination, we shall
be left to cultivate tha arts and sconces, to foster our
vast resources, commercial and manufacturing, in the
midst of a contemsd and happy people, 'and In a land
as beautiful as ever the sun shone on. Unpoduted by
the leprcus tcuch end the pbar.saical teachings ot
Northern fanatics and dtmans, we shall be enabled to
uqueath to our children a heritage of freedom-fro- the
accursed Yankee yoke. That these are not idle specu
lations, time ia now proving, and history will record.

two successive years of 1862 and 1863." These
acbievenunts bave " especially endeared him to the
hearts cf t is countrymen, ar.d imposed on Congress tbe
grateful duty cf giving expression to their feelings"
for " tbe great and signal victories they have won over
the vast hosts of the enemy, aDd for the inestimable
service they have rendered in defence of tbe liberty and
independence of our country."

'I hes2 tre tbe complimentary thanks, the tribute of
admiration and gratitude from friends ; richly deserved,
they Lave been generously paid. But a compliment
mere significant, and conveying even a higher apprecia-
tion ot the gallantry and prowess of this army, baa been
paid in tbe proceedings of the United States Senate,
than even tbe resolutions of the Confederate Congress.

This
movement completely commanded Saluria Bayou and
the road to. the fort, and the situation of the tort be-

came critical. It was resolved to evacuate and destroy
it.

This movement began at 9 o'clock, and the fort was
blown up at about 11 o'clock. We are sorry to say
that the destruction of stores and munitions wes con-
siderable, as well as of heavy siege guns. Whose tbe
fault for building a fort in such a position, of whose tbe
want of foresight for not providing adequate force to
defend its weak points, we know not ; certainly a large
amount of time, labor and means has been used to little
purpose.

Exchange ot PilonrYIio la responsible fur the
Suspension of I lie Cmtdt

The Washington correspondent of the Chicago Times
has the following views of tbe question of exchange of
prisoners :

A month ago I stated tha real reason, the only sub-
stantial reason which prevented tbe exchange of prisen-ers- ,

and which keeps over 16,000 of cur brave soldiers
languishing in Southern dungeons, without a hope of
release. That reason still exists, and, indeed, with
greater force now than then, for it has now, what it had
not then, tbe official sanction of the President and Sec
retary of War. Both of these functionaries declare tha
policy of the administration, or, as they call it, of " the
Government," ia firmly fixed on the subject of negro
soldiers, namely : that they are to be treated on a per-
fect equality with white men, and that the whole power
of the Government " sht.ll be exerted to secure for
them the same treatment at the hands of tbe enemy
which our white soldiers receive. It is this which pre-
vents the exchange ot prisoners. The administration
were warned, when they began this negro soldier busi-

ness, how it would result ; tbat the Confederates would
never recognize negroes as soldiers, but would, on tbe
other hand, either kill them at once, or else sell them
back into slavery, and would certainly hang any white
man who might be caught leading gangs of slaves to
murder or rob their masters. -

I he administration gave do heed to tke warning, but
persisted in their scheme of ranking a negro equal to a
white man. Thousands of slaves were lured away from
kind masters and comfortable hemes, under the promise
of the protection of the Governmeut. Mr. Lincoln
dow finds himself powerless to affbrd that protection
Bat, mnwillicg to admit this importance, and desirous
of swelling the ranks of bis black recruits, he still blus-
ters in his message about what he is7" bound ia honor"
to do for his runaway negroes ; ard Stanton, in his re-

port, harps on the same thing. It is this silly conduct
cn tbe part vi Lineoln arid Stanton which is at the
bottom ot this cessation of the exchange of prisoners.
General Butler is vain enough to fancy that he can ef
fect an arrangement by which the exchange of prison-
ers can be resumed. Some other Union t fflcei?, whose
antecedents are cot quite so offensive as those ot Butlei,
might be able to tficct that desirable object. Butler
never can. One thiDg, however, is certain ; runaway
slaves, or free negroes from the North, will never be re
cognized as soldiers at tbe South ; an-j- , as long as the
administration persists in its insane attempts to make
negroes the equals ot our brave white soldiers, so long
mast cur unfortunate comrades languish in prison.

In 1807 a year memorable in the history of Amer-
ican policy, as well as tor great deeds of valor in Europe,
Bonaparte determined to dethrone tbe kings of Spain
and Portugal, ami extend his dominion over tbeir ter-
ritory. The two kingdoms were soon overrun by the
French armies, though tbe first victories were with the
Spaniards, as they have been with tbe Confederates.
Lord Wellington, who was mide commander-in-chie- f of
the Spanish and Portuguese forces, with th few En-
glish troops that bad been sent to their assistance,
adopted "tbe Fabien policy." He would fight and fall
back retreat and fortify. When opportunities were
favorable, he would strike an offensive blow. Watch-
ing the chances clcsely, he finally snatched tbe Spanish
Capitol from the handa of the French, and tLen forti-
fied it. But when the French began to concentrate
their forces against him at Madrid, Wellington fell
back to Portugal. Early in the following year, he as-

sumed the offensive, gained the decisive battle of Vic-
toria, and, ere the campaign closed, drova the French
across the Pyreaecs, alter they had occupied Spain
nearly eix years.

But Lyons adds, " tbe Confederates
being in tbe greatest extremities wiil have ppeedily to
propose an armistice. This puts another !acj on the
matter.

Allen Enemies.
In the Confederate Senate on Friday, Mr. Pbelan,

An act declaring persons owing military service fo the

Confederate States, and who seek to avoid such ser-
vice by removing beyond the control and jurisdiction
of said States, alien enemies, and subjecting their
property to confiscation.
1st. The CoDgress of the Confederate States of

America do enact, 1 bat all citizens cf any of tbe States
ot the Confederate States, and all other persons owing
military service to tbe Confederate States who shall
depart beyond the bcucdaries of said States after the
passage of this act, without tbe written permission of
the Piesident first obtained, shall be presumed to have
done so with the intent to deprive the Confederate
States cf the military service so due by them, and ehali
be deemed and held as alien enemies. Said persons so

departing shall be subject in every respect to all bwi

the result of a thousand influences, the action of seme of
which was flit as far back as the settlement of the colo-
nies.

Tbe essentially different character of the elements
which orginally peopled tbe two sections, was, perhaps,
not of itself sufficient to create two nations. Bat in
that difference lay the seed of an ever-widenin- g dissimi-
larity, and gradually, through tbe effect of time, dis-
tance, diversity of soil and climate, opposition of in-

terests and antagonistic traits, habits, sentiments, opin-
ions and institutions, the Yankee and the Southerner
became ultimately as far removed, in every particular,
from each other, as the Englishman is from the French-
man.

It is in these facts that the future philosophic histo-
rian will seek the true causes of secession. Abolition
and tbe tariff were little more than the occasions of that
movement. If thue questions had never arisen, the re-

sult, sooner or later, would have been tbe same. Some
other subjects would have been taken up as the imme-
diate ground of dissension, and tbe two people would
have been parted as completely as they are parted
now.

Io a word, secession was the logical consequence of
all that had gone before the legitimate result ot God's
own divine politioal economy.

Yet it must be confessed that, until this war, tbe
nationality ot the Southern mind was never complete.
In many respects, and in a thousand ways, the South
was dependent upon the North, in relation to which
it occupied an almost provincial position. Where there
is dependence there cannot be perfect individuality. ,1
war was necessary to isolate ua completely, and to d Hie
more sharply the boundaries of our national idiosynera-sy- .

God, in bis goodness, sent it, and we are now a
people to ourselves, while the very rim of our skirts is
free from the contagion of Yankee influence.

This natioeality we should cherish almost as d.arly
as our liberty. The two, indeed, are intimately con-

nected with each other.
It will be one of tbe objects of this journal to en-

courage tbe expression of our peculiar nationality in
all the departments of life, but especially in these of
literature and art. This, doubtless, is possible only to
a certain fxtent. If a national sentiment did not al-

ready exist, it could not be created or cultivated ; ai d,
in geoeral, if it is really genuine, it would find utter-
ance beside and without the will. But we can at heart
discDuntenance all imitation, and bold np before litera-
ry men tbe lact ihit, by writirg from their own im-

pulses, and in utter iodepenndeoce of all foreign modils,
they best sabserre the interests of tbeir country.
