¢ flicers g8 1m the regiments of ooe thowrapd Ther
were aready three full regiments orgar z d eeversl
months previons ss * Lonisiava pative gusids,” and
Gen. Urmar hud already commenced recru:tipg for the
five regimerts known subacque:tly a8 Ulman’s Brigade.
These eight regimen's were made the nucieas of the
new corps and durirg the summer and au'umo of 1863,
through the chanuoels opened by the progress of the
campaign, there were men encogh enlisted to swell the
numbzr of regiments to about twenty five, s-d General
George L. Andrews wss placed in command of the
corps. RBat, unfortunately, it was found tbat the ohy
sical qualifications of (he negroes were not equal to the
hardsbips of drill and fatigue duty, many of tbem hav—
ivg in them the seeds of old aud surely fatal diseases,
brought on by the vicious habits of plantation life, aud
mepy others being as yet young ard ymmature in body,
and matked by bereditary taiots. It is surprisiog to
oue una“qua nted with the subject to coutemplate the
terrible rate of mortality, and to learn bow many have
lung and beart diseases, or are broken down by rheu-
matic afi-ctions, c¢verwork and illusage. Thounsands
died, were discharged for disability, or deserted. The
regiments dwirdled down from five bundred to two han-
dred or three hundred ; recruiting was stopped by an
order from Gen Banpks, which contemplated the reten—
tion of a8 mapy able bodied blacks aa possible on tue
Government plantations ; cofficers began to grow die—
couraged ; resignations became the order of the duy ;
disuppoiotmeut on the pay questions demoraliz2d the
men. All these causes combined to have an uufavora-
ble eflect on the corps.

When the cempeign commenced this season four
regiments were ordered to the field. 1o fill them up to
eix hundred men each, it was pecessary to transfer men
from three or four other regiments, leaving to each
company ia the latter ouly its officers and ten men.—
Then came the aciion of the War Department, chang-
ing the regimental pumhers and desigoations to Uni-
ted States iufantry, artillery, &c., ana requiring &
maximum of one thousand. Very little remains of the
original corps, save in the regiment recoliections of 1ts
past officers and the formidable fortifications its men
bave erected here ince the eurrender of Port Hudson.
(General Andiew has gone North on leave, Gen. Ulli-
man succeding to the command, and a tull aud careful
inepection of all the works and forces last week by Gen.
T. W. Sherman (who lost a leg in the siege of Port
Hudson) has given risa to a rumor of a farther change
of commanders. What the fature of the curps will be
depends now upon the question of expediency ; will the
possible interes's or necessities of our standing army
warrant the enormons expense of organizing and drill-
ing colored troops and bringiug them up to the stan-
dard of white troops? As the resources of the South,
agriculturally, are called ont, the demand tor lahor of
acclimated blacks will increase ; if the available num-
ber is diminished by the reqniraments of a large army
there will be an increased opposition to maiotaloing
black regiments. The qnestion is of immediate and
great importance.

Tc fill up the bleck regiments in this department
alore would require twenty thousand new recruits, and
the relative mortality of white end black troops seems
to indicate that it would be better to l:t the present
black orgaunization die  u*, aud supply their places, il
the necessity cootinmed, from the army of foreigoers
now secki- 7 oar sbores. Besides this rcason there is
another cutering “nto consideration of the subject,
numely the griater cost of maintaining colored troops.
They are undenia iy iule, lszy, unproductive and waste
fol. Tre loss by wear and tear, euch as the expense of
keepiog up the’r upiforms avd equipments, of camp
and garrieon equipeg-, acd all kinds of military stores
sud property, promises to excoed very greatly ibe cpr—
r8pnhnding expenditare for white troops, end it is
scarcely 8 matter for doubt that their services are far
less valuable, both in quality «nd quuntity tc the Gov
erpmént. [he subj-ct is one which cummends iteelf
very foreib fy to all who have an inferest in the future
character and condition of vur pational troope.

GRANT'S ‘FINE TURNING MOVEMENTR,'—HCW O® WAS TG
HAVE OPPKKATED UN M CLELLAN'S OLD GRuUUAD,

It is very smnsing fo read extracts from the army
correspundince of -be New York papers, explaining
the fliik movement of Graot. An extract frem a
Ietter to ‘he N. Y Times. writ'en on Tuesday befor:z
the terrivie repuise of Friday, June 1st, bas the follow
ing stragetical explavatien :

The present position of 1his army is the resnlt of that
fine tnrning movement, which, commsncing on Thurs
day last, in two daye planted our corps across the
Pamuckey river, render«d useless the elab:rate rebel
Jefencea of the South Annpa, and secured us commuui-
cation with York river, the Chesepeake, and the ample
rescurces which these waters float .  Of this movement
[ hace rent you such reporta ag it has heen possible to
scind with suck nrfrequent cpportunitics of conmunica-
iion asore«florded 1 fear, however, thal no reports
which you e.n bave received are at all adequate to set
forth the troe preeestarion of this great operation
io strategy.

Your readers would require better maps than cap
poesibly bs sccessibl « tc them, und would need to bring
thim to an emount of study of which ycu are c'pabic
in order to grasp ita relations aud its reality. K.ough
that it has placted tlis army twelve milcs nearer Rech-
mond, that it hos foiled the plans and purposes of the
wily enemy, and hss brought us to easy communica~
Jdon with a sccare and perfect buse. 1 must vot, huw-
ev.r, torbear to emphssize oue point. It appenrs to
be concerved tuat this movement i3 urderstoud to be a
fullowing uo ¢f the enemy, who is suppos:d to bave
falien back from bLis liues between he North and
South Anna—a conceptioy which does injustice to the
generalship of our commander,

It was pot Lee bat Graoithat took the initiative —
Lee would gladly bave remained ic bis lines aloug the
South Anua, and, wonld willingly have awaited battle
there, but he was turoed out of his cherished position,
Just as ke was compelled to evacuate - be lines of Spott-
sylvania, by an cffensive movement threatening his
comwunications—a movement bo'd in couception ard
masterly 1n execution. “ Tbere are,’”” says the Arch-
duke Oharles, *¢ batties which are a'ready won by the
mere direction of the strategic line of advance.” In
a like sepse it can be fairly claimed that by a couple
of days’ ma.ching this army bas gained a victory more
eubstantial than a weck's bard pounding could in the
sitnation we bave won ; and that we.are entitled 8o to
regard this great flank movement is confirmed by the
tone of mingled mortification and braggadocia in which
the Richmond press treats it.
