POSITION OF OUR ARMY.
Our forces fell back from Atlanta on the road to
Decatur ; thence to McDonough, forming a junction
with Hardee's command on the Macon and Western
Road. Our army is now in line of battle at Love
joy’s, the line extendiog from there to McDonough.—
I'be troops are in good spirits, and our army atill con-
fronts the ecemy.
We received from Macon yesterday a letter from a
gentleman in high official position who says the news
from the Atlanta front is not near 8o bad ag was antic-
ipated. '
He says the division in our army was the »erult of
voluntary action, and was not caused by the enemy.—
By this writing, Gen. Hood has his whole foros mas:ed
together and, although Atlanta has fallen, our army is
uawhipped and unconquerable.
It is not to be denied but that the situation in Geor-
gia presents an excerdingly critical aspect. The fall of
Atlanta is a bitter pill to swallow, but the thing is
dooe and down it mast go however anpalatable. No
good can be accomplished by repining. Look the dis-
aster full in the face, and be prepared to contest every
foot of soil. It is only by prompt, anited and vigorous
measures that Georgia can be saved. Mach depends
apon those who are at home by seconding and prompt-
ly complyiog with the requisitions of the military auo-
thority in furnishing labor for the eonstruction of de-
fences, and whatever else may conduce to the preserva-
tion of our State.
The enemy has paid dearly for Atlanta, and his army
is in no condition to follow up the advantage which the
possession of that place gives him. Qar army in the
meantime will be recuperated and reinforced, and
strongly fortified positions will be established, so that
when Sherman next moves forward he will be confroat-
edetzly obstacles greater than any he bas yet encoun-
tered. .

Meeting of State Commissioners,
Ricexoxp, Aug. 27th, 1864.
Parsuant to request of the Secretary of War, at the
iostance of the Secretaryof the Treasury, convening a
meeting of the Commissioners for the respective States
under the impressment law, at Richmond, on the 25th
of August instant, for conferenca with each other, and
with the BSeccretary of the 'I'reasury, with o view to
barmony in the relation of prices between the several
States, and to sustain the credit ot the carrescy, the
Commissioners- for the States of Georgia, Mississippi
and North Carolina, assembled in the Senate Chamber
on that day, and owing to the absence of the Commis-
sioners from the other States, postponed meeting until
10 o’clock, the next day. ‘Lhey met the two sucoeed-
ing days, and alter conference with the Secretary of
War and the Secretary of the Tieasury on the objects
of the meeting, owing to the non-attendance of the
CUommissiooers from the otber States, it was ordered
by the Secretary of War that the Commissioners for
the respective States, except North Carolina and Vir
givia, shoold assemble at Montgomery, Ala., on the
20th September next, for the objects originally pro-
posed, and that the Commissioners from these latter
States should assemble at Raleigh, North Qarolioa, on
the 30th September, for the same purpose.

drew from Atlanta and made a break on the West Point
Railroad, reachiog & good,position on the 30th, from which
be struck the Macon Road with his right, commanded by
Howard, near Jonesboro, his left under Scholfield near
Rough and Ready, and the centre under Thomas at Couch’s
station.- Howard drove the enemy from his poaition near
Jonesboro, after a bard fight, and Bherman broke the Rail
Road from Rough and Ready to- Howard’s left, throwirg
his whole army between Jonesboro and At'apta. He
made a general attack on the enemy at Jonesboro on
Thursday, the foorteenth corps, Gen. Jefl Davis. carrying
the works splendidly, taking tem gons and one thousand
prisoners.

In the night the rebels retreated to Lovejoy’s station,
the Federals following. Hood findiog Bherman between
him and & considerable portion of his army, blew up his
magazice and left his right, when the 20th corps occupled
the place.
