RAILWAY TEROUGH THE ALPS.’

We are glad to learn that this scheme is progressing,
and that it is likely to be attended with a euccess com-
mepsurate with the magnitade ot the undertaking.—
['here are at present in Swilz>rland three gentlemen

|rop:an Railway Compsny— vamely : Mr. Cave, sheriff
'of London and Middlesex ; Mr. Walford, a director of
tbe Finance Ccrporatiot, and Mr. J. W. Maclare, of
Macchester.

traversed ia a peried of fiom foar to five hours. The
 first scries of these Mount Cenis locomotive experi-
| ments, for producing a low engine capable of cariyiog
| a train of one hundred pessecgers, with their luggage,
| over the mcuntain, bave bad satwsfactory results. The
| trials bave been made on an ivelive of one in thirteen
| (the Meunt Cenis being ope in tweelve,) and the ex-
p rimental ergine, a new ore, oa Mr. Fell’s peculiar
'systrm. has tak'n up aod down the ¢ntire load pro-
posed, whije the break power for descending is mo-t
lp'crlect. A great number of practical end ecieptific

TRIAL OF AN ALPINE LOCOMOTIVR.
[From the Liverpool Pos’.}

An interestiog trial of a locomotive engine built upon
novel principies at the Canada works, Birkeohead, 100k
place lately al Whaley bridge, on tbe Ciomford acd
High Pesk rsilway, and vpon a shoct line made espe-
| cially for tke experimcns. ‘The eogive is couttructed
| to aseend and descend s'eep gradicnts, to pass sharp
curves, acd to perform work which loeomotives as yet
{ have oevar been able to acc mplish.
| T'he practical otject of this iuvention cavoot Lut be
greatly interesting, ivasmuch as it prcpceses to ruo a
lise ¢t railway for pacsengers, mails aod mercbandise
over the very heart of the Alps; and aloog a road hith-
eric considered impassable for locomotives. It is ibe
well known military rcad bewn out of such giant diffi-
culties by the first Napoleon thatid is thus contempla-
ted 1o traverse. At present there isa tract of mono-
tain pas? forty-eight miles in length between the two
| great railway systems of France aud North Italy, the
| terminus of the former being San Michel, in Savoy, and
the latter Suse, in Piedmout. 'T'he Mount Cenig, by
which this district is known, bas been considered s>
importaunt for purpoees of traffic that the French and
Italian Governments five years ago commenced the ex-
cavation of a tuuncl to remove the difficulties so citen
felt. At tbe Jowest computation this great underta-
king will fake twelve years to complete. The proposed
railway over the sarface of the pasa will only be two
years in makiog, and the projectors would, therefore,
have ten years of working belore the tuonel was avail-
able for treflic. The district has been thorougaly sar-
veyed by Mr. Fell, in coonection with a company oi
well known Eoglish capitalists and contractors, aod the
scheme bas met with the approbation of the Ilalian
Government. The present road is sufficiently wide to
accommodate the railway and leave room for local tral-
fic, and the usal engineering labors of tumneling, etc.,
will not be required.

‘The chief difficulty, however, is that which the new
locomotive is especially desigued to overcome—pgamely
the excessive ateepness. Starting from San Michel, the
road gradually rises as far as the village of Lanslebeurg,
whence it takes a rapid ascent, with gradieats of one 1n
twelve to the summit of the pass, which is seven thou-
sand fect above the level of the sea. From this point
there is an €qually rapid descent to Buse, In addition
to this risivg and falling there are [requent sharp
curvea, It is proposed to cover in those portiors of the
line where it is known avalanches and snow drilts fall.
The locomotive to be employed here is, in fact, a don-
ble enzine, a borizontal aod veriical epgine combined,
and so arranged that it muy be worked either together
or separate, accordiog Lo tbe sterpness of the incline. —
Not the least feature of the invention is the salety that
it ensures. ‘I'be borizontal wheels referred to above fa-
cilitate passage ol carves, euables the driver t&stop the
eogiuc io the middle of the steepest gradient, give a pro-
pulsive pressare of several toos, and by means of the
Hanges which underlep the centre rail, renders it n:arly
impusgible that the carriage can be overturmed. The
biuke: are extremely powerful, and, as they are attech-
t+d to each carriage, no davger cau arise frem a coup-
ling chein givieg way. ‘I'be extieme narrowaess of the
guuse renders the curves less difficult to pass, gives
more room for the public road, aud grea:ly assig'2 in
erecting the covered ways for the more dangerous parts.
T'be trials on Tursday were in every way saccesstal,
and for once the high peak proved an aid rather than
an obsgtacle to the erginecr. 'l he-e were two iuelines
tLe first beirg two bundred yards long, ot a gredient
of oue io thirteen, and the otber one bundred and finy
yards long, at a gradieot of ove in twelve, with curves
of about 1wo chsins radias. This represents the most
d flicalt part of the Mont Cenis road. 'l be shortucss ol
the iire upon which the experiment was made preveat—
«d the .ull getting up ol steam, aod the trial may there-
fore ba taken as a iair teat, ‘I'be locomotive itself,
weighiog sixteen tuos, but with a tractive force of thir-
ty two tune—first ascended and discended the lives,
s-opping in the middle, and going backwards and for-
wards us required, with pericet eas2. Four w.ogoos,
‘aden with twenty six tuus of ballaat, were then attach-
vd, sod the experiment was repeated with equally satis-
factory resalts. It is proposed to work the Moat Cc-
pig live at an average speed of twelve miles, thus per-
torming the jourvey in from four to five bours. The
uambrr of passengers will not exceed one bundred and
pinety—etquivalent to twenty four tuns.
