Important Decision--. The folloAving interest-
ing decision, on a subject of interest to many of
our subscribers, has just been made public :

The Commissioner of Internal Ilevenue, in re-
ply to a letter in reference to the stamp duty on
subscription papei, where the subscribers each
agree to take stock in a railroad company, has de-
cided that such subscription, unless the sum sub-scrib- ad

is paid wrhen the list i3 signed, is held to
create a promise to pay a definite and certain sum
of money, and therefore each person signing his
name and not paying his subscription at the time,
should affix and ca' eel a stamp appropriate to the
promissory amount subscribed. If a person signs
the list and pays his subscription at the same time,
his signing the paper would be a mere memoran-
dum, and as such would not be subject to stamp
duty. If a subserjp&on liiit made in such a form
as that subscribers biud ihemselves to pay only in
the event of a certain anwunt being raised, then
each signature is held to form an agreement or

Tub Sitjuemk Court and Judiciajj Cjki lixs.
The National House of Representatives has pass-
ed a bill reducing the number of judges of the
Supreme Court from ten to nine. It has been but
three yeaav. since the number of judges was raised
from nine to ten, ;i new circuit being created for
the Pacific Slates. There being a vacancy on the
bench since th decease of Justice Catron, the
present reduction, if it goes into effect, will not
legislate any judge out of cilice : it, however, ne-

cessitates an extensive rearrangement of tho cir-
cuits. By the new law, the late Justice Catron's
circuit disappears entirely, being divided among
the others ; Louisiana and Texas are added to
Jestice Wayne's circuit ; West Virginia is taken
from Chief Justice Chase and added to Justice
Swayne's ; Kentucky and Tennessee to Justice
Davis' ; and Arkansas to Justice Miller's. Some
other adjustments are also niade. South Carolina
is taken from J ustice Wayne and given to Chief
Justice Chase, and Wisconsin is taken i'rvnm Jus-
tice Davis and given to Justice Miller. Nevada,
just admitted, is added to Justice Fields' circuit.

By the above bill the fourth judicial circuit, as-
signed to Chief Justice Chase, is reconstructed so
as to comprise the States of Maryland, Delaware,
Virginia, North Carolina and South Carolina.

His western Railway bonds
are payable to bearer, but the numbers are known,
and the payment of interest stopped. Mr. Lord
is a wealthy and esteemed citizen, retired from
active business for many years past. His large
fortune was chiefly in United States securities and
real estate. We believe he was a subscriber to
every loan offered by the government during the
war, and to the 7.30 per cent, loan at its close,
and was always prompt, earnest and confident in
the support of the public credit.
