The steamboat Financier, bound from Pittsb

to New Orleans, was burned last night at Reming-
ton, twenty miles below this city. Ten lives were
lost, and the boat and cargo, eonsisting of agri-
cultural implements, iron, nails, and giass, totally
destroyed, Insurance on boat $25,000, and on
cargo $50,000, mostly in Pittsburg offices.

Archieves of North Carolina.

tion of the most valuable archieves of the State
were abstracted from the capital. Of their subse-
(uent history, the Sentinel thus speaks :

The Winchester Gazette, in the month of Octo-
ber of lsst year, mentioned that the papers in
question, bearing principally upon the Colonial
and Revolationary history of North Carolina—and
therefore of priceless value as State records—were
in the town of Morrisania, New York, in the
possession of one Rev. Washington Gladden.—
It commented in terms of just severity upon the
theft. and subsequently stated that the papers had
been returned to the Secretary of War, for trans-
mission to the proper authorities, in accor-
dance with the expressed wish of Secretary
Seward. At a later period it mentioned that the
documents had not been fowared to Washington
the postmaster refusing to forward without pre-
pavment of postage, and the officer who confessed
to the abstraction declining to pay it It wasfur-
ther stated, af one time subsequent, that the pack-
arre containing the papers was in a billiard saloon
in the village, liable to be picked up and eairied
away by any body who happened to call there !'—
Whether the papers have ever reached the
War Department, we have no means of learn-
inr.  We do know, however, that our Secretary
of State has addressed several communications to
Seerctary Stanton upon the subject witLout being
able to elicit any reply. Probably that function-
ary is too busily engaged in hob-nobbing with his
radieal associates to bestow a thought upon so un-

Testimony of Mr. Thomas M, Cook, late Editor of
rihve Wilmington (N. C.) Herald.

Mr. Thomas M. Cook, editor of the Wilmington
(N. C.) Herald, was examined at great length by
the Reconstruction Committee to-day. The chief
interest attaching to the téstimony of this witness
was his expbsition of affairs in Richmond imme-
diately upon the smrender of Lee’s army, includ-
ingthecircumstances attending President Lincoln’s
visit to that city, embracing facts communicated to
the New York Herald, at the time, of which paper

. Cook was then aspecial correspondent. Mr.

ok testified to the propositions submitted by
President Lincoln to Judge Campbell looking to
an adjustment of the relations of the Sonth to the
Union, in whieh My, Lincoln suggested three
pointg essential to peace :—First, the disbandment
of the rebel armies; second, the full submission of
the Southern people to the authority of the United
States, and, third, no abatement by the Executive
from his position on the emancipation of the slaves.
This was submitted to Judge Campbell, in Rich-
mond, a few days after the rebel evacuation of that
city, and wassubsequentlyreclaimed and suppressed
by the military on anthority transmitted from
Washington. It was theé more important for its
added paragraphs, in which the late President de-
clared that any propositions not inconsistent with
the foregoing would be received and considered
in a spirit of kindness and liberality ; also that
those who should immediately accept these terms
would place themselves in a condition to avoid the
operation of the confiscation law, the execution of
which was optional with the President. Mr. Cooi
also testified at length in regard to the call issned
under permission of General Weitzel for the as-
sembling of the Virginia Legislature, showing
that the original authority for the meeting of that
body was given by President Lincoln in a note
addressed to General Weitzel from City Point, on
the day following the President’s visit to Rich-
mond, and was gl';llltf:ll in response to a 1'£‘l]1105t
to that effect emanating from Judge Campbell.—
On Mr. Lincoln's return to Washington this per-
mit was revoked, but the suppression of the eir-
cumstances has tended hitherto to impress the
public- mind with the opinion that General Weit-
zel was responsible for the call of this Legislature.
The testimony of Mr. Cook is conceded fo have
established the faet that Mr. Tineoln, to the ex-
tent that his pelicy of recoustruction had heen de-
veloped at the time of his death, was even more
conservative and more liberally disposed towards
the Sonth than has been his srceessor.
It should be stated that Mr. Cook spent six weeks
in Richmond in the investigation of the maiters
of which he testifies, immediately upon their oe-
cwrrence, having been assigned to that speeial du-
ty by the New York Herald. He is therefore a
competent witness. He was also examined in re-
gard to the present state of feeling in Norih Caro-
lina. He considered the people of that State, with
perhaps an oceasional insignificant exception, per-
fectly loyal in their impulses. There is no inten-
tion or disposition among those who were seces-
sionists to renew the attempt to sezede from the
Union. Neither does he think that in the event
of a foreign war any portion of the people of that
State would join the common enemy. He did not
remember of having heard, during a residence of
over a year in the State, of any contemptuous
expressions towards the government or any
branch of it Oceasionally individual members
of Congress would be severely denounced else-
where ; but such denunciations hy no means ap-
plied to the body as a whole. He did not be-
lieve the people of North Carolina were ready
or willing to treat the freedmen fully as an equal ;
they are willing to admit him fo testify in cases
where he was a party in iaterest, to sue and be
sued, hold, convey and bequeath rcal estate, &e.;
but they would noi permit him to sit in the jury
box, vote or hold office.  The people were willing
that the negroes should be educated, but were op-
posed to the efforts of Northern missionaries to
that effect, hecause of the disposition of such mis-
sionaries to interfere with the peaceful relations
of servant and employer. In reply to a guestion
the witness stated that he did not believe the
Southern white people were yet prepared to un-
dertake the edncation of blacks, but he thought
they were coming to it. In reply to another gues-
tion he stated that he believed a Southern jury
would pass honestly and fairly npon the case of
any negro that should be brought before it. The
recent case of the judicial flogging of negroes in
the streets of Wilmington did not disprove this, —
There are no penitentiaries in North Clarolina,
and felonies, whether committed by blacks or
whites, arc punishable by whipping, branding and
henging. In the case referred to, had the pris-
oners been whites the Comt would have been
compelled. mnder the laws of the State, to sen-
tence them to be whipped.

They show how
the statute may be fairly construed, upon legal
principles, to deny the reserved rights of the
States, to augment national burdens, to fomeunt
socidl irritation and popular disaffeetion. Dut it
remains fo see how far, in practical operation, a
most mischievons statute, considered even apart
from its ulterior object, may be enforced by alib-
eral-minded and just Magistrate, whose constiti-
tional duty it is ‘‘to take care that the laws be faith-
fully executed,” in a manner which shall avoid the
most serious of its possible ill consequences.

This great Repnblic is not at the mercy of party
politicasters, frantic agitators, and State gamblers.
In them js not the comprehensiveness which ap-
preciates, the wisdom which conserves ox the moral
principles- which vivifies this majestic system of
public order—the admiration and the glory of the
buman race. Not even with statesmen who de-
serve the name lies the fate of the beneficent Con-
stitution under which we have been bred to politi-
cal justice, mutnal reliance, and enlightened toler-
anec.

People of the United States, be warned
that your demagogues are again gambling for
your heritages of liberty, your guaranties of pros-
perity, and your meeds of victory. In the awful
name of GO({ they buy you and they sell you in the
Halls of your Legislature, and under the impious
gisguise of justice to all men, pervert the functions
of lawgivers to the proeurement of your abasement
under the barbarie feet of negroes. Some of them
bankrupt of a consistency of reasonable beings,
would enfranchise an insensate rabble of negroes,
and by controlling them, vote themselves into life-
long power to govern, to degrade, and to defy you.

MeDougall’s brief speeeh, and the conntenance of
all, save Mr. Wade, plainly responded amen to all
he uttered. DMr. MeDougall said :

My, President, the Scnator from Olio is in the
habit of appealing to his God iu vindication of his
judgment and conduct. It is a common thine for
him to do so; but in view of the present demon-
stration, it may well be asked, who and what is his
God? In the old Persian mythology there was an
Ormasdes and an Abriman—a God of light and
beaunty, and a God o1 darkness and death. The
God of light sent the sun to shine, and gentle
showers to fruetify the fields. The God of dark-
ness sent the tornado, and the tempest, and the
thunder, seathing with pestilence the nations.

And in old Chaldean times, men came to wor-
ship Ahriman, the God of darkness, the God of
pestilence and famine, and his priests became
multitudinons ; they swarmed the land ; and when
men prayed then their offerings were : We will
not sow a field of grain ; we -will not dig a well ;
we will not plant a tree. These were the offerings
to the dark spirit of evil until a prophet came who
redeemed that ancient land. But he did it after
crueifixion, like our great Master. The followers
of Ahriman always appealed to the same spirit
manifested by the Sen: {or from Ohio. Death is
to be one of his angels, iiow, to redeem the Con-
stitution and the laws, and to establish liberty. —
Sickness, suffering, evil are to be his angels, and
he thanks the Almighty, his Almighty, that sick-
ness, danger, and evilare about.

It may be a good God for him in this world; but
if there is any truth in what we learn about the
orders of religion in the Christian world, his faith
will not help him when he shall ascend up and ask
entrance at the erystal doors. If there can be evil
expressed in high places that communicates evil
thoughts, that communicates evil teachings, that
demoralizes the youth who receive impressions as
does the wax, it 1s by such lessons as the Senator
{rom Ohio now teaches by word of mouthas Sena-
tor in this Senate hall.

Sir, the Presidentof the United States is aconsti-
tutional officer, clothed with high power, and
clothed with the very power which he has exer-
eised in this instance, and those who conferred
upon him those powers were men such us Madison
and Jay, and Hamilton and Morris, and Washing-
ton, and a host o worthies—men who, I think,
knew as manch about the laws of government and
how they should be rightly balanced as any of the
wisest who now sit here in couneil,

It is the duty of the President of the United
States to stand as defender of the Constitution in
his place as conservator of the rights of the pee-
ple, as tribnne of the people, as it was in old
Rome when the people did choose their tribunes
to go into the Senate Chamber among the aristo-
cracy of Rome, and when they passed Inws injuri-
ous to the Roman people, to stand out and say,
T forbid it.”

That is the veto power, incorporated wisely by
car fathers in the Constitution, confeired upon
the President of the United States, and to be
treated with consideration ; and no appeal of the
Senator to his God ean change the Constitution or
the rights of the President of the United States,
or can prevent a just consideration of the dignity

sideration, who feel that they are Senators.
It 1s a strange thing, an exceedingly strange
thing, that when a few Senators in the city of
Washington, ill at their houses, give assurance that
they can bo present to act upon o great public
question on the day following, that we should hiear
a piece of declamation, the Senator appealing to
his God, and saying with an ** In Trivmphe™ air,
well or ill, God has made them il Sir, the God
of Dessolation, the God of Darkness, the God of
Evil is his God.

I never expected to hear such objections raised
among lionorable men. 1 never expected (o hear
such things in this hall, and T rose simply to say
that such sentiments were to be condemned and
must receive my condemnation now and here, and
if it amounts to a rebuke, I trust it may be a re-
bulke.

No Proclamation Concerning the Fenians-=-Their
Movements Watched=—No General Amnesty Yet
==The iIabeas Corpus and Military Trials,

[Correspondence of the Baltimore Sun.
Wasninetoxn, April 135,

It is not probable that the President will issue
any prociamation at present concerning the Fe-
nian movement, though it would be worth more
to the Fenian leaders than anybody else. The
President, as it has been rumored by some who
are likely to know his views on the subjeet, is too
shrewd to commit any such mistake, even if the
British ministers should express any alarm at the
Fenian menaces, which, by the way, he has not
done since the scare of St. Patriex’s day. Itis
irue, however, that the govrenment is watchful,
through its proper and useful agents, to prevent
any violation of our neutrality, either on the Cana-
da or the Mexican border.

The talked of amnesty proclamation is a doeu-
ment not likely soon to appear. There is no prob-
ability that the President will immediately take
another step forward, though, as he has repeat-
edly said, he would take none backward. He is
in a position to await events, which will govern
his course.

Some have expected that the President would
state what he understands to be the effect of the
peace proclamation. Judge Underwood, at Alex-
andria, has made a decision which shows what it
does not mean in his opinion* It does not mean,
[according to him, that the writ of habeas corpus is
restored in the State of Virginia. No denial is
given to this opinion.

The opinion of the United States Supreme
Court in the case of Bowles and Milligar has net
been published at length, and until it is, it cannot
be known how far the opinion may affect the ques-
tion of military trials in Virginia or in this Dis-
trict. ‘

WasHINGTON, April 12.

The Hon. Alexander H. Stephens was examin-
ed again to-day before the Reconstruction Com-
mittee at great length. The committee manifest-
ed a desire to obtain all the information from Mr.

Mr. Stephens has laid before them the
facts which prove that the people of Georgia are
as loyal as the people of Massachusetts or New
York, and that they are doing ten times as much
for the negroes as the people of those States, and

L WasHINGTON, April 13, 1866.—The extraordina-
vy decision of Judge Underwood, referred to in
my dispatch of last night, has occasioned consid-
erable excitement in official circles. The decision
1s based upon a willing perversion of the Presi-
dent’s peace proclamation. There is no ambigni-
ty about that instrument.

The President intends by it to restorethe Labeas
corpus iu all'the States mentioned in the procla-
mation, and that intention is plainly expressed.
The President is understood as being greatly dis-
pleased at Unnflertvood’s action in the matter, and
it is undestood that lie will soon take such action
in relation to the status of the citizens of the South-
cen States as will no longer leave the matter in
donbt. In conversation to-day the President ex-
pressed surprise that any one could take such a
mistaken view of the proclamation as Judge Un-
derwood had done, and declared not only that
martiel law was abolished all over the South, and
the Zabeas corpus act restored, but also that hence-
forth, nnder the iate decision of the Supreme
Court there are no offences whatever that can be
tried before the military tribunal.

It is quite probable that Judge Underwood will
have to revise his own deecision. 1In regard to the
case of Jefferson Davis, I would not excite false
hopes in the minds of his friends, but I am satis-
fied, from what I Lave learned to-day, that the
President will very soon order his release on pa-
role, orceven, perhaps, his unconditional release.
He will not be brought_to trial.

There is not a particle of evidence against him
that could eonvict him, and the committee will so
report.

The proclamation of Geéneral Amnesty will un-
doubtedly soon be jssued.

The Presadent has decided that all the publie
departments be closed to-morrow, and a general
suspension of public business to take place in
commemoration of the death of President Lincoln.

The negroes are to celebrate on Monday with
great pomp. My, Stanton has ordered all the ne-
gro regiments here to parade.
