Washington, D. C, June 13.

In the Senate, Mr. Doolittle called up tho resolution of-

fered by him yesterday, requesting the President to com-

municate to the Senate any information in his possession
relative to the departure of the Austrian troops from Mex-

ico. He said that he had reason to believe that tho above
would bring information of a very satisfactory character,
and felt confident that Mexico was about to be evacuated
by the French troops.

All
who voted had recently renewed their allegiance
to the United States by taking the oath prescribed
in the President's amnesty proclamation. I en-
tertain no doubt that they took this oath with the
honorable and sincere purpose faithfully to ob-
serve it. All desired that our former relations
with the Union should be speedily renewed. I
regarded the cordial vote for me by many of those
who had maintained the doctrine of secession, as
in accordance with their recent pledge of loyalty
to the United States, and as a token of respect
for my consistent political record, and hence I re-
ceived their support as alike creditable to them
and to me.

I declared in my circular to you last Fall, and I
now repeat, that if elected, " as far as my official
position would enable me to do it, both from in-
clination and conviction of duty, I should endeav-
or to soften the animosities which have grown out
of the horrible war, now happily ended. If some
of us have grievously erred, grievously have all of
us atoned for it. I shall endeavor to encourage a
spirit of mutual forgiveness, a return to habits of
law and order, and steadfast attachment to the
Union, which made us so great and prosperous a
people while we adhered to the counsels of Wash-
