Messrs. Boyd, Hodnett and Blythe opposed the
transfer of the scrip to the University, believing
that this appropriation, the rich alone would be
benefitted, and the original purpose of the dona-
tion would be defeated, or inadequately carried
out. Mr. Foard also opposed the bill.

Messrs. Morehead, Long and Kenan defended
the University and favored the bill.

In 1781, there were in Bladen aud sever
al of the surrounding counties, many dis
affected persons, particularly among' the
Scotish population, whose conduct as To-

ries was very embarrassing to the State
authorities. It was thought necessary to
suppress this spirit, especially as these
men were known to be iu constant comma
nication with that daring, but infamous
miscreant, Col. David Fanning, of Ran
dolph (then Chatham county.) In pursu
ance of this purpoae of dispersing these
Tories, General Griffith Rutherford was
sent to Elizabeth Town in Bladen, and as
the call for this service was sudden and un
expected, no commissariat was appended to
the forces under the General's command.
Ho had, therefore, to improvise one from
day to day. i'he small detachments which
were Kent out to forage, were ordered also
to arrest and biing to camp any of the sus-

pected. One morning there was brought
Defore the General, a tall and venerable old
man, who, though very plainly clad, had an
air of superiority in his bearing which
struck all present. Soon after he wes
ushered into the presence of General Ruth
erford ho was asked by that officer, "who
he was ? and why he was there ?" With
that calm self-possessi- which marks
the demeanor of a gentleman, even
iu the most embarrassing situations, he re-

plied : "My name is Duncan Stewart, I am
" from Scotland the fortunes of my fanii-- "

ly were cloven down in the disastrous
' battle of CuUoden, in which I and all
" who were loyal to their King and coun- -

' try (and could be present) were engaged,
" and you know the issue of that fatal day.
" Being very nearly allied by blood to my
" King, and so known to the usurpers who
" were then and are now in possession of
" the Crown, I had no hope of safety to
" life or property, if I remained in Scot-- "

land, and therefore left it with my family
" for this Province of North Carolina. All
" my feelings are with the Colonies in their
" resistance to those base usurpers the
" Guelphs,' but you see by my age, I can
" do no more than wish them success."
" To the other question ' why I am here?'
"perhaps those who seized an aged and
" helpless man can better tell you than I
" can they asked rr3 no questions and
" permitted no explanations." Much
interested by his history and appearance,
Gen. Rutherford apologized to him for the
mistake of his men, and directed one of his
officers to accompany Mr. Stewart to his
home and see that he was treated with pro-

per respect. He asked Mr. Stewart to show
the officer where he could obtain such sup-

ply of provisions as was needed. This of-

ficer, who was a Captain in the Continen-
tal army and at home on furic ugh, had
agreed to accompany the General in this
sudden visit to Bladen, under the hope that,
being kown there, he might exert some in-- :
fluence on the disaffected. He was well
educated, and the story of Mr. Stewart had
deeply affected him. He knew the fate of
that unfortunate race, and finding that
even in the wild3 of America their destiny
still pursued them, he employed the first
hour of the journey towards Mr. Stewart's
home in conversation relating to his fami-

ly in Europe. While thus occupied, the of-

ficer observed that they passed several
well locked farms, but he did not stop,
as Mr. Stewart had promised to show him
where he could be supplied. After riding
several miles, Mr. S. halted ir front of a
very humble dwelling, and where the ap-

pearances were most unpromising for a
supply of what they needed. Struck with
the contrast between this and other farms
they had passed, the officer asked Mr.
Stewart why he had brought him so far
and to so meagre a looking place when he
might have supplied himself amply without
traveling a third of the distance. Mr.
Stewart's reply deserves to be written in
letters of gold it was "The farms you
passed, Sir, belonged to my neighbors" this
is my own, I bid you irelcome to whatever is
here" The officer, bowing to him,
said, " If fortune has frowned on your
family, it seems unable to deprive them of
the loftiest and most generous sentiments."

It may not be interesting to our readers
to know that the officer here alluded to
was Alfred Moore, subsequently Attorney
General of North Carolina, Judge of the
State Courts, and au Associate Justice of
the Supreme Court of the United States.
And we may add that the family of Stewart
continued to reside for many years in Bla-

den that one of the sons of the venerable
gentleman mentioned in this incident, was
for several sessions a member of the Legis-

lature of North Carolina, removed to Mis-

sissippi, of whi State he died Lieut. Gov-

ernor, and we have pride and pleasure in
stating that two of the nust conspicuous
junior members of the Wilmington bar,
(Messrs. Devane,) are direct descendants of
this illustrious exile of Scotland, and who
are worthy of such a descent.

Passage of Rail Road Bills.
It affords us pleasure to record this morn-

ing the passage of the bill for the relief of
the Wilmington, Charlotte and Rutherford
Railroad, by the Senate on last night. Our
psopleand those on the line of said road will
hail this news with much satisfaction, and
also of the passage of the bill relative to
the Favetteville and Western Railroad.
It will be seen by our special telegrams
from Raleigh, that both ot the above
bills passed the Senate, the first with an
amendment and the latter with amendments.

He met his duty faithfully
and firmly, he did not permit himself to lean aside
either to the right or to the left, to avoid any re-
sponsibility he was required te encounter.

Mr. Judkins intimately, and I can truly say that I
never knew a kinder heart. Liberal and generous
to a fault, no man possessed more of the spirit of
accommodation, no man more alive to that purest
of emotions, the sensibility that is aroused into
action at the call of freindshipv And, sir, when
the sad intelligence reaches Warren county thnt
T. J. Judkins isTno more, the hearts of her whole
people will be filled with grief and sorrow.

Mr. Judkins was born in Warren, liyd inWarren until he had entered on his 66thyear,
and, sir, he lived and he died without an enemy.

hither in the interest or the Joyai people or that
State, and they represent the Tiewe of about forty
of the one hundred and seventy members of the
Legislature. They say that the bill prepared by
them, and introduced yeBterday by Bepresentative
Stereos, to remand Korth Carolina to a territorial
condition and to provide for a convention to form a
new State government, stands a good chance of be
ing passed, and that the leading Republican mem-
bers have privately expressed themselves in its fa-

vor. These delegates hare distributed among Con-
gressmen a circular, showing that a test of loyalty
in the insurgent States is essential. Its application,
they say, would effectually place the government
of the Southern States in the hands of the Union
men. and creclude every secessionist : and no
other test can do so without excluding thousands,
who, at the first, were misled, but who repented
and afterward periled their lives and estates in
support of the Union. There reed bo no appre-
hensions that their oath would be falsely taken.
The status of eve y man at that time was distinctly
known to his neighbors.

'The line was clearlv drawn upon this test, and
npon it hundreds were imprisoned and murdered.
Bv the same measure let the persecuted unionists
have their eward. They are now discouraged
and paraly? ed because, while the Preeident would
boldl 'leli .er them over to degradation, incurred
on accoi;r.t of their adherence to the Union in the
darkest days of treason and blood, the Congress
seems to make no definite distinction between
them and their late and present persecutors and
enemies; but should Congress recognize and up-
hold them by some just and discriminating ac-
tion, thev would take courage and boldly and suc
cessfully work for the interest of the Union. Thus
would the true element of the South stand promi
nently forward and make secession and treason
bow its head. , row traitors are bold and arrogant,
while the true loyalists are mystified and silent.
The peace of tht country is still disturbed, and
the Union still unquestionably in danger."

In the views we shall to-da- y present, we

shall assert principles which will contact
with those heretofore advanced and sup
ported by the practice of our agricultural
citizens since the first opening of our coun-

try. No less will they be at variance with
that class who have made the naval stores
and lumber trade their exclusive occupa-
tion.

Formerly there were those who argue
wisely against that system of labor which,
while certain staples were produced, appa
rently with great profit, sent the proceeds
of that skilfull labor to foreign countries,
or, what was really worse for us, to the New
England and Northwestern States, to sup
ply us with the merest necessaries of life.
We can now see, that instead of securing
ourselves at home, we become, with all our
great resources, perfectly dependent upon
others for not only the luxuries, but the
indispensable supports of existence, bread
and meat. The first great object in the
cultivation of the soil should be to make
subsistence as cheap as possible. The
reasons for this are apparent upon the
highest investigation. Aside from this,
placing us beyond anxiety, it will keep in
our midst the whole of the proceeds from
the market crops, and enable us to devel-
op the great mineral and manufacturing
power of our State, and to improve in every
branch of agricultural industry. It will
cause to flow into our sparsely filled dis-

tricts industrious immigrants, who, upon
coming, will know that their wants can and
will be supplied at living rates ; and it will
be the means of securing labor at wages
which can be paid and leave a fair profit to
the land owner. This last is the end most
to be desired. Can any one doubt that, if
to-da- y, corn were selling at fifty cents
the bushel, and bacon at ten cents the

i

pound, our farmers would feel the same
hesitation in beginning work for the coming
year ? If the abundance which our lands
are capable of producing were now in the
country, would there be that dreadful ap-

prehension which so many experience ?

Will not the planter, be his crop what it
may, be far better off with an ample supply
of everything upon his plantation neces-

sary for its support, with half his staple
crop for market, than with the whole
of that market crop, wheu in the
latter case he would have to spend full
the half for bacon, corn, flour and the ani-

mals necessary to make the coming crop.
We are convinced that if in the past year the
rule had been adopted and followed of
planting a full provision crop, the South
would have been better off than now. There
is hardly a section of the country where
enough has been raised to supply itself with
food. This has been owing partly to the
great drought, but equally as much or more
to the desire of every one to have as much
cotton as possible. Who can raise cotton
now and sell it for thirty cents the pound,
when he works freedmen, and pays twenty-fiv- e

cents the pound for bacon, and one
dollar and a half per bushel for corn ; when
sugar is twenty cents, and an ordinary milch
cow is regarded as cheap for sixty dollars,
and when every necessary article is at equal-
ly high rates ? Out of the earth must come
our rise from the terribly depressed con-

dition of the present. The wisest legisla-
tion, and the most generous terms from our
conquerors, in the place of vindictive, mali-
cious and unprecedentedly severe exactions
in the form of taxation, together with all
that our good old State can do for us, can
avail nothing, until the products of the
earth shall be sufficient, first to supply our
wants, and then to send abroad for market
those staples which will command money
for any enterprise.

While we urge all to look well to the
present in this, we would also impress
them with the necessity of not forgetting
that this change is to be permanent. Let
every land owner do all that he may to im
prove that land. Labor is scarce, but it.
will, in many cases, yes, in most, bo in the
power of all to do that which will in a few
years hence return a reward far beyond
what the most sanguine could hope. The
new year is almost here. From the expe-
rience of '66 let '67 derive such lessons as
shall make us one year heace independent,
at least, so far as to have food. It is folly,
madness, to look for the same results now
as those obtained before our great and dis-

astrous revolution, unless as great a revolu- -

tion be wrought in our agriculture and its
products.

Gen. Sickles' Order.

"It would be well if Gen. Sickles would put his
finger on this farthing candle, the Wilmington

i Dear Journal : But one more working
day remains before the recess, as Saturday
will be principally devoted to the admin
istration of oaths to Governor Worth. As

is usually the case, much business is being
transacted and the General Assembly is la
boring with a zeal and earnestness, which,

if it had been characteristic of the earlier
davs of the session, would have caused the

Tifir Tm sin ess that makes necessary the
adjourned session to have been completed

The House of Commons have passed no
important bills during this week, except
Mr. Richardson's Homestead bill. The
Senate have had under consideration the
various Railroad bills which have been tht
most prominent and interesting features of
the session, and with the exception of the
Raleigh and Chatham Railroad and the
"Consolidation bill." have been finally dis
posed of. The former is retained by the
judiciary committee, and the latter by the
committee on Internal Improvements. It
is now too late to be acted upon this ses
sion. As rredicted in my last letter, the
Cheraw and Coalfields Railroad met its
doom at the hands of the Senate, receiving
only nine votes.

The bill to enable the Fayetteville and
Western Railroad to extend its road to
some point on the North Carolina Railroad,
was the centre of attraction, being the pio-

neer of the railroad bills in the Senate and
not quite as strong as the others. It form-

ed the entire subject of debate on Monday,
and the greater part of the day on Tues
day, passing its second reading luesday

J

night, by the casting vote of the Speaker,
there being twenty-on- e votes on either side
of the question. It passed it3 third read-

ing last night by one majority. The debate
on this bill was very interesting and most
ably conducted, with possibly a little too
much feeling. Messrs. McLean, Hall,
Avery, Love, Leach, Robins and Gash,
were the advocates of the measure, and
Messrs. Wilson, Clark, Moore, Wiggins
and Berry opposed it. Some amendments
of an unimportant character were made in
the Senate, but the bill as passed and rati
fied is enclosed.

The Wilmington, Charlotte and Ruther
ford Railroad, and the Western Extension
bills were manfully fought by Messrs. Wil-

son, Berry and Moore, but passed by some
eight or ten majority. It is due Mr. Wil
son, the able Senator from Mecklenburg,
to say, that upon the incorporation of Col.
Hall's amendment requiring the Company
to pay the debt due the State whenever the
Bonds of the Company to the amount of
$4,000,000 shall have been negotiated,
he voted for it. The bill as enrolled is
enclosed.

CoL Hall's bills to amend the charter of
the Wilmington fc Weldon Railroad, giving
the Company power to build branches and
providing for a Vice-Presiden- t, have pass-

ed the Senate.
Mr. Richardson, of Bladen, who has de-

voted his entire time and abilities to his
duties, has the reward of presenting the on-

ly bill for the "Relief of the People,"
which has stood the test of either House.
Hi bill to exempt from seizure under exe-

cutions or attachment, certain personal
property, passed the House yesterday, and
is now in the hands of the Judiciary Com-

mittee of the Senate, but can hardly be
reached thi3 session. Mr. Richardson has
endeavored to afford relief to the oppress-
ed people of the State, within the bounds
of the Constitution, and his eflbrts have
met the approval of the House of Commons)
The speeches of Messrs. McClammy, of
New Hanover, and Allen, of Brunswick, in
support of this measure, are spoken of by
the members of the Hou3c in the highest
terms. The bill, as passed the House is
enclosed for publication.

The two Houses adjourned at au early
hour to-da- y, in consequence of the an-

nouncement of the death of Mr. Judkins,
one of the Commoners from the county of
Warren. He has been a member of the
House, almost continually, for thirty-fiv- e

years. Appropriate resolutions were adop-
ted and addresses delivered by Messrs. Da-

vis, of Franklin, Waugh, of Surry, and
Holderby, of Rockingham, in the House,
and by Messrs. Thornton, Wiggins and
Hall in the Senate. .
