What Congress Means to Do.
Forney ays in his last letter to hia

Philadelphia paper :

There seems to bo little doubt that
Congress will, at an early day, declare that
three-fourth- s of the adheriDg States are
sufficient for the ratification of the new
Constitutional Amendment. Upon this
just and opportune declaration, reconstruc
tion will proceed surely, if not rapidly. If
tho revolted and subsequently conquered
States continue to refuse to accept the
terms of this amendment, they will be gov-erne- tl

as rebellious communities, and held
in subjection until they republicanize them-
selves. The settled policy of Congress may
thus be confidently anticipated."

A Useful Invention.
A very useful invention for windows, dis-

pensing with box frames and weights, has
been introduced into this city, which prom-
ises to be generally adopted for public and
private buildiDgs. On each side of the up-
per and lower sashes is a rack representing
a straight cog, which works on a spur wheel
in the centre of tho frame. The whole is
held by a spring lock in the lower part of
the frame, ami by pressing lightly upon
that, the sashes can be raised or lowered at
pleasure, and to any height. Each sash
acts us a balance on the other, and by rais-
ing tho lower sash the upper one can bo
brought down any required distance. For
purposes of washing or glazing, the win-
dows can be removed from the frame in a
minute, and returned to their proper places
in th.e same space of time. It it as easily
applied to ohl windows as new ones, and
the cost is not ten per cent, of that of
weigh ts.

its importance; for, if true, republican
government is a failure, and there is an end
of liberty regulated by law. Martial law,
established on such basis, destroys every
guarantee of the constitution, and effectu-
ally renders the "military independent of
and superior to the civil power " the at-
tempt to do which by the King of Great
Britain was deemed by our fathers such an
offence that they assigned it to the world
as one of tho causes which impelled them
to declare their independence. Civil liber-
ty and this kind of martial law cannot en-
dure together; the antagonism is irreconci-
lable, and in the conflict one or the other
must perish.

It is difficult to see how the safety of the
country required martial law in Indiana.
If any of her citizens were xilotting treason
the power of arrest could secure them until
the government was prepared for their tri-
al when the courts were open and ready to
try them. It was as easy to protect wit-
nesses before a civil as a military tribunal ;

and as there could be no wish to convict
except on sufficient legal evidence, surely
an ordained and established court was bet-
ter able to judge of this than a military tri-
bunal composed of gentlemen not trained
to the profession of the law.

Chief Justice Chase, in delivering the
dissenting opinion, says that the third ques-
tion, namely: "Had the military commis-
sion in Indiana, under the facts stated, ju-

risdiction to try and sentence Milligan ?"
must be answered negatively, is an unavoid-
able inference from affirmative answers to
the two others. The military commission
could not have jurisdiction to try and sen-
tence Milligan, if he could not be detained
in prison under his original arrest or sen-
tence, alter the close of the session of the
grand jury without indictment or other
proceeding against him.

He also says emphatically : " We think
that Congress had power, though not ex-
ercised, to authorize the military commis-
sion whi;h was held in Indiana, but we do
not put our opinion, that Congress might
authorize such a military commission as
was held in Indiana, upon the power to
provide for the government of the nation-
al forces. We by no means assert that
Congress can establish and apply tho laws
if war where no war has been declared or

exists."

The Deeision of the Snpreme Court in the
Case of Millisjan.

Washington', Deo. 31. The opinions
pronounced by the Judges of the Supreme
Court of the United States on the 17th of
December, in tho case ex parte of Lambdin
P. Milligan, declaring the illegality of his
trial, for alleged conspiracy, before a mili-
tary commission in Indiana, and, in effect,
ordering his discharge from prison; he hav-
ing been convicted and condemned to
death, have been printed and published.
The case, it will bo remei - bored, was
brought before the United States Sup i erne
Court on a certificate of a division of opin-
ion of the two Judges of the United States
Circuit Court of Indiana.

There are two opinions of the court.
The one read by associate Justice Davis is
elaborate in its defence of the constitution
and the rights of citizens, and their pro-
tection in person and property. As has
been stated, all the members of the Su-

preme Court agree upon the point relating
to habeas corpus, and to the question,
" Ought the court to issue a writ of habeas
corpus and order his release ?" On these
two questions there was no difference of
opinion. The third question, " Had the
military commission the right to try Milli-
gan ?" produced the dissenting opinion,
which was read by Chief Justice Chase for
himself, and Associates Wayne, Swayne
and Miller, a minority of the court. In ad-

dition to the points already given of Mr.
Justice Davis' opinion, the following ex-
tracts are made touching the controlling
question in the case, of the jurisdiction of
the military commission to try him and le-

gally punish him, he being a citizen of In-
diana and never a soldier or sailor. Judge
Davis says :

No graver question was ever considered
by this court, nor one which more nearly
concerns the rights of the whole people ; it
is the birthright of every American citizen,
when charged with crime, to be tried and
punished according to law. The power of
punishment is alone through the means
which the laws have provided for that pur-
pose, and if they are ineffectual, there is
an immunity from punishment, no matter
how great an offender the individual may-
be, or how much his crimes may have shock-
ed the sense of justice of the country, or
endangered its safety. By the protection
of the law human rights are secured ; with-
draw that protection, and they are at the

A. Joint Resolution Introduced in Congrcn
to Provide four Tcrritoriul Government
for Texas.

"vfAsniNGTos, D. C, Jan. 3.
Mr. Bunday, of Iowa, introduced the following

joint resolution for tho establisdmient of four ter-

ritorial governments within the so-call- ed State of
Texas :

Whkkeas, By a joint reeolution approved March
1st, 18-15- that the District heretofore known as
tho State of Texas, was admitted info the Union,
and wrongfully permitted to reLai;; her own right
to the said State and all unsettled lands within the
limits of the territory thereof, consisting of 237,
000 miles, all of which were acquired by common
treasuro, sacrifice and blood of tho people of the
yhole Union ; and whereas the people inhabiting
the said territory, occupying said lands, joined
the inhabitants of other insurrectionary districts
waging war against tho government and people
of the United States, thereby forfeiting their po-

litical rights as citizens of ihe States of the Union,
and destroying the practical relations of the said
State of Texas with the government of tho United
States to the extent that all territorial rights
and possessions appertaining to be exercised
or enjoyed by the people of said State of Texas
became and remained forfeited and lost to them
by reason of their acts of treason and rebellion aa
aforesaid ; and, whereas, the people and the pub-

lic authority have been and still are disposing of
the public lauds remaining unsettled therin, not
only in a reckless and imprudent manner, but to
persons who have been arid are still disloyal to the
Government of the United States, and as rewards
for treason and rebellion against the sani ; aud
whereas, the people and public authority of
said district, in defiance ol all law, mu-

nicipal and divine, have and are still com.
mltting every species of violence and outrage
upon each other, and more particularly upon
the Union men and freedmen within the borders
and whereas said district of Texas has been and is
now the resort ami refuge of desperate and lawless
characters and criminals, so that the very name
by which that country is recognized, is a name
throughout all the laud suggestive of the penal
colony of the world, and ihe name and history
thereor, indicating little else than bloodshed in
gratitude for violence and wrong,

Therefore, to the end tLt the political power
public domain thereof may not further strengthen
the hands, and advance the purpose of those who
hitherto have been, ami are now, most active, un-

tiring and malignant foes to the liberty and Union
of the States, and with the view of a speedy set-

tlement of the entire region of the said district
with a loyal aud industrious people, and for the
purpose of establishing justice, and the enactment
and executing of laws maintaining order and se-

curing tranquility therein, it is

Iieso'ved, That tho said district, heretofore
known as tho State of Texas, be divided into
four territories, with a suitable government pro-

vided, therefore respectively. The Northern divi-

sion or any portion thereof shall be called (he terri-
tory of Brazoria, and shall consist of all of the saiil
district North of the 32d parallel, North latitude ;

the Western division or poriion thereof shall be
called the territory of Brazos, with the river Bra-

zos for its Wet tern boundary, and be bounded on
the East by the river Guadalupe, at its intersection
with the 30th parallel, North latitude, and then by
right line to the intersection of the 32d parraiiel
of North latitude, with the 21th merid an degree
of longitude West from Washington ; the Western
division shall be called the territory of Saline,
having the river of that name as its Eastern boun-darj- T,

aud be bound on tho Wett by a line drawn
fron the South Western extension of Galveston
Island at low water at tho intersection of the
32d para'.el North latitude with the 20th degree of
longitude West from Washington ; the Middle di-

vision shall be called the territory of Lincoln,
bound East and West by the territories of Brazo-
ria and Sabii.e, the last mentioned three territo-
ries to be bounded North by said territory of Bra-

zoria, and, having the gulf of Mexico on the South
and Southeast thereby ; aud th.t, when any Of
said territories have sufficient population to enti
tie them to be represented in the Congress of
the United States, of not less than one hundred
and twenty-fiv- e thousand persons, and shall, by a
convention duly called for that purpose, composed
of delegates voted for and elected by the loyal
male persons of 21 years ef age and upwards, hav-

ing resided iu the territory six months, and who
have not been convicted iu a famous crime, or
a lunatic or pauper, shall have adopted a con-

stitution, republican in form, and the constitu-
tional amendment proposed by the 39th Congress
at its first session thereof, shall be eligible to ad-

mission into the Union, and, upon the election of
members of Congress who can duly qualify, shall
be admitted to the Union upon an equality with
the other States thereof. The civil governments
of the said territories shall asseminate to the same
governments of other territories of the Union, and
until such governments are provided, the govern-
ment and laws of Texas shall remain in full au-

thority and force ; and that all sales of grants of
and hereafter made in Texas by the public au-

thorities thereof to disloyal persons or enemies of
the government of the United States, shall be null
and void, and the right of pre-empti- on to any of
the public lands therein under the laws thereof,
shall not be enquired into to the benefit of such
person or persons.

born, and those who had cast their fortunes
in our midst. This was as it should be.
When tho passions excited by the war had
subsided and the good sense of the people
allowed to assert itself, it would be so
everywhere.

lie did not intend to make a set speech ;

the occasion did not require it, and there
were many substantial reasons why he
should not. It was cold and disagreeable,
and he would have compassion on the ladies,
who rarely could be silent long enough to
listen to a speech.

lie then alluded brielly to the institution
of chivalry ; it had served its purpose and
passed away, but the principles of honor,
courtesy and charity should be forever
prized and cherished.

Mr. B. P. Boiling, of Mississippi,
made a very happy speech, welcoming the
party to the State, ami assuring all that
the'y would not receive any indignity on
account of past political opinion.

Senator Wade was called upon to make a
speech, and though very weak and sadly
worn, he at last consented, and responded
in a very kind vein. He assured the peo
ple of the South that we of tho North only t

wanted such action as would secure tn the
nation refraternization, and a return of the
kindnesses that existed before the war.
He (Senator Waile) said that all tho North
wanted was harmony and kind relations be-
tween the sections.

To-da- y the citizens of New Orleans gave
a dinner to the members of Congress who
have arrived anel the expressions of good
feeling were of the very kindest character,
anel from the most prominent.

The party then visited every place of in-
terest, and were well receiveel. They visi-
ted the race-trac- k anil levees. The citizens
treated all kindly.

New Orleans, December 28. At eleven
o'clock to-da- y a committee of the Common
Council, accompanied by several prominent
citizens, tendered the hospitalities of the
city to the excursionists, and invited them
to a public dinner at seven o'clock, which
has been accepted.

here peace exists, the laws ol peace
must prevail. What we do maintain is,
that when the nation is involved in. war,
and some portions of the country are in-
vaded, and all are exposed to invasion, it
is within the power of Congress to deter-
mine in what States or districts such great
and imminent public danger exists as jus-
tifies the authorization of military tribu-
nals for the trial of crimes and offences
against the discipline or security of the
army, or against the public safety.

In Indiana, for example, at the time of
the arrest of Mi ligan and his

it is established by the papers in the
record that the State was a military district,
was the theatre of military operations, had
been actually invaded, and was constantly
threatened with invasion. It appears, also,
that a powerful secret association, composed
of citizens and others, existed within the
State, under military organization, con-
spiring against the draft, and plotting in-
surrection, the liberation of the prisoners
of war at various depots, the seizure of the
State and national arsenals, armed

with the enemy, and war against the
national government.

We cannot doubt that, in such a time of
public danger, Congress had power, under
the Constitution, to provide for the organ-
ization of a military commission, and for
trial by that commission of persons en-
gaged in this conspiracy. The fact that
the Federal courts were open was regarded
by Congress as a sufficient reason for not
exercising the power ; but that fact could
not deprive; Congress of the right to exer-
cise it. Those courts might be open and
undisturbed in tiie execution of their func-
tions, and yet wholly incompetent to avert
threatened danger, or to punish, with ade-
quate promptitute and certainty the guilty
conspirators.

In Indiana tiie judges and officers of the
courts were loyal to the Government. But
it might have been otherwise. In times of
rebellion and civil war it may of ten happen,
indeed, that judges and marshals will be in
active sympathy with the rebels, and courts
their most efficient allies.

We have confined ourselves to the ques-
tion of power. It was for Congress to de-
termine the question of expediency, and
Congress did determine it. That body did
not see fit to authorize trials by military
commission in Indiana, but by the strong-
est implication prohibited them. WTith
that prohibition we are satisfied, and
should have remained silent if the answers
to the question certified had been put on
that ground, without denial of the exis-
tence of a power which we believe to be
constitutional and important to the public
safety a denial which, as we have already
mggested, seems to draw in question the
power of Congress to protect from prose-
cution the members of military commis-
sions who acted in obedience to their su-
perior officers, and whose action, whether
warranted by law or not, was approved by
that upright and patriotic President under
whose administration the llepublic was
rescued from threatened destruction.

We think that the power of Congress in
such times and in such localities, to author-
ize trials for crimes against the security
and safety of the national forces, may be
derived from its constitutional authority to
raise and support armies and to declare
war, if not from its constitutional authori-
ty to provide for governing the national
forces.

We have no apprehension that this pow-
er, under our American system of govern-
ment, in which all official authority is de-

rived from the people, find exercised un-

der direct responsibility to the people, is
more likely to be abused than the power to
regulate commerce or the power to borrow
money. And we are unwilling to give our
assent by silence to expressions of opinion
which seem to us calculated, though not in-

tended, to cripple the constitutional powers
of tl.e government, and to augment the
pubb.c dangers in times of invasion and re-

bellion.
Mr. Justice Wayne, Mr. 'ustice S.vayne

and Mr. Justice Miller concur with rue in
these views.

mercy of wicked rulers, or the ciamor ol
an excited people. If there was law to jus-
tify this military trial, it is not our pro-
vince to interfere ; if there was not, it is
our duty to declare the nullity of the whole
proceedings. The decision of this ques-
tion does not depend on argument or judi-
cial precedents, numerous and highly illus-
trative as they are.

These precedents inform us of the extent
of the struggle to preserve liberty and to
relieve those in civil life from military
trials. The founders of our government
were familiar with the history of that strug-
gle, and secured in a written constitution
every right which the people had wrested
from power during f . contest of ages. By
that constitution and the laws authorized
by it, this question must be determined.
The provisions of that instrument on the
administration of criminal justice are too
plain and direct to leave room for miscon-
struction or doubt of their meaning. Those
applicable to this case are found in that
clause of the original constitution which
says " that the trial of all crimes, except in
cases of impeachment, shall be by jury
and in the 1th, 5th and Gth articles of the
amendments. The fourth proclaims the
right to be secure in person and effects
against unreasonable search and seizure ;

and directs that a judicial warrant shall not
issue ''without proof of probable cause,
supported by oath or affirmation." The
fifth declares " that no person shall be held
to answer for a capital or otherwise infa-
mous crime unless on presentment bv a
grand jury, except in cases arising in the
land or naval forces, or in the militia,
when in actual service in time of war or
public danger, nor be deprived of life, lib-
erty, or property without due process of
law." And the sixth guarantees the right
of trial by jury in such manner and with
such regulations that with upright judges,
impartial juries, and au able bur, the inno-
cent will bo saved and guilty punished. Jt
is in these words : " In all eiiniiua. prose-
cutions the accused shall enjoy the right to
a speedy and public trial by an impartial
jury of the State and district wherein the
crime shall have been committed, which
district shall have been previously ascer-
tained by law, and to be informed of the
nature and cause of the accusation, to be
confronted with the witnesses against him
to have compulsory process for obtaining
witnesses in his favor, and to have tha as-

sistance of counsel for his defense."
The constitution of the United States is

a law for rulers and people, equally in war
and in peace, and covers with the shield of
its protection all classes of men at all times
and under all circumstances. No doctrine
involving more pernicious consequences,
was ever invented by the wit of man that
any of its provisions can be suspended du-
ring any of the great exigences of govern-
ment. Such a doctrine leads directly to
anarchy or despotism, but the theory of ne-

cessity on which it is based is false, for the
Government, within the Constitution, has
all the powers granted to it, which are ne-

cessary to preserve its existence, as has
been happily proved by the result of the
great effort to throw off its just authority.

A guarantee of freedom was broken when
Milligan was denied a trial by jury. The
great minds of the country have differed on
the correct interpretation to be given to
various provisions of the Federal Constitu-
tion; and judicial decision has been often
invoked to settle their true meaning; but
until recently no one ever doubted that the
right of trial by jury was fortified in the or-

ganic law against the power of attack. It
is now assailed; but if ideas can be express-
ed in words, and language has any mean-
ing, this right one of the most valuable in
a free country is preserved to every one
accused of crime who is not attached to the
army or navy or military in actual service.

It is claimed that martial law covers with
its broad mantle the proceedings of this
military commission. The proposition is
this: That in a time of war the commander
of an armed force (if in his opinion the ex-
igencies of the country demand it, and of
which he is to judge,) has the power, with-
in the lines of his military district, to sus-
pend all civil rights and their remedies,
and subject citizens, as well as soldiers, to
the rule of his will, and, in the exercise of
his lawful authority, cannot be restrained,
except by his superior officer or the Presi-
dent of the United States. If this position
is sound to the extent claimed, then when
war exists, foreign or domestic, and the
country is subdivided into military depart-
ments for mere convenience, the comman-
der of one of them can, if he chooses, with-
in hia limits, on the plea of necessity, with
the approval of the Executive, substitute
military force for and to the exclusion of
the lawe, and punish all persons as he thinks
right and proper, without fixed or certain
rules.

The statement of this proposition shows
