The Lottery Mania Another Great
"Knterprise."

It was expected that the success of the
late Crosby lottery, as a money-makin- g

concern, would turn the attention of a good
many enterprising gamblers to that branch
of business. And now. following close
upon the brilliant Chicago affair, we have
another incentive to dashing nnd compre-
hensive efforts on the part of the gambling
fraternity, in the drawing of what is called
the great ' Union Home and School " lot-
tery, in New York city, on Monday ; all in
the sweet name of charity, benevolence,
and good morals. The drawing took place
at Cooper Institute, which was crowded
to repletion with, anxiously expectant tick-
et holders, male and female, the bait
being an array of prizes ranging from
$10,000 in greenbacks down to 81, the in-
termediate morsels being an 88,000 Harlem
residence, 87,250 ditto in Brooklyn, and
others at 83,000, town lots at 81,500, car-
riage and horses at 82,500, greenbacks in
81,000, 8500, 8250, and 8100 lots, with
grand pianos, watches, tea-service- s, pic-
tures, books, &c. Such were the irresisti-
ble materialistic attractions, apart from the
appealing charity in behalf of the "Home,"
which a humane and patriotic people would
not attempt to resist. Of course there was
no little gentleman in black at the elbow of
any one, prompting a covetous spirit of ac-

quisition in regard to the 810,000 of green-
backs or any other of the attractive prizes,
when a ticket was purchased ; it was all for
the good of the Home and its inmates.
Ticket 360,702, won the ten thousand dol-
lars, and some thirty other prizes, ranging
downwards to 8250, were drawn, besides
innumerable lesser ones, the scheme being
so munificent that everybody was to have
something. Thus lottery gambling, under
the guise of benevolence, continues to
flourish, and the indications are that unless
the laws are enforced against it wherever
such exist, it will soon become quite com-
mon iu all parts of the country. The New
York Sun says :

Tlie Cretan Rebellion Unreliability or
Advices folly of American Intervention.

Since the establishment of the ocean tel-
egraph our morning presses are furnished
daily with what is termed "news " from all
parts of Christendom across the seas. Like
the telegrams of our continent, some are
facts of importance; others aro of a warped
political character, and therefore unfit to
be sent or published; and others are yet
thoroughly trifling and insignificant to the
intelligent reader. One of the ablest news-
paper publishers of this country once justly
remarked that hosts of items got general
publicity through the telegraph, which

I would never be republished had they come
through exchanges or by correspondents.

While it is the duty of the press to give
the " age and body of the times," it is not
less true that multitudes of items are un-
worthy of record.

Recurring to the subject of ocean tele-
grams, in connection with what is before
said, it may be stated that they are especi-
ally full of phrases like the following : "It
is rumored" "it is reported": "it is
said" "it is thought. "" it is felt"
" events indicate " " Government un-
doubtedly has knowledge." These, with a
host of like phrases, so confuse the mind
that the public rarely cares to read the sub-
stantial and reliable European newspaper
articles that reach us a couple of weeks
after the despatches in question. Besides,
in the meantime everything becomes mud-
dled in the mind by the receipt of other
despatches. Therefore a person to bo well
and thoroughly informed as to European
and Asiatic affairs, should confine his read-
ing to the newspaper accounts received by
steamer.

Applying this matter practically to the
Cretan revolution, or the Greek aid to it,
the question arises as to what the Sublime
Porte has asked of the great powers, and
what has been the action of the latter.

We recollect to have seen an amnesty
proclamation by a Turkish commander of
some sort to insurgent Cretans which was
replete with sentiments that it were well
for the destructive element in Congress to
read and ponder for profit and instruction.
The true cause of the insurrection, and of
what has transpired, is more or less en-
shrouded by the gloom cast over the whole
matter by the sort of accounts that we get
by telegram from Europe.

The supposition would be that, if there
has been remarkable atrocity or barbarity
by the Turks, or much in the hostilities out
of the ordinary run of the wars of the
Christian nations of Europe, there would
be summary armed intervention by one or
more oi the gre it powers. At any rate, as
things stand, the disturbed, divided, har-rasse- d,

and distressed United States of
America ought to be relieved, just at pre-
sent, at least, from interposing, in any
manner, in what the country so little un-
derstands.

The superabundance of service in words,
not acts, that was exhibited by the people
of the Ur.ted States during the Greek re-

volution, the Polish revolution, the Hun-
garian rebellion, and the Irish rebellion,
should be lessons to wain us of the folly of
our taking up any cause of quarrel between
nations several thousands of miles off,
across the seas. Our Radical brethren are
most forward in this sort of thing ; yet, if
their statements be true, a worse rebellion,
with more cruelty, bloodshed, and other
atrocities, exists in the South than is all the
world else.

Mr. Ashley, of Ohio, thinks the present
" counter revolution, led by the President,
in the South is worse than the last armed
rebellion." He wants existing State gov-
ernments there destroyed for sixty days at
least, and cares not for what may happen
of crime in that period. He desires that
the army and navy shall execute laws of
their own making, we suppose.

Let us ask the comprehensive statesman
from the Toledo district in Ohio a question :

If the present "counter revolution led by
the President" be worse than the armed
one which called into the field (according
to a reported conversation of Mr. Stanton)
2,000,000 of men, exacted 300,000 lives, and
made 300,000 cripples, at a cost, according
to Mr. Thaddeus Stevens, of $5,000,000,000,
how many of soldiers, how many of lives,
how many of cripples, and how much of
treasure will be required to put down the
"present counter revolution led by the
President, which is worse than the armed
rebellion ?"

But if the statements of the destructives
be entirely unsustained by facts as to the
alleged atrocities at the South, yet ifc is cer-
tain that enough of sad affliction, privation,
desolation, disease and destitution do ex-

ist to call for the entire attention and aid of
the country rather than for what relates to
the Cretan rebellion with its complications.

Mr. BrEAKEr. : I rise sir, to a privilege ques-
tion and desire the Clerk to do me the favor to
read the article marked in tbe North Carolina
Standard of tlie 24th Dee. 186G, which statements
have never been denied.

3Ir speaker, yon will probably recollect, and
this House wiil recollect, t hat on tho day of elec-
tion for Senator of the United States, I put in
lHuninaticn, and made a speech proposing the
claims of the Hon. John Pool, for that distinguish-
ed position ; before I did so, however, I had an
interview with that gentleman, and learned, as I
supposed his real feelings and opinions in refer-
ence to the "Howard amendment" and other kin-
dred subjects.

I approached him frankly and cordially, as I al-

ways do a warm personal and political friend. I
told Mr. Tool that 1 was glad to meet up with him

that I had called at his room several times, but
found him absent. I said to him that I wa?itedto
vote for him, an 1 if you are opposed to the "How-
ard Amendment " I will do so, and think you will
ultimately be elected. I told Mr. Pool that I could
not and would not vote for any living man who was
for it, or for anything like it, but that rumor was
busy against him. Ho laid one or both of his
hands upon my shoulder and said, in substance,
that be was glad to have an opportunity of set-
ting himself right, and declared that be was as
much opposed to the Howard Amendment" as I
could be and was glad to know that he and I oc-
cupied the same ground." I expressed myself
satisfied, whereupon be asked mo to nominate
him ; I did so ; I spoke and voted for him ev ry
ballot, and would have done so until "Gabriel had
blown ;" for if there is any distinguishing trait in
my character it is to stand firmly by my principles
and myfriends'. I told the people of Wake in the
late canvass that I would not vote for the "Howard
Amendment " or fur any man who was for it, or
for anything like it.

Then, Mr. Speaker, the sequel showa that I was
wofnllv deceived, and that too, by one that I re-
garded as a fast personal and political friend tbe
Hon. John Pool I regret to have to say this, but
it is true, sir; and I fee that it is my privilege and
duty to ask pardon of this House for the state-
ments I made and tbe votes I gave on that occa-
sion. I feci, sir, that it ia my duty to ask pardon
of my two colleagues upon this floor, whom I de--
col vm and misled injthat matter, and abovaall, Mr.
Speaker, 1 feel that I owe ifc to my constituents,
the good, the intelligent, the honest, the confid-
ing, the patriotic freemen of Wake ccunty, whom I
have theihonorin part to represent upon this floor.
to declare that I regret that vote more than any
polit ical act of my life and but for the deception
practiced upon me, should have been the last man
to have given it.

Mr. Speaker, my resolutions in reference to the
loyalty of the people of this State, my votes, my
whole legislative record, shows that I" was impo-
sed upon. 1 feel, sir, in my heart, that they will
forgive me for I havo represented this people for
a long time. I have never deceived them I have
never t'dd them an untruth and I never will.
They have given me as high as 1,700 majority
against the most formidable opposition, and I am
here to-da- y, sir, because they have confidence in
my integrity and my political honesty. I am a
Union man to-da- y, and this, sir, is the best evi-
dence of tho loyalty of my people, for nearly all of
them voted for me.

I can truthfully say, there lias not been a day or
an hour since the first gun was fired at Fort Sum-
ter, since the attempted secession of orth Car-
olina up to the surrender of Generals Lee and
Johnston, that I would not gladly have returned
to tho government we attempted" to leave ; but I
want it distinctly understood, sir, that I am no un-
conditional Union man, (in tho present accepta-
tion of that term.) I was not a Union man in lbGl,
'2,-'- 3 and '4, for the purpose of disfranchising white
men and enfranchising black men. I deteBt a
white man with negro principles, at all times, and
have no sympathy with, or respect for, the aban-
doned white wretch, who will voluntarily enter a
respectable negro meeting and by resolution ask
to be made their equal by the Congress of the Uni-
ted States.

Mr. Speaker, I declined being a candidate in
1861 for the Convention, because I could not and
would not vote for the Ordinance of secession. T

lso aecnneu oeing a cauaiuaie xor uiu late Con-
vention, after my friends had presented my name,
for the reason that I knew that we should be re-
quired to rejoice and be exceedingly glad, that we
are robbed of our property; and, sir, my notions
of honesty would not allow me to endorse and
sanction the theft the indiscriminate theft,
which has been perpetrated upon this people.

Mr. Speaker, I have always hated eecession, the
doctrine of secession, (not the honest secessionist)
as 1 do the devil in hell; but, sir, candor compels
me to say, there is nothing comparable on earth
or in hell to rampant liadicalism, North and
South.

An Opportunity lor the President.
The World thinks that the Radicals have

committed a great error in declaring war
against the Supreme Court, and that if this
bill assuming to reverse a decision of the
Supreme Court pass the Senate, it will be
the greatest blunder the Republican party
h is yet made.

his companion, was the sou of
an old friend and acquaintance of
Mr. Gunter's. Mr. G. then said that it
would be best to have their conversation in
the presence of friends, and sent his son, a
boy of fourteen, for some of his neighbors.
Meantime, from the actions and words
dropped by the two men, Mr. Gunter's sus-

picions became aroused, and he resolved to
get away from them if he could. In his at-

tempt to escape, the two desperadoes sprang
toward him with their drawn pistols. They
caught him, and the children commenced
screaming, the young son returning about
this time without any of the neighbors.
The ruffians let go their hold, but kept their
cocked pistols presented to Mr. G.'s head.
Miller and Maxheld again laid violent hands
on Mr. Gunter and forced him to go with
them. As they started ofi' Miss Mariaiina
Gunter seized her latner s chopping axe,
determined to defend her parent to the last
extremity.

The two men carried her father up a Jane
skirted by some woods, to a spot ...bout
three hundred yards from the house, the
intrepid Marian na following with the axe
and watching every movement. The ruf-
fians now halted and ordered Mr. Gunter to
puli off his shirt. This he refused to do,
and they commenced beating him soundly,
and kept it up until the old gentleman be-

came insensible. The daughter, Mariauna,
at this time came to the spot, axe in hand,
resolved to do or die. Picture, if you can,
a young girl of nineteen, by " the moon-
beam's misty light," and in the public road,
unprotected save by her intrepid soul
and lofty courage, brandishing a rude
woodman's axe in the face of two stalwart
ruffians in defence of her father. She was
met by Miller, who ordered her to retire.

She replied by a blow with the axe, that
cut the collar bone in two; blow followed
blow iu quick succession, till tho man was
prostrateed to the ground, covered with
gashes. Maxfield was at that instant in the
act of shooting her father. She sprang to-

wards him, snatched the pistol and threw it
aside. With energy and desperation she
seized Maxfield by the hair, and with the
aid of her young brother, felled him to the
earth. Again she applied the bloody axe,
and three frightful gashes left the blood
oozing from where the skull had been split.
The third man with the horses came up,
but the father recovering, he escaped. Mr.
Gunter, his brave daughter, and little son
returned to the house.

The two men who had felt the edge of
Marianna's fatal axe lay in the road welter-
ing in their blood, till morning, when they
were carried to a house some distance Irom
the bloody rencontre. At this house they
both died of their wounds. Miller linger-
ed in great agony for fourteen days, and
died ; Maxfield died in four days af-

ter receiving his wounds. The old gen-
tleman, his daughter and son immediately
left for Kentucky, though they have since
been back to their home. The father and the
heroic daughter are now in Nashville, ex-

cellent characters for integrity, honesty and
veracity, and the statement made in the
foregoing is corroborated by many persons
who are cognizant of the facts. History,
romance and poetry may be sought in vain
for a loftier exhibition of courage, or for a
display of deeper parental devotion, than
was evinced by this young girl on that
terrible and trying April night.

Two
or three of them, under the style of a firm,
go to the managers of some charitable so-

ciety, under the control oi ladies, and pro-
pose to get up a gift pi 'ion for the

'benefit of the said society Vho gamblers
being sharp and shrewd, url the ladies in-
genuous, it is not difficult for the former to
get permission to use the names of the lat-
ter in connection with the enterprise. The
consequence is that a scheme is presented
to the public, with a strong appeal for
"this noble charity" and the gamblers
soon find money flowing in upon them.
But it never flows out again, except in
comparatively small amounts, for the gam-bier- s

take the lion's share. This species of
rascality has become so common that it is
high time for the authorities to interfere
and put a stop to it. It is just as unlawful
as faro-playin- g, and there is no reason why
it should be longer tolerated. It is swin-
dling many poor people out of their money,
spreading a taste for gambling, drawing
the unwary into the meshes of rascals, and
we therefore call upon the authorities to at
once close them up, by injunctions or oth-
erwise."

Other Journals also, liavlng the good of
the mass of the community at heart, are
expressing their fears that the extraordina-
ry success which has attended the efforts of
the getters-u- p of the two great lotteries, and
the prodigious sums which have been real-
ized by their projectors, will lead to the
sudden multiplication of schemes of a simi-
lar and illegal character, and to a still furth-
er extension of the gambling practices now
spreading so fearfully in this country. For,
in both cases that of the Crosby Opera
House and the "Union Home" the big-
gest prizes did not fall to the lot of any tick-et- h

older. Crosby, according to tlie ac-

counts sent us from Chicago, has cleared
on his operation something over half a mil-
lion of dollars ; or if we admit the valuation
now put upon the Opera House, which he
has bought back, his prize was nearly thrice
as heavy as that won by the famous A. H.
Lee. In like manner, the amount that will
accrue to the "Union Home " from the lot-

tery of Monday is estimated, the New York
Times says, at from eighty to one hundred
thousand dollars or ten times as large a
prize as fell to the winner of the ten thou-
sand greenbacks. Of course this is not a
novel feature in the lottery business. It is
the result in all sharply-conducte- d lotteries,
and it is the hot stimulus which is forever
leading their projectors to such desperate
efforts to override or evade the State laws
prohibiting them.

On this the New York Times says:
"If every man who has an opera house

or any other house to dispose of, can issue
and sell tickets to ten times its value, and
pocket more than half the proceeds; and if
every ' charity ' that needs to replenish its
coffers can do so after the fashion of the

Union Home,' then certainly all business
and beneficence will very soon be conduc-
ted in this style unless, indeed, the pro-
hibitory laws should somehow get them-
selves enforced."

At the drawing in New York high State
functionaries and generals took part in
conducting the affair, and Gen. Van Vleit,
who presided at the drawing, said: "The
object was so noble that we devoted our
time freely and lent our names to the un-
dertaking, when otherwise we would not
have had anything to do with it." But
we canuot see that this alters the case in
a legal any more than iu a moral point
of view. Every subsequent scheme will
claim, or will have, a charitable object,
if it be necessary just, indeed, as used
to bo the case with a great part of them
when lotteries were legalized by our State
laws. The Times says it already hears of
others under way with the "noblest"
pretensions, although the schemers who
are at their bottom would never be sus-
pected of devoting themselves to such
purposes. Balto. Sun.

Destruction of Bonds.

Over eleven million dollars' worth of
Five-twent- y bonds were destroyed at the
Treasury Department a short time ago.
These bonds were printed for issue, but
upon an examination of the books it was
found that nearly the whole number author-
ized by law had been issued, and, there-
fore, those on hand were destroyed. Some
were printed on one side only, others were
disfigured on the press, and a number were
ready to be registered. No bonds are now
beiug issued, except a few authorized by
law of 1865.

While
the English savans were preparing to de-
termine, by the cable, the difference of
longitude between England and this coun-
try, and the French were discussing the
best methods, Dr. Gould, of this country,
stepped in, invented several ingenious de-

vices to facilitate his operations, and has
solved the problem within four-hundredt- hs

of a second. It was determined by means
of some fifty-od- d chronometers, making re-

peated voyages from 1849 to 1855, within
nineteen-hundredth- s of a second, and now
this has been reduced to four, which in a
distance of nineteen hundred miles would
lead to an error of less than forty feet.
