Yet, at the present time, France can

hardly be considered as upon a sufficient
war footing to cope successfully with Prus-
sia. The late military operations of the
latter power have not only raised it again
to the former iroud position attained by
Frederie William, but the success of those
operations has established for it a prestige
founded upon tho actual reality, that is
ono of the greatest elements of succecs ia a
campaign. Prussia is now feared, as well
as hated by the second great Napoleon, and
that astute leader will hardly venture upon
war, even backed as he is by the lull tide
of tho public opinion in France, until he is
fully prepared to meet Bismarck iu the field.
The former power is, at this time, moat
certainly the stronger of the two. The vast
resources of men and material developed
by the lato war, wero not only not allowed
to dwindle away, but they have been in-

creased and improved, and Prussia stands,
at this day, in a position second to that of
no power on the continent of Europe.

On tho contrary, the great question of
military in Franco still re-

mains unsettled, and vast efforts ntu&t be
made before tho iirst .standard can bo
reached. That theso efiorts will be made,
and that a complete and thorough organi-
zation cf tho French army will be tho re-sui- t,

the known character and energy of
Napoleon give us every reason to believe.
Yet there is much to bo done, and an im-

mense armament to bo provided. In tho
event of a war, tho initiatory step must bo
taken by France, and the possession of the
fortress of Luxemburg will probably bo tho
first object for contention. France, there
fore, acting as the aggressive power, will
most undoubtedly need every energy which
sho can bring into tho field.

At all events, war will hardly occur this
summer. Tho vast preparations needed
cannot bo completed before the close of
this, or tho commencement of the ensuing
year, and in the meantime all good men
should hope that an amicable adjustment
may bo arrived at.

Baltimore Election.
An election was held in Baltimore on

Wednesday, on the propriety of calling a
State and Constitutional Convention. The
ballot was classed as a fair but not a full
vote. The entire vote cast in the city on
the issue was 20,136, of which 11,013 were
for, and 9,123 against, which gives a majority
of 1,890 for the holding of a Convention.
This vote was polled, and is to be taken, as
a deliberate expression of the opinions of
the people of Baltimore on this snbject,
yet it falls far short of the number of names
recorded on the poll registry, which shows
a total of 29,380 names. The deficiency of

How often have we
read during the war that ladies, going
South, had been arrested and placed in tho
Old Capitol Prison by tho Union authori-
ties, because some quinine or other medi-
cines had been found concealed iu their
petticoats ! Our navy prevented tho in-

gress of medical stores from the seaside,
and our troops repeatedly destroyed drug-
stores, and even tho supplies of private-physician-

in tho South. Thus the scaici-t- y

of medicines became general all over the
South. Surgeon J. C. Pilot writes, Sep-
tember G, 18G1, from Audersonville, (this
letter was produced by the Judgc Advocate
in the Wirz trial): "We havo but little
more than the indigenous bark and roots
Aviih which to treat the numerous forms of
disease to Avhich our attention is daily call-
ed. For the treatment of wounds, ulcers,
etc., we have literally nothing, except wa-

ter. Our wards, some of them, are wild
Avith gangrene, and avo are compelled to
fold our arms and look quietly upon its ra-vag-

That provisions in tho South were scarce
will astonish nobody, when it is remember-
ed hoAv the Avar was carried on. General
Sheridan boasted iuhis official report, that,
in the Shenandoah valley alone, he burnt
two thousand barns filled with wheat and
com, and all the mills in the Avholo tract of
country; that ho destroyed all factories of
cloth, and killed, or drove off", every ani-
mal, even to the poultry, that could con-
tribute to human sustenance. And thoso
desolations were repeated in different parts
of tho South, and that so thoroughly that
last month, tAvo years after the end of the
war, Congress had to appropriate a million
of dollars, to save the people of thoso re-
gions from actual starvation. The destruc-
tion of railroads and other means of trans-
portation, by Avhich food could bo supplied
by abundant districts to those without it,
increased the difficulties in ving sufficient
food to our prisoners.

Tho Confoderato authorities, aware cf
their inability to sustain their prisoners,
informed the Northern agents of the great
mortality, and urgently requested that the
prisoners should be exchanged, even Avith-o- nt

regard to tho surplus which the Con-
federates had on the exchange rolls from
former exchanges, that is, mau for man.
But our War Department did not consent
to an exchange. They did not want to
"exchange skeletons for healthy men."
Fiually, when all hopes of exchange wero
gono, Colonel Ould, the Confederate Com-
missioner, offered, early in August, 18G1,
to deliver up all the Federal sick and
wounded, without requiring an equivalent
in return, and pledged that the number
would amount to ten or fifteen thousand,
and, if it did not, ho AA Ould make up that
number with well men. Although this of-
fer was made in August, the transportation
was not sent for them (to Savannah) until
December, although ho urged and implored
(to use his own words) that hasto should be
made. During that very period the most
of the deaths at Audersonville occurred.
Congressman Covode, who lost two sons in
Southern prisons, will do well, if he in-
quires whose those "skeletons" were, which
the Hon. Secretary of War did not want to
exchange for healthy men. If he does, he
will hereafter be perhaps bitter against the
people of the South.

But has the North treated her Southern
prisoners so well that she should lift up her
hands, and cry "anathema" ovor the South ?
Mr. Stanton reports to Congress, July 19,
1866, that of Southern prisoners there died
in the North 26,436, and of Northern pris-
oners in the South 22,576. What a fearfnl

Iraord!

u. To insure, as far as practicable, the
selection of tit men for registers, the Chief
Justice Avill require, in every case Avhere
his recommendation and nomination is de-

sired, first, a certificate from tho clerk or
judge of the riroper district or territorial
court, or of some State court of record, un-
der seal of the court, that the gentleman
named therein is a counsellor of said court;
and, secondly, u statement in what Con-
gressional district or Territory tho gentle-
man proposed resides, and for what district
or Territory, and for Avhat judicial district,
the recommendation and nomination is de-

sired ; and, thirdly, letters from business
and professional men of the district, State,
or Territory Avho haAe the confidence of
their fellow-citizen- s, each of Avhich letters
must vouch distinctly and fully for the gen-
tleman named (1) in respect to his profes-
sional kuoAvledgo and ability, (2,) in respect
to his personal integrity, and (o) in respect
to his general business capacity.

I. In addition to these, when tho State
is represented in Congress, similar lotters,
if they can be had, arc desired from the
representative of the district, and from the
Senators of the State, or, in the case of a
Territory, from the delegate.

r. No memorials or petitions, or recom-
mendations signed by others than tho Avri-te- r,

are required.
0. All letters upon which any recommen-

dation and nomination may bo made Avill
ba riled by tho Chief Justice in the otiieo of
the clerk of the Supreme Court of the Uni-
ted States.

7. Nominations and recommendations
founded upon testimoiiu furnished as above
required Avill be made as early as practica-
ble after the same shall haAe been receied.
If more than one gentleman in any district
or Territory is thus commended to him,
tho Chief Justice will exercise his discretion
in making tho selection.

t. Only one person Avill be recommend-
ed and nominated in any one Congression-
al district except (1) in the ease that the
courts having the appointing power shall
decline to appoint the persons first recom-
mended and nominated; or (2) in tho case
that after tho act shall havo gone fully into
operatiou tho appointing court thall certi-
fy to tho Chief Justice that the business of
the district cannot be properly dono by ono

! register; or, (3) in some cases, where a Con
gressional district may be partly in one ju-
dicial district and partly in another.

Ratilitution of tlie Knssian-Amciicn- n

Treaty.
The telegraph informs us of the ratifica-

tion by the Senate yesterday, by an almost
unanimous voto, of tho treaty lately con-
cluded by our government with Russia for
the cession to tho United States of all the
possessions of that power on this continent,
known as liussian-Anieric- a. Tho specific
sum to bo paid is $7,200,000, the 2, 000, 000
being added in consideration of a guaran-
tee by Russia to relievo us of any obliga-
tion arising out of the privilege which she
had allowed others of fishing and hunting
in the territory. Tho treaty is based, it is
said, upon a proposition originally made by
this government in the Pierco administra-
tion.

The present acquisition will most probably
prepare the negotiations for tho acquisi-
tion of British Columbia, when we will have
gained tho entire shore of the Pacific, from
51:10 up to tho Polar Sea, with its islands,
fisheries, &o., which in the future are ex-
pected to become essential interests to the
Pacific States, and a convenience altogether
to our great mercantile and military m irine.
To the sixty thousand inhabitants of Rus-
sian America, five-sixth- 3 of whom are Es-
quimaux, the change of mastery will bo
beneficial. Baltimore Sun.

Mes?rs. Editors : Horse stealing has be-

come so prevalent of late, it behooves every
good citizen to assist in every possible way
to abate the evil. Our Postmaster received
an advertisement on Wednesday, describ-
ing a horse thief, and two mules hc had
stolen in Union county, from Mrs. Stewart.
It was soon astertained, that a person suit-
ing the description had passed through
town about an hour before. A party of our
townsmen, under the leadership of Sylvester
Albin, Esq., immediately saddled up and
hastened in pursuit, and after an exciting
race of five miles, overtook the thief, and
ordered him to halt, but knowing the heavy
penalty imposed upon his offense by a re-
cent law, he refused, and leaped off and es-

caped through the woods. The mules were
recovered and brought back to town, where
they await the claim of their rightful own-
ers.

The citizens were on the lookout for the
fugitive, but as yet no information has
been received of his movements, except
that he was last seen making his way to-

wards Whitevilie. The advertisement de-
scribes him as follows : "A white man, me-
dium size, ruddy face, dark moustache,
dark hair, and aged apparently about 25
years. He was wearing dark clothes, shoes
and black felt hat, low crown.

If the community generally would dis-
play like promptness and energy of Mr.
Albin, the offence of horse stealing would
be less frequent in North Carolina.
