The streets between the ceurt roum and

the hotel were densely crowded with per-
sons, white and black, all of whom cheered
loudly as Mr. Davis passed from the car-
riage to the hotel. The windows were
crowded with ladies, who waved their hand-
kerchiefs and manifested great pleasure at
the result of the proceedings in tho court.
Mr. Davis reached tho hotel amidst the
cheers and congratulations of the crowd,
white and colored.

SCENE AT THE HOTEL.
Yesterday afternoon a large number of

Mr. Davis' friends and acquaintances called
at the hotel and offered their congratula-
tions to him. Amongst them was a gentle-
man Ci huge proportions, who came up and
offered his congratulations after this style :

' I am glad to see that you are at liberty ;

I knew they would never do anything with
you ; I how it would be."

Mr. Davis replied, " I c m very glad that
you have not turned out to be a false pro-
phet in this instance."

The gentleman said, " I am a Northern
man with Southern principles, I sympa-
thized with you, and knew how it wouid
be."

Mr. Davis "I am a Southern man with
Southern principles."

Late in the afternoon ho retired to his
rooms and received his company until S P.
M., at which time a number of ladies and
gentlemen called on him and were received
with the courtesy which has always dis-
tinguished him.

Mrs. Davis was with him and bore a part
in the entertainment of their friends.

INCIDENTS.
When the hour arrived yesterday morn-

ing for the distinguished prisoner to be
moved to the courtroom a large number of
persons gathered in front of the hotel. A
company of cavalry was drawn up in the
street to keep the way open for the car-
riage, which was iu front of the ladies en-
trance of the hotel. When the hour for
leaiug the hotel arrived, Captain Millward
in company with Colonel Burton Harrison,
Dr. Minnigerode and the illustrious pris-
oner, passed through the store room and
rear portion of the hotel to the alley, and
there got into the carriage which had been
provided. He had reached tho court be-
fore the crowd in the streot knew that he
had started for that point.

The carriages used on the occasion were
furnished by Mr. William M. Ledley on
Eighth street. The one containing Mr.
Davis, General Br.rton and Dr. Cooper was
driven by Mr. Ledley himself, and the
other by his clerk. It contained General
Grant, Colonel Dupront and Dr. McGill.

Mr. Ledly has not been behind tho fore
most of our citizens in showing his respect
for the illustrious prisoner, and ali'ording
him all the accommodation in his power,
free of charge. All of our citizens showed
the greatest desire to do alJ in their power
to show their respect and veneration for
the man who, for two years, has borne the
sins of a whole people on his shoulders.

MR. DAVIS LEAVES THE CU Y.
Immediately after his discharge, Mr.

Davis sent the following dispatch to his
brother, Joseph S. Davis, at Yicksburg :

" Bichmond, on bail. Will write from
New York."

In accordance with tho previous deter-
mination, ho left the city this mording at
4 o'clock, on the Niagara for New York. He
left the Spootswood hotel last night at 10i
o'clock in a very quiet-way- , and spent the
night on board the boat." His purpose is
to proceed at once to Canada, get his chil-
dren, who are there, and proceed at once
to his home in Mississippi, where he says
he wishes to look after what i3 left of his
estate, educate his children, and spend the
remainder oi his days.

Davis ia to stop at Norfolk and
await Mr. Davis' return from Canada.
