John TP. Mullins, sworn: Has lived in
Fayetteville all his life. Was at the market
house the day Bebee was killed. He was
brought down stairs about a half an hour
after witness got there. Went to hear the
trial but was not allowed. There was noth-
ing particular in the crowd before Bebee
came down that attracted my attention.
Saw Tolar, Powers, Leggitt, Maltsby,
" Monk" and E. P. Powers before Beoee
came down ; did not tee any whispering
tween them. We were all disappointed at
not being allowed to hear the trial, and
many so expressed themselves. Saw Miss
Massie and mother go to the carriage with
Mr. Bond ; saw Mr. Taylor, Cashwelh
Mitchell and John Maltsby go to the car-

riage ; did not see Tolar or Tom Powers go
to it. About the time the carriage drove
off, Bebee came down stairs. Witness was
standing on a bench, near Becky Ben's
stall, when Bebee came down. Thinks Tom
Powers was on the bench with him. John
Maltsby was not on the bench ; up to that
time nothing occurred in the crowd. Just
as Bebee was going out of the main eastern
arch, witness heard some one say, " I de-

mand the prisoner," and heard Ilardie tell
the police to use their clubs, and heard
several blows. Witness followed out and
saw " Monk " with a kuife cutting at the
prisoner. Somebody kept " Monk " off.

asked witness to examine and Bee if it was
loaded. Witness said " all right," but did
not examine it. There were two or three
other pistols drawn in tha crowd. Witness
was frightened, as he'thought that Sheriff
ilardie had been killed. Saw Tolar have
on a pistol, but did not see him have it out;
it was in his belt. When witness said "all
right" to Phillips, he (witness) turned
around to look at the pistol, but Phillips
put it behind him under his coat, It was
a large pistol. Soon after, witness heard
Phillips offer to show it to some one else.
Saw Tolar after the pistol fired ; he 6tood
about the market house a little while and
then witness lost sight of him. Witness
then went up town. Had been summoned
as a witness in this case, and when witness
arrived in Wilmington, on his way up here,
he was told that he was going to be arrest-
ed, and he came up to Raleigh and report-
ed to Gen. Avery, and was turned over to
the officer of the day.

Cross-e.camine- d : Made no agreement
with others to attend Bebee's trial ; heard
of the attempt on Miss Massie,-Sunda- y

evening, maybe before. 3now of no com-

bination to kill Bebee, and did not exp ect
it. Witness father told him not to go as the
blacks might attempt to rescue Bebee ; not
to get into any fuss. Has not seen Tolar in
eight or ten days before ; he had been ab-
sent.

General Hancock, known to the
whole country pa a gallant, able, and pat-
riotic soldier, will, I have no doubt, sustain
his high reputation in any position to
which he may be assigned. If, as you ob-
serve, the Department which he will leave
is a complicated one, I fell confident that
under the guidance and instructions of
General Sherman, General Sheridan will
soon become familiar with it3 necessities,
and will avail iiiinseif of the opportunity
afforded by the Indian troubles for the dis-
play of the energy, enterprise, and daring
which gave him so enviable a reputation
during our recent civil struggle. In as
suming that it is the expressed wish of the
people that General Sheridan should not
be removed from his present command.

Witness was to the rear of Bebeo then,
and about four feet from him ; had moved
his position.

At that time the pistol was
fired to witness' left and front. Samuel A.
Phillips presented the pistol, fired tdrew
it back, held it up a moment and returned
it tp his breast. Witness saw the pistol
fire ; saw the smoke and swears there can
be no doubt about Sam Phillips shooting
it ; that his conscience is clear on the sub-

ject. Witness told this to Mr. Fuller be-

Bebeo was about two feet from the edge
of the pavement when he was shot ; when
the ball struck him he was not standing
straight up, but rather steeping to the
front. Whon witness first saw Sam Phil-
lips, ho was in the act of firing ; he fired
and then drew back the pistol and returned
it under his coat in his pocket. Witness
cannot tell anything about Phillips' cloth-
ing ; ' did not hear Pnillips use any expres-
sion immediately after. There were twq
or three persons between witness and Phil-
lips when the latter fired ; but witness can't
tell who any of them were. Has no ani-
mosity against Sam Phillips", and no par-
ticular friendship for Capt. Tolar. Have
never talked with anybody about this, ex-

cept Mr. Fuller, Counsel for defence. Has
never told a Mr. Pepper that witness did
not know who shot this pistol.

iired it was to the left and front of witness.
Saw three or four pistols there.

Witness admits that he told nothing oi
Philips' pistol to the Coroners Jury ; is
not positive he told Mr. Fuller about Phil-
ips befo.e yesterday. Saw John Armstrong
before the pistol fired, about sixteen feet
from Tolar ; alter the pistol fired he was
near the same place. Witness went to the
market house after Tolar was arrested and
stood in the same place and thought over
the occurrence, position, &c, to refresh his
memory.

saw smoko and heard report, but did not
see who shot. The smoke arose about four
or live feet from Bebee and near the edge
of the pavement. Saw Sam Phillips have
a pistol immediately after the firing ; saw-n-o

other pistol that day. It was a repea-
ter, about ten or twelve inches long. Did
not see Capt. Tolar then or afterwards,
that day. Know of no agreement to kill
Bebee.

Cross Examined : Hose early that morn-
ing. Heard of the attempt on Miss Massie
that morning. Jordan Branch told me
about it ; others also told me. Did not
hear that an attempt would be made to kill
Bebee that day. Had no reason to expect
it.

Time has strengthened my convic-
tions upon this point, and has led me to
the conclusion that patriotic considerations
demand that he should be superseded by
an officer who, while he faithfully executes
the law, will at 4the same time give more
gener.al satisfaction to the peopla, white
and black, North and South.

We were in error in stating that no wit-
nesses were examined on Saturday. The
following proceedings were had :

James 11. Mur'over, sworn: Am editor of
the Fayetteville News. Went to market
house at three o'clock the day Bebeo was
killed, to hear his trial. Was not allowed
to go up stairs. Arrived there before Be-
bee was brought from tho guard house.
There wero auout one hundred persons
there. There was no particular excitement
thero while Bebee was up stairs. Saw Tolar
and "Monk" thero ; noticed something
pecuilar about "Monk's" manner. Also
Hall, Ed. Powers, Leggitt and Lutterloh
were there the latter not until Bebee was
killed. Hall was talking to witness when
Bebee came down, and remained with wit-
ness until after Bebee was killed. Witness
then wont to see Bebee's body, but Hall
did not go with him.

Cross Examined : Saw Bebee as he was
brought down stairs ; saw Faircloth and
Hardie with him, but don't recollect the
names of any others ; saw no violence to
Bebee as he came down stairs. When he
got down, saw the crowd rushing up. The
crowd from the outside rushed up to tho
arch. Saw a negro woman running about,
crying " thty will kill that man."

Thinks Miss Massie went up staira after
Bebee. Saw Capt. Tolar, while Bebee was
up stairs. Witness has told all he knows
about it.

To questions by the Court : Answered that
he was attracted by " Monk's "singular ap-
pearance on that day, and his manner,
which caused witness to inquire who
"Monk "was.

Matthew Morgan, (negro) sworn: Was
tendered by the defence to the prosecution,
who declined to examine him.
