citizens! More taxes required to pay the
expenses of an illegitimate Government
outside of the Constitution than are neces-
sary to administer the legilimate govern-
ment inside of the Counstitution! Can any
sane man belicve that such stupendous
facts can long Le hid from the people ?
And car even a lunatic imagine that when
the people learn the facts they will tolerate
the party guilty of such enormous out-
rages ?

No ; the people will discover these fear-
ful facts, and are discovering them ; and
they will utterly condemn their anthors
and are condemning them ; and here lies
the whole explanation of the re-action de-
veloped by the recent electione, and the
whole explanation of the reasons why this
reaction must increase.

Whether the discovery and condemna-
tion will come in time to save Constitutional
Government is a question which the future
alone can settle. I confess I Lave Loth
hopes and fears on this sabject.

In view of the hopeful and ever glorious
changes going on iu the North what is the
manifest duty of the South ? To give my
opinions on this question is the chief in-
ducement to write this letter.

1. In the first place I think every maa at
‘the South, who has been inclined to aceept
the Radical measures, owes it fo himself
and the country to reconsider lis position.

They will never
do it. And what is true of ODbio is true of
an overwhelming majority of the people of
the Northern States. Therefore, every
man who urged us to accept a wrong be-
cause it was a necessity, must now, in order

the neccssity is shown not to exist. They
urged us to accept Radieal measares be-
cause they were the will of the Northern
people. We ask them now to reject Radi-
cal measures because they are wrong and
also because they are not the will of the
Northern people. They asked us to sub-
mit to the Radical party becanse they were
omnipotent and stronger than the Consti-
tution. We now ask them to reject tho
Radical party because thal party s itself
being destroyed by the people.

I do not wonder that many, uader the
adverse circumstances which sur-ounded
us, commitied the mistake. All lustory
shows that in times of severe trial many
are timid, few are courageous, and :till
fewer willing to defy wrong and become
martyrs for tue truth. The very multitude
gathered about tlie Saviour when he mul-
tiplied the loaves and fishes. His very dis-
ciples fled when they saw him bearing the
cross. Bat they did not act eriminally.—

hey ouly acted naturally. Iundeed, men |
often do wrong with good motives. We |
are all liable to make mistakes. The only |
remedy for human errors is to abandon |
them ; and the only infallible rule of hu-|
man conduct is forgiveness. It requires |
courage to abandon an error—to confess al
mistake. Will any be so cowardly as not |
to abandon what they admit is wrong ?— |
Will any still urge the Southern people to
accept dishonor after the Northern people
have proclaimed they do not exact 16!
Now is the opportune moment for all to get |
right. For the past their errors were nni}'i
mistakes. DPersisted i now, these errors
will become erimes. Iiet us all, in the sin-
cere spirit of cordial kindaness, welcome
Lack to the good old ark cur brothers who |

1

have been vainly secking safety in the wild |
unbridled passions outside of the Constitu-
tion. North and South, let us all forget
and forgive the war and ifs passions and
return to the Constitution and its guaran-
tees, with freedom universal, aud “ihe
rights, dignity and equality of the States
unimpaired.”

2. As the most effective method of con-
demning the Radical measures, I thick no
man, black or white, at the South, onght
to vote at the military elections, or have
anything to do with organizing govern-
ments under the Llilitary Bills. Let every
man stay at home and attend quietly to lus
business and advise every other man to
do likewise.

True, the Radicals here most shamefually
boast that the reaction at the North comes
too late to rescue the South from their
measures. They pretend to be carrying
out the will of the people ; but now they
find out they misrepresented the pcople—
they boast that the milit.ry are in posses-
sion and, right or wrong, will or no will,
will earry out the programme of furce on the
Southern people.
