The eomparstive economy in the use of
Iime and marl depends very much upon the
percentage of lime contained in the marl—
the andvantage the guick lime possesses is,
that it is in 2 more minnte state of divis-
ion, and conseqguentiy can ba more readily
incorporated into the soil.

Therefore, in the application of marl to
our land, we ean use 1t in much larger
guantities than lime, According to Prof.
Jobuston, allowing that the marl contains
twenty per cent. of lime, the amount pro-
per to use would be about five of marl to
one of bme,

Lime is most advantageously applied lo
Jand in the compost forin, when used alone
it freqnentiy runs together, forming a hard
conglomerate mass, having no good effect
on the land, and in the form of marl, if not
well powdered up, it lays in hard lumps on
the surface for years, imparting little of 1ts
virtues to the soil

In the compost form: it can be more
equally spread and more minutely mixed
with the soil, and those chemical changes
are promoted which render its action move
immediate. In considering the proper
time to apply lime to land, we should re-
collect that we do not receive its good ef-
fects as soom as applied, consequently we
should lay it on as long before the crop is
pat in as possible.

A very good time is in the full when it
may be spread directly upon the fallow and
turned in with the pﬂjw along with what-
ever vegetable matter there may be on the
surface.

Quicklime should ot be applied togeth-
er with fermenting or decompoesed manure,
as it expels the ammonia and thereby neu-
tralizes the fertilizing principle; when
necessary to apply both it should be done
at distant intervals.

This efieet, though, is not produeed when
the lime is added to fresh animal or veget-
able manure, neither is there any loss in
mixing marl along with manures in any
