Raleigh, N. C, Jan 27 P. M.
The Convf-ntfo- was occupied raot of to-da- y in

discussing, in committee of the Who e, the report
ofjhc committee on Governor and other necessary
State executive officers. It proposes to add to
the present tjflieera a Lieutenant Governor, Su-
perintendent of Public Works and Superintended
of Public Instruction, all to be elected for two years
b the people. Heretofore the people elected the
Governor, Legislature, Secretary of State, Comp-
troller or Auditor and Public Treasurer, and form-
erly Superintendent of Common Schools. No vote
was taken.

Mr. Battle, Public Treasurer, sent in an able
communication giving his reasons why he could
not comply with the order of the Convention to pay
the per diem, &c. Keferred to tho committee to
confer with General Canby.

Meeers. Pile, Axtell and Blair opposed. During
the debate the fact was established that Alabama
has seven, Mississippi four, Louisiana seven,
and Florida sevonteon million acres open to thc
homestead laws. Postponed.

Mr. Johnson, of California asked leave to intro-
duce a resolution instructing the Judiciary Com-
mittee to inquire whether Congress had the power
to prevent the immigration of Chinese or other
inferior races, and whether the civil rights bill
and constitutional amendments conferred the
right of suffrage, fcc, on Chinese born in the
United States.

Mr. Pile objected to thc resolution as being a
burlesque on common Bense.

The Committee on Commerce was instructed to
inquire into the expediency of an appropria-
tion for removing the obstructions at Hell Gate
and the improvement of the eastern harbor of
New York.

The bill removing disabilities from Luke Black-me- r,

of Salisbury, N. 0., was referred to the on

Committee.
The Senate then adjourned.
In the Supreme Court, the Armstrong Foundry

vs. United States argument concluded.
Gaines vs. DeLaCroix, et, al. and two other

cases taken up will occupy the Court for two or
three days.

Raleigh, N. 0., Jan. 20 P, M.
The Convention was occupied to-da- y mainly in

discussing the report of a committee for the relief
ot the people. The ordinance reported removes
the jurisdiction o ' all State Courts in matters of
contract or debt, and suspends all jndgments,
executions or process for collection of all debts
created before May, 18G3, until July, 1869, or until
tho new Constitution aud government go into ef
fect. It asks General Canby to enforce the ordi
nance.

.IT - 1various amendments were proposed but no
definite action was taken.

A resolution was adopted authorizing the com
mittee to effect a loan of ten thousand dollars to
pay the mileage of members.

Mr. Heaton said that he had listened to

the remarks of Mr. Durham with a good
deal of surprise. If he entertained doubts
of the constitutionality of the acts of Con
erress. under which this Convention is act- -

iner, he would not occupy a seat in it. Ap
plause from the Radicals. He did not see
how the gentleman could CDnsistentlv take
the oath, which he did to qualify himself
as a member of this Convention, and enter
tain such opinion. He proceeded to dia
cuss the legality of his proposition at some
little length.

Mr. Durham replied, saying that he had
no doubt the gentleman and his applaud
ers would be glad to get rid of him, but he
intended to stay here and advocate to the
extent of his ability a proper and just ob-

servance of the laics of the land. He was act-
ing according to the dictates of conscience;
he was convinced of the unconstitutionali-
ty of the Reconstruction Acts, and should
so continue to brand them. Ho would ask
the gentleman, (Mr. Heaton,) if the people
were to reject the Constitution, and the Su-
preme Court should pronounco the Con-
vention unconstitutional, would not the
Treasurer forfeit his bond in paying out
money to an unconstitutional body V

Mr. Heaton thought the gentleman fond
of dealing in suppositions. Ho (Mr. D.)
would never see the day that the Supreme
Court would declare this body unconstitu-
tional, and, from the signs, tho Constitu-
tion framed by this Convention would be
ratified by at least oO.OOO majority. (More
applause from the Radicals.)

Mr. Durham responded that this was
matter for future consideration. But he
was opposed lo rendering a faithful and
diligent officer liable to be involved in ruin,
not only to himself, but family and securi-
ties. Though tho power of the military
was sufficient to do anything, yet he would
not do justice to himself or his constitu-
ents, if he did not combat, with all his
power, such an illegal and unwarranted
procedure.

Mr. Jones, of Washington, favored the
passage of the ordinance, and wanted to
know if they went through the farce of an
election to come into an unconstitutional
body, &c.

Mr. McDonald, of Chatham, wanted to
know who called the Convention of 18C5.
Did not that Convention declare the acts
of the Convention of 18G1 unconstitutional?
Yet nobody was involved on account of
paying money to that body. He wanted to
hear no more of it. He did not want to
draw his money, for he would spend it for
candy, cakes, xc., but they should wait un-
til about to go home, and distribute it
among their constituents. He thought the
power of this Convention equal to any-
thing even unto turning over this State
House. (On being asked what he intended
to eat in the meantime, he replied he could
get as much credit a3 he wanted.)

Mr. Graham, of Orange, said ho knew
they were in a minority, but if they left
the gentlemen on the other side would not
have an opportunity to display their learn-
ing. While ho regarded this body as un-
constitutional, it was the disposition of our
jeople to obey the laws until declared un-
constitutional by competent authority; and
as the Reconstruction Acts are not now so
declared ho would obey them, yet he hoped
soon to see the day when they would be
demolished ; and though he was as loyal as
any man on the floor, yet he could not
pray as they did (if they prayed at all),

" Now 1 lay me down to Bleep,
The Reconstruction faith I keep,
If it should change I cTore I wake
The latest sort help r:e to take."

Ho would vote and protest aerainsi all
measures that went beyond the power del
egated this body by the law under which
they assembled.

Mr. Heaton made a motion to amend his
ordinance, by striking out the word " em-
powered," and inserting the word "direc-
ted."

Mr. Ellis did not see any reason why the
Convention should not pass this ordinance,
as it amounted only to a request. It was a
Convention of the people of North Caro-
lina under the acts of Congress. Whether
those acts were unconstitutional or not,
was a question people thought differently
about. But as long as they were on the
statute books they were law If tho Treas-
urer should refuse to pay, why then the tax
could be levied.

Mr. Durham replied that the gentleman
from Catawba (Mr. Ellis) did not take into
consideration that the Treasurer was a
bonded officer, and liable for every dollar
paid out of the Treasury.

Mr. Sweet called the previous question.
Tho call being sustained, the ordinance was
put on its passage.

Mr. Durham called for the yeas and nays,
and the vote being taken resulted as fol-
lows yeas 10-1- , nays 12.

Carey (negro), taid the laborer in North
Carolina had been the nero, and there
weie thousands of them idle now, and yet
we heard gentlemen talk about bringing
immigrators here for to exterminate the
poor black or to send him away to eome
bleak region. If anything was to be dis-
tributed, the poor black should have it.
He would not object to some of them im-
migrators, but he saw too much disposition
on the part of all white men to disregard
the interests of tho black men. "Dem
immigrators come down here, wid dere im-
plements, and two of dem cultivate forty
acres of wheat, whar two black men couldn't
cultivate two ; darfore, dey would be exter-
minated. De negro had planted the wil-
derness, built up de State to what it was ;
darfore, if anything was to be given, de
negro was entitled to it. Talk about the
State being flung in de rear ; he would tell
de reason why it was because de poor ne-
gro had been abused ; dat was de reason
do State was flung in de rear."

Hood (negro), favored the amendment.
and, in the course of his remarks, stated
he was totally opposed to any system of
confiscation.

Mr. Abbott thought a separate Bureau
would be better.

Mr. French withdrew the amendment,
and gave notice that he would offer an
amendment to the 18th Eection, when it
was considered.

Mr. Rodman moved to strike out "two,"
and insert "four," making the term of of-
ficefour years for Governor.

Carey, (negro), an amendment providing
that tho Governor or Lieut. Governor shall
be a colored man, when chosen; but ho
withdrew it.

Mr. Graham, of Orange, was opposed to
any change in the Constitution of North
Carolina. He did not recognize the pow-
er of this Convention as sufficient to make
ifc. In regard to the term of offico of tho
Governor, it should remain as it was, for if
a bad one should be elected, ho would be
fastened upon the people for four years.

Mr. Rodman replied, advocating his
amendment.

Mr. Tourgee opposed the amendment.
Harris, of Wake, (negro), ruse to a per-

sonal explanation in regard to the amend- -
ment offered by Carey, (negro), saying that
no black man entertained such sentiments;
that Carey's amendment had been drawn
up by some Conservative, who imposed up-
on that gentleman's (Carey's) credulity. If
it was denied, ho held the name of the man
in his hand.

Carey didn't liko (Harris' remarks, and
commenced an appeal to every member on
"this delegation floor," but was informed,
as he had withdrawn his amendment, he
could not discuss it.

Mr. Hodnett said that if Harris' lemark
was meant for hira, he would at once em-
phatically deny any connection with the
matter; whereupon, Harris said he had no
allusion to Mr. Hodnett, and, in fact, had
not said it was a member of this body, but
a Conservative did it, and he (Harris) couid
give the name if it was desired.

Hood (negro) thought two years long
enough.

Mr. Heaton moved as an amendment to
the amendment, to make it three years.

Mr. Watts opposed Mr. Heaton's amend-
ment, and favored the four years' term.

Both amendments wero withdrawn at tho
request of Mr. Abbott, who moved that all
the terms of the officers be four years.

Mr. Durham asked if a motion to amend
the section by striking out " Lieut. Gov-
ernor, Superintendent of Public Works,
and Superintendent of Public Instruction, "
would be in order, after;the committee had
decided to make the term of office for Gov-
ernor four years.

The Chair decided that tho motion must
be made before.

Mr. Abbott withdrew his amendment in
order to indulge Mr. Durham, whereon
Mr. D. then made the motion, saying that
the creation of those offices was another
innovation an importation from other
States another appropriation of the peo
ple's money to feed hungry party pets.
The people were in no condition to in
crease the expenditures of the State. They
were beggared, bankrupt and impover-
ished, yet genUemen hero spend their time
in creating unheard of, useless and expen
sive offices.

Mr. Durham replied that whether thev
should have those offices or not was for the
intelligent, tax-payin- g citizens of tho State
to say. Too many offices had been already
created for party purposes.

Mr. Rodman thought the offices neces-
sary, and proceeded to advocate the meas-
ure at soaie length.

Mr. French, of Chowan, thanked his
God this was a day of innovation. Men
who were, a few short years ago, slaves,
were now on this floor in the capacity of
Constitution framers. That teas a great
innovation.

Mr. Durham said the gentleman seemed
little excited.
