dred thousand dollars, of the remaining two mil-
lion five hundred thousand dollars of Bonds be
deposited with the Treasurer of the State, &s col-
lateral seeurity of the State, for the aboye-namad
endorsement ; and if the s«id Wilmington, Char-
lotte & Rutherford Raiiroad shall fail to pas cither
interest or principal of said endorsed Boads, so
that the State shall beeome lable for the same,
by reason of said endorsement, aund shall pay the
same. then the State shall become the owner of
said five hundred thousand doliars of Bouds ; but
if the said Railroad Cowpany shall pay both in-
terest and principal of said endorsed Bonds, so
thai the Btate shall not become iable for the
same, by reason of its endoreement, then said five
nandred thousand dollars of Donds sha!ll Lo the
property of the said Reilroad Company.”

Mr. Laflin said that he was an internal
improvement man, andgwould like to aid
them in every way that he could, provided
it created no addition to the public debt.

Add to 1st section : ** Or that said one miliion,
tive hundred thousand dollars of bonds ghall be

We
would be neglecting the grave matters that
call us here. It was a matter of special
legislation that did not properly belong to
a Constitutional Convention. Mr. Heaton
closed by moving to postpone until the dif-
ferent standing comimittees could make
their reports.

Mr. Abbott again urged the passage of
the ordinance and gave notice that, it Mr.
Heaton’s motion to postpone was voted
down, he would call the previous ques-
tion.

Mr. Heaton again stated his objections
to the measure. -

After a good deal of debate Mr. Heaton
withdrew his motion to postpone, in order
to arrive at a direct vote.

The ordinance, as amended, was then
put on 1ts passage.

Report of the Minority of the Committee

on Suflvage, in Convention, January,

30, 1868,

The undersigned, a minority of the com-
mittee on *‘ Suflrage and Eligibility to Of-
fice,” regretting that tney have been una-
ble to agree with a majority of the commit-
tee, beg leave to snbmit the following re-
port:

We eannot view, without serious appre-
hension, the admission to all the highest
rights and privileges of eitizenship, of a
race, consisiing almost entirely fof those
recently emerged from slavery and unfitted
by previons education and habits of thought
and sclf-reliance, for the intelligent dis-
charge of the duties and responsibilities
which would devolve upon them. We do
not regard the right to vote as natural or
inherent, but conventional merely—to be
regulated in such way 23 will best promote
the welfare of the whole commnnity.—
Upon this principle women and minors
have been excluded. TIs there any reason
why the negro should be advaucedto a
hizher position.

While we do not deny that there are in-
dividuals of that class who might be ex-
pected to express their own convietions at
the ballot box, still the great mass of them
are so ignorant and prejudiced, thal they
easily become the dupes of designing ad-
venturers and demagogues, and, through
secret leagues and associations, introduced
fromm Northern States, merely follow the
instrnetions and reflect the views of those
who control them.

We "elieve that the Dlessings we have
derived from our government have been
due to the virtae, intelligence aund inde-
pendence of those invested with the right
of suffrage, and we tremble for the safety
of lepublican Institutions when it shall be
determined to confer this trust upon those
who, meutally and morally, are unfit to
administer it—to ‘‘confide the power of
making laws to those who have no prop-
erty to proteet, and to bestow the riglt
to levy taxes on those who have no taxes to
pay.”

But it is said that the proposed altera-
tion is demanded by Congress and is neces-
sary to restore our State to Constitutional
relations with the Federal Government. Tt
is certainly a singular demand that we
should extend the e¢lective franchise to
those who are so inexperienced and little
prepared for the ordinary business of life,
that the government deems it necessary,
through the Freedmen’s Burean, to exercise
supervision and tutelage over them. Dat
we deny the power of Congress to preseribe
to North Carolina who shall or who shall
uot vote,

This has always been recognized as one
of those great rights reserved to the States,
and in fact it is their privilege to preseribe
who shall vote for members of Congress—
as the Constitution of the U. S., Art. 1
Sce. 1, provides :

“The House of Representatives shall be
composed of members chosen every second
year by the people of the several States
and State sheadd have the
qualifications requisile jfor eleclors of the wmost
wemerous branch of the State Legisladure.”
Congress certainly recognized North Car-
olinn as a State in proper constitutional
relations, when the ratifieation of the XIII
amendment by our Legislatare af 1865-"6
was accepted, and ulso when the proposed
NIV amendment was submitted to our
Legislature of 1866-"7 for ratification.

We ean, then, only regard the present
measures as a punishment for our conduct
on the latter occasion. Sueh legislation
strilees us as e post facto, tyrannieal and
unjust,  We caunot consent that our State
should be degraded to an iuferior position
to her sisters—that she shall expunge from
her Counstitution clauses, excluding the ne-
aro from volinzx or holding oflice, which
other States have indignantly refused to
strike from their own. We refer, especially,
to the Counstitutions of Ohio, Pennsylvania,
Indiana, New York and Illinois. We do
think that the requirement wonld come
with much better grace, if these aud other
States had altered (heir Counstitutions, ov if
it was proposed to so amend the Constitu-
tion of the United States as to {make the
application universal,

Viewing the matter in every light that
presents itself, and willing to extend to the
negro population every right that would le-
gitimately result from the late war, or that
1s necessary to their security and happiness
—we yet think the welfare of both races is
best promoted by relaiuing our present
Constitution.

We consider the whole scheme as intend-
ed to advauce party purposes, and to se-
cenre the next Presidential election--in the
expectation that the States of the South,
being Africanized and Radicalized, may
more than counterbalanco the loss of elec-
toral votes that will occur in other sec:tions
of the Union. We advise that North Car-
olina shall refuse to alter her Constitition
under dictation from a Congress comp osed
of members who have ceased to represent
their constituents, and who, in defiance of
the voice of the people as expressed in re-
cent elections, still harden their hearts and
devise new tasks for us. Let us rather
trust to a returning sense of justice on the
nart of the Northern people, and that spir-
it of magnanimity which will revoit at the
idea of ** forcing the South to accept in a
huge mass that which the North rejects in
minute quantities.” o
Let us act upon our own conscientious
convietions of what is best for North Car-
olina, and, while submitting patiently to
the present military rule, not forget that
freedom of opinion which is our birthright.
If, then, negro suffrage and negro equality
are forced upon us, we will not have con-
sented to our own humiliation, and will «t
least have preserved our honor and s=K
respect.

The President’s letter to General Grant, Jana-
ary 31st. containg this paragraph:

“Yon bad found in cuar first cocierence that the
President was desirous of keeping Mr Stanton out
of office, whether sustained in his snspension or
not. You know what reasons had induced the
President to ask from you a promise. You alao
know thatin case your views of duaty did not ac-
cord with his own convictions, it was his purpose
to fill your place by another appoiautment. Even
ignoring the existence of a positive understand-
ing between ns, these conclusions were plainly
dedne bie from our various c¢uversations., It is
certain, however, that even under these circum-
atances, you did not offer to return the piace to
my possession, but piaced yourself in a po=ition,
when if I could have anticipated your setion I
would have been compelled to ask of you, as 1
was compelled to ask of your predecesgor in the
War Department, a letler of resignation, or else
to resort to the more disagreeable expedient of
suspending yvou by a guccessor.”

The New Freedmen's SBurean DBill,
The first section provides for the contin-
uance of the Bureau for one year after July
16, 1868. The second section directs the
Sceretary of War to withdraw the Dureau
from States represented in Congress unless,
after consultation with the (Commissioner
and upon his own examinatiown, he is satis-
fied that it should be continued, provided
that the educational division shall not b
effected until suitable provision is made
within the State for the education of the
children of freedmen.
