SrECIAL ORDER REPOKT OF TIIE COllillTTEE

ON EDUCATION.

When the first section was read Mr. Gra-
ham, of Orange, said that, though he was
of the committee, ho had not thought pro-
per to sign the report. In tho first place,
he thought it too long. The first five sec-
tions could bo condensed into one. In an-
other, provision was made for the indict-
ment of delinquent counties. He could
not understand how counties could be in-
dicted any more than the State. He then
proceeded brielly to point out various ob-
jectionable features in the report.

Section 1 was adopted, and se ctions 2, 3
and 4, after immaterial amendment?.

Mr. Graham moved the following as an
additional section:

"The General Assembly shall provide
schools for tho black children of the State,
separate and apart from those provided for
WHITE CHILDREN."

Mr. French, of Bladen, said that, accord-
ing to the report, the counties woukl regu-
late such uiaUcrs. He, therefore, hoped
tho amendment would be voted elown.

Mr. Ashley saiel this article was framed
for the benefit of all ehildren.

Hairis, of Wake (negro), objected to it
on the same grouuels.

Hood (negro), ditto.
Mr. Ashley moveel to add tho following

words to Mr. Durham's section:
" It being understood, however, that this

section is not ollered in .sincerity or be- -

tution on the subject of amendments there-
to was taken up.

Section 1st was read, when Mr. Durham
moved to substitute the present provision
in the State Constitution for altering and
amending the same.

Mr. Heaton said he would accept it, with
the change of the name of the House of
Commons to that of the House of Repre-
sentatives.

Mr. Durham saiel that would follow as a
matter of course, as that change had already
been made by this Convention.

Mr. Durham moved then to strike out
the two-thir- ds majority required by that
provision for amendments and to substitute
three-fifth- s. He called for tho yeas and
nays, and, the call being sustained, resulted
in a vote of yeas 22, nays 66.

The yeas and nays wero then called on
the second reading and pasaago of the ar-
ticle, and the vote stood yeas 81, nays 7.

On motion of Mr. Heaton the rules wero
suspended and the article was read for the
third time, and put on its final passage ac-
cording to the rules.
- The yeas and nays wero called and the

article was adopteel by a vote of yeas 85,
nays 5.

Mr. Tourgee, by consent, introduced a
resolution, raising a committee of three,
by vote, to inquire whether the signature of
the presiding officer, who is not a regis-
tered voter, to tho Constitution, would be
valid.

Mr. Tourgee moved to suspend the rules
anel aelopt.the resolution.

After a long debate it wa3 adopted.
The Convention then proceeeled to elect

members of tho committee, and Messrs.
Rodman, Heaton and Poole wero selected.

Mr. Cowles (tho President) arose to a

The following is the amendment, as adop-
ted, viz :

Sec. 4. Until the bonds of the State shall
be at par, the General Assembly shall
have no power to contract any new debt
or pecuniary obligation in behalf of the
State, except to supply a casual deficit, or
for suppressing invasion or insurrection,
unless it shall in the same bill levy a special
tax to pay the interest annually.

And the General Assemby shall have no
power to give or lend the credit of the
State in aid of any person, association or
corporation, except to aid in the comple-
tion of such railroads and other works of
internal improvement as may be unfinished
at the adoption of the Constitution, and
in which the State has a direct or pecu-
niary interest, unless the subject be submitted
by a direct vote of the people of the State,
and be approved by a majority of those
who shall vote thereon.

Sections 6, 7 and 8 were next adopted.
The yeas and nays being called on the

passage of the entire article, resulted in a
vote of yeas 77, nays 20.

By consent, Hood, (negro,) introduced a
report from the Committee on Disabilities.

Mr. Graham, of Orange, moved that the
names of persons in that report recom-
mended for the removal of their disabili-
ties, he put to the people for ratification, at
the same time when the Constitution is
voted upon.

The Chair decided that this motion was
out of order, as the report was only accept-ee- l

and not to be acted upon now.
Mr. French, of Bladen, introduced an or-

dinance, making it a punishable offence
for any one to intimidate, by threats or
otherwise, persons to keep them from the
polls.

The rules were suspendeel, on motion of
Mr. French, but, after some debate, it was
decideel to have tho ordinance printed be-
fore taking further action in the matter.

Mr. Heaton, from the Committee on Re-
vision, reported an article on Amendments
to the Constitution. Ordereeltobo printed.

In the counties in which the
blacks have such largo majorities they
would argue, if the white people are so
much our social superior, they may educate
their children as they may, but we have
the power and will manage tho schools as
wo please. The white people of those
counties demand, at your hands, protec-
tion against this thing. We mako this
ANOTHEll TEST QUESTION, and if
you refuse to incorporate such a clause in
the Constitution we have a perfect right to
elraw the inference that you are determined
to force "social e'liiulity," What other con-

struction can the people, as sensible peo-

ple, place upon your action ? This state-
ment about leaving the matter to the dif-

ferent counties amounts simply to giving
the colored majorities in different coun-
ties tho power to force the white people
in those counties to send thoir chilelren to
mixed schools or keep them out of them.

Mr. French, of Chowan, opposed the
amendment.

Galloway (negro) said that this was in-

tended to lrighten weak-knee- el Republi-
cans. It such an amendment was adopt-

ee! ho woulel canvass against the Constitu-
tion.

Mr. Hodman gave his reasons for object-
ing to tho amendment, and so did Mayo
(negro.)

Mr. Abbott did not think the matter of
having blacks and whites going to school
together was so grate a 'matter, after all,
when lookeel at in an unprejudiced man
ner.
