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NORTH CAROLINA.
Its Politics, Villages, Schools, Soil, Cli.
mate, Mines and Innabitants,

CuARLOTTE, April 2.

I have taken a somewhat extended trip
through the ‘‘old North State,” stopping
at each place of importance to see how the
work of reconstruction was getting along,
how the country was recovering from the
shock of the late war, and also have exam-
ined the different mining districts along
the route, a work in which I have been as-
sisted by practical miners from Colorado
and California. The residence of ex-Goy-
ernor Vance is at this place, and though
declining to lLead the Conservative State
ticket in the approaching election, he is
nevertheless devoting much of his time in
stumping the State, which is having good
effect, as he is a very popular stump speak-
er. The Conservative element in this
State is strong, and the World, I find, is
the leading Northern paper taken in this
State, and is to be found in almost every
village at the news-rooms. )
Finding good quarters in this place, we
have prolonged our stay, and have also
been more minute and careful in the ex-
amination of the mines in thislocality than
at any of the other places we have visited
during our sojourn in the State. Before
further speaking of the mines here, I
would say this is the pleasantest, most en-
terprising, and thriving place I have seen
in the State. It has three fine churches—
Presbyterian, Methodist and Episcopal;
two large female seminaries, one under the
Presbyterian, the other of the Methodist
denominations, each having a good num-
ber of students. On our way to this place
we visited the mines near Jamestown and
High PYoint; the Tuek and Harrison's
Mines, near Salisbury, the old and celebra-
ted Gold Hill distriet lying some fifteen
miles southeast of Salisbury, and the Van- |
derberg, Barnard, Banier, Cabanas, First
National, New Hope, Reid, Crosby and
Plhenix mines east and southeast of Con-
cord. Many of these mines are now being

the fact that nothing can be done now to
prevent a war of races. And to theaction
of the Radicals must bg ascribed this terri-
ble prospect for the South.

In the South the
whites are numerous; they possess superior
intellectual powers, and have won a world-
wide reputation for valor. Bat they have
to contend against a horde of semi-savages,
backed up by the entire pow:r of the Rad-
1cal party, and half crazed by the perni-
cious teaching3s they have received. An
army costing three hundred millions per
annum will not suffice to keep the peace
between the two races. The inflexibility
of the whites, and the dogged determina-
tion of the blacks never tosubmit to each
other’s rule, appear to render in advance
any attempt at a reconciliation or restora-
tion of kindly feeling utterly impotent.
The situation in the South is a sad one ;
the future offers nothing better than inter-
necine war. In the “ back belts,” as they
were called, of the different Southern
States, those whites who can get away are
already leaving the homes of their nativity
and seeking safety elsewhere. They are
fortunate in being able to leave ; for those
who are compelled to remain will have to
bear the brant of the storm ; and for this
impending conflict—{for this certain anni-
hilation of one, and possible destruction of
both races —the Radicals are alone respon-
sible. They attempted to overthrow the
laws of nature, to strike down the barriers
which God had placed between the white
man and the negro and to elevate the in-

This property is
owned in New York, as is also that of the
Empire Gold Mining Company, lying north
of the Jugnot, and some six miles westerly
of this village. It is less than six months
since the last named property passed into
the hands of the present owners, during
which time they have sunk some five or six |
shafts at different points along the vein,
erected a fine mill with a full set of ma-
chinery, and shipped some $20,000 in gold
to the stockholders.

Among theold m*ners in this section the
Empire Gold Mining Company’s property
is considered one of the best in the State—
certainly the developments of the past few
months indicate that their opinions were
correct. The great trouble in working the
mine has been on account of the quantity
of water found at the depth of about fifty
This prevented us from making as
deep and extended an examination of the
property as otherwise we wonld, but as they
now have an engine and steam hoisting
works at the main shaft, we have no doubt
that they will be soon working the vein at
the depth of 100 feet, where it is reported
they have very rich ore, and as their mill
is in good order and works well we have
every reason toexpect large monthly yields
of bullion hereafter.

How long will it be before such antag-
onistic elements pass the bounds of politi-
cal warfare and engage in a contest of
bloodshed and desolation ?

WINE-MAKING.

| We clip from the American Journal of Horti-
cudure the following deseription of the mode cf
making wine at ths Longworth House, as of in-
terest to many of our readers who are entering
upon the enlture of the grape with a view to man-
ufacturing wine. ]

For the manufacture of wine, a crop of
well-ripened grapes is selected and pur-
chased in the vineyard late in October or
early in November, and a man sent to su-
perintend the gathering. All decayed or
imperfeet berries are first removed from the
clusters, swhich are then cut from the stalk,
and taken in covered baskets to the wine-
house. 4 lid, or rather a false head, hav-
ing innumerable holes, is fitted into the
mouth of a capacious cask : the clusters are
placed upon it, and the grapes worked
through :into the ecask, leaving the stems
on the hesd. Steraming and mashing com-
pleted, the must may be allowed to stand
for some time on the skins of the grapes
before pressing, provided a colored wine is
desired ; otherwise itis immediately pressed
out, apd run into large fermenting casks
situatéd in the upper or warmer cellars.—
The writer noticed one of thuse ¢asks, hav-
ing a capacity of over four thousand five
hundred gallons. The weight of mustis
expected to be at least eighty-five to ninety.
The fermentation thus begun lasts ten to
thirty days, varied by the heat of the
weather ; the gas evolved being aliowed to
escape through water by means of a siphon,
thus preventing the access of air. The
effervescence having ceased, and a sedi-
ment deposited, the pure wine is racked
off in the following March, and coaducted
down into numerons casks provided for the
storage of still wines in the deep cellars,
whose temperature ranges from 40 to 50
deg. Fahrenheit the year round. These
casks have generally a capacity of throe
hundred to five hundred gallons; but a
number hold fifteen hundred or two thou-
sand gallons each.

To produce sparkling wines, the still or
dry wine thus kept in store is forced up
again about thc month of June, and run
into fresh casks ; and to each of these casks
there is now added a measure of wine hav-
ing pure rock candy in solation suflicient
to induce a second fermentation. It isnow
drawn out into bottles ; and these are
securely corked, and are stacked in the up-
per cellars till about the moanth of Septem-
ber, or until the fermentation begins to
burst them. The bottles requiring great
strength, they are imported from Iolem-
bray, a town of Champagne in France: they
are as much superior to our best American
bottles as the best I'rench plate-glass is
superior to common American glass. The
IF'rench Dbottle will stand a pressure of
twenty-five to thirty atmospheres ; while
the American will rarely bear more than
sixteen to eighteen, as shown by the ma-
nometer used heirc in testing them. The
neck of the French bottle is likewise more
uniform. No old or second-hand bottles
are used. The corks are also imported
from Epernay.

This second fermentation having now
progressed as stated, it is arrested in great
measure by lowering the bottles into the
vaults built for storage of sparkling wine,
where they are stacked by scores of thou-
sands, in long rows resembling cord-wood ;
each bottle being laid on its side, along
which now colleets the sediment generated
by the fermentation. The development of
gas may not, however, wholly cease, as the
occasional bursting of bottles will show.—
In one hot August, scine years ago, the gas
evolved by a slight excess of the rock-can-
dy caused the destruction of fifty thousand
bottles. The wine thus spilled is, however,
conducted by a contrivance of stone gut-
ters to a reservoir, and is distilled into
brandy ; seven measures of wine making
one of brandy.

The bottled wine thus stacked in store
may remain undisturbed for years. When
wanted for market, the bottles, without
disturbance of their sediment, are carefully
placed iu racks, their necks inclining down-
wards, and are gradaally raised day by
day, towards a pcrpendiculgr and inverted
position, each bottle being every day
twirled about one-third round and back
again by hand several times ; which agita-
tion causes the sediment to collect gradu-
ally in the neck, leaving the wine above
perfectly clear. This operation requires
two to three weeks.

The bottles aré now carefully elevated
from the cellar; and, as a very skilful work-
man removes each cork, the puff of gas ex-
pels all sediment,—a process known as

n

its mouth to a tube, throungh which it re-
ceives by guage a small quantity of the
wine-solution of pure rock-candy,—just
enough to make good the loss in disgorg-
ing ; and the bottle is received by a third
workman, and furnished, at a single blow
of a mallet, with a new cork, which a fourth
workman as quickly secures in its place by
the use of an admirable machine. The wine
is made.

The bottles are now removed to the pack-
ing-room, and there properly labelled, and
packed in boxes of twelve quart bottles or
twenty-four pint bottles each ; and every
box is secured against fraudulent opening
by means of Bartlett’s patent,—a red tape
tied round the centre of the box, fit-
ting in a groove, and sealed with the
seal of the wine-house; which patent
has been adopted as the ¢ trade-
mark ” for pure wines by the American
Wine-Growers’ Association of Ohio.

In the preparation of still wines, the
proprietor avails himself of a valuable pre-
caution which is of practical interest to the
makers of wine.

The discovery made by L. Pasteur (to
which was awarded a gold medal by the
Emperor of France at the Paris Exposi-
tion), that wine heated to the tempe: .. Gre
of sixty degrees centigrade will not tnrnm,
become diseased, ror deposit sediment,
was immediately put into practice at this
wine-house.

The Major constructed a heating cham-
ber with eapacity for two thousand botiles
of wine; and the result exceeded anticipa-
tion. Wine heated in accordance with
Pasteur’s meihod, and afterwards exposed
to the sun for fonr weeks, only gained a
more perfect clearness; while wine so ex-
posed, without such preparation, showed
that trace of sediment which the most
careful wine-makers have not hitherto been
able to prevent. Dry wine in casks can be
heated in the same manner. The his-
tory of this discovery in I'rance thus far
gives assurance that it will be of incalenla-
ble use in the preservation and even the
restoration of wine.

Of still wines, there are seven kinds madc
at this house, namely, Catawba, Isabelia,
Concord, Virginia Seedling, Ives’ Seedling,
Rentz Seedling, and Taylor’s Bullit. Of
sparkling wines, ouly Catawba and Isabel-
la have hitherto been manufactured; but
the list is increased the present season by
adding the Delaware, Tves' S8eedling, Vir-
ginia Seedling, Concord, and Rentz Sed-
ling. They promise great excellence, and
are now, for the first time, presented to
the American public as sparkling wines.

stitutionality, as a military man. If the
Supreme Court could be brought up to the
nerve of a decision, 1t would be compelled
to pronounce it nncounstitutional, as an in-
terference with the reserved rights of the
States. And Radicals in Congress would |
now deny that the Civil Rights Bill allowed |
miscegenation. But let that go. The in-
famouns Constitution proposed for North
Carolina, by the Radical Convention, is|
based upon Gen. Canby’s construetion of |
the Civil Rights Bill and licenses miscege- |
nation. The Convention itself legalized
these intermarriages by erpress enactment.
They refused to incorporate in their ini- |
quitous Constituiion a PROHIBITION of
such intermarriages in the future. Here
are the unnatural results. Read, ye real
white men and women of North Carolina !
The Clerk of the County Court informs
us that some time last fall application was
made by a colored man for a license to
marry a white woman. The man was told
that such proceeding would be contrary to
the law of the State ; whereupon he went
to the Superintendent of the Freedmen’s
Burean, who called upon the Clerk, and |
was told that such license counld not be

granted without a military order to that
effect. The Superintendent here then
wrote to the State Superintendent at
Raleigh, stating the case, and that there
were three such cases before him, and
asking that a ‘‘special order” might be
granted in a specified case, where the
woman already bad children by the man,
if a ““ general order” could not be given
for all. He wrote a second time before re-
ceiving an answer, which had been delayed |
on account of waiting & return from Head-
quarters at Charleston. The following was
finally received as Gen. Canby’s response :

The cierk, still reluctant to perform so
disagreeable a duty, requested a copy of
General Canby’s letter and a little tfne to
consult his legal friends. Capt. Hildebrandt
politely complied, and furnished him a copy
of the correspondence. |
At the request of the clerk six gentlemen
of the legal profession in Greensboro’ met
and considered the case. It is unnecessary
to state what was said about the constitu-
tionality or unconstitutionality of the laws
of the United States (Civil Rights Bill) re-
ferred to by Gen. Canby. They were unan-
imous in the opiuion that the Federsl law
is paramount until it shall be repealed or
pronounced unconstitntional by the Su-
preme Court of the United States—conse-
quently, that the clerk had no option but to
be governed in his official conduet by this para-
mount law, and the interpretation given by the
Military Commander.

Such is a plain, dispassionate statement
of this matter. Three or four instances
have since occurred of marriages between
negroes and whites in this county. Of the
character of swuck whites we have nothing
to say. The consequences to flow from this
Radical change in our social laws we leave
to the imagination of our readers. The
subject is loathsome—we will let it rest for
the present.

Inreading Curtis's magnificent speech for
the defense one cannot help contrasting it

' with Butler’s opening for the prosecution.
| The two men, and their speeches, are types

of the two sides of the case. DButler is im-
pudent, fierce, exultant over an easy (anti-
cipated) victory. Cartis is polite, calm,
confident in the impregnable strength of
his position, and in the justice of the Sen-
ate. DButler argues, where he has founda-
tion for argumsnt, ably and effectively ;
beyond that he squibbles and asserts. Cur-
tis keeps to the bounds of strict dialectics ;
his reasoning is like a chain, in which there
are no weak links, leading from certain
premises to certain conclusions. Butler
talks like a feed lawyer, at his favorite pur-
suit of making the worse appear the bet-
ter cause. QCurtis talks like a judge who
has examined the whule question judicially,
and believes upon his soul in what he says.
Butler treats the Senate as if it were a
Cooper Institute audience, whom he was
trying to bully, cajole, and flatter to his
way of thinking. He appeals to the pre-
judices, the partisan feelings, the seeming
interests of his hearers ; never to their
wisdom, their equity, their magnanimity.
Curtis addresses the Senate in their high
and true character of court. He trusts to
their intelligence, their justice, their gen-
erosity, even. He cannot bring himself to
think that a body of men, representing as
they are supposed to do, so much of all
that is wisest and best in the land, can fail
to follow his lofty line of argument, and to
be influenced by considerations directed
solely to their minds and consciences. He
speaks to them as if they were his peers
intellectually—which is a compliment to
the Senate. Butler harangues them as if
they were no better than himself—which
is an insult to the Senate. Curtis reasons
at the Sepate from his level ; and Batler
makes a stump speech at them from kis
level ; and there is just the difference be-
tween the two men and their speeches.

As the Senators decide upon the ques-
tion of impeachment, so will they take
their place in history upon the low plain
with Butler or upon the high table land
with Curtis. —New York Jour. Commerce,
