the Nash County Court for a riotous and
unlawful assembly agaiust a lawless band
of negroes, members of the Union League,
who had arrested and brought to mock
trial one of their own color for voting the
Conservative ticket. It was proved that
Wiley Taylor, colored, while working in
the field was arrested by a band of armed
negroes acting ander the orders of their
President, and dragged him by forece to
Battleboro', the League headqnarters in
that section., He was illy treated and his
life threatened, and after going through the
cercmcnies of a trial, judgment was sus-
pended until the next meeting.

Two of the ringleaders were zarrested
upon the aflidavit of Taylor. The otlers
live in Edgecombe. These were convicted
and plead in extenuation of their confessed
guilt that they were obeying orders from
their chief. The court only subjected the
offenders to a small fine and short impris-
oniaent. The names of the other leaders,
espezially of the whites, were discovered
and it is hoped that tke authorities of Edge-
combe will attend to them promptly,

tor which they are also amenable. Such a
course on his part will undoubtedly do
good, in disabusing the minds of the delu-
ded negroes, who feel bound to obey the
orders of their leaders, whether it be to
arrest, try, punish aod bang tbeir cwn
metnbers, rob, burn houses or anything
else.

Letter from “ Itinerant ™

Fremixaron, N. C., May 14, 1868,
The traveler who leaves the cars of the
Wilmivgton and Mionchester Railroad, at
Flemington Station, will find himself on
the soil of Bruuswick county, N. C. Flem-
ington is 34 miles from Wilmington, en
route for Columbia, and Drunswick is the
most southerly county in North Carolina—

and the most swampy.

LAKE WACCAMAW,

A sl ort walk of one-fourth of a mile will
bring the traveler to the top of a bluff,
some tifteen feet Ligh, that overlooks one
of the most beautiful sheets of water 1 have
ever beheld. It is Lake Waccamaw, This
singular sheet of water is soven miles long,
by five wide. It is oval shaped, and, from
the blufl, every part of the sarface can be
seen at one glanee. A small sail boat conld
hardly hide itself, even in a cove, from the
observer.

TIMBER WALLS.

Lake Waccamaw is entirely surrounded
by the mative trees, excepting a few little
openings made by thoe farmers axe ; and
right at your fect, below the bluff, stands
a *‘shingle sheld.” It contains a steam en-
gine and machinery for sawing and split-
ting the c¢ypress and juniper wood, and
shaving if into shingles for Northern mar-
kets. It stands directly on the margin of
the lake.

The outline of this scene lacks variety.
At no point does the height of the bluff ex-
ceed 20 feet, and at some points it falls to
a level with the water. On the south side
it is a swamp, and this is filled with a fine
variety of timber—cypress, juniper, pine,
gum, ash, maple, live oak and white oak,
hickory, buckeye and other wood. These
are what the practical eye sees. The lover
of nature would complain, at first view, of
monotony. It is the opposite of mountain
lake scenery, and the Valiey Virginiap
would hardly admire it. Ie would make
the complaint once made by a Shenandoah
Virginian of the prairie regions of the west.
A Western man, visiting the Valley, was
discanting upon the excellence of prairie
lands and pretty scenery, and was halted
by the Shenandoah farmer, who waved his
heavy hand along the line of the Blue
Ridge, on one side, and the North Moun-
tains on the other, and his eye sparkled as
he said : **Ah, your prairies may be rich,
but, sir, your region lacks the fringes and
rugiles.”

SHELL MARL,

The bluff you oceupy is underlaid with
hard rock, of shell marl, evidently a salt
water formation. It seems to underlie a
large part of the lake. It is composed of
oyster and clam shells. 1t is plain that the
sea once extended over this lake ; and in-
deed, the ocean is now only thirty or forty
miles distant.

When the ocean receded in a past age,
it seems to have left this lake behind, and
but few if any important changes have ta-
ken place since, except that the water is
now fresh instead of salt. Not a tree, not
even a stumw or root is to Lie found it it.

DEPTH.

The depth of Lake Waccamaw varies as
you leave the shore. A man on horscback
can ride entirely around the lake, they say,
in the water near the shore. There it is a
sandy beach, but as you approach the cen-
tre the water deepens. For a quarter of a
mile, it hardly exceeds four feet, then
comes, say two feet f{all, and for another
quarter it is six feet, then another step of
two more feet, then a basin, say twonty or
thirty feet deep. This basin has a muddy
bottom—Dbut this is natural, mud belongs
to a lake of water. Did you ever think of
the incongrnity of a sentence that places
Mudd in a Dry Tortugas. 1 wonder the
U. S. Government does not sce this blun-
der, and send the package to a wetter
place.

THE INMATES.

Luke Waccamaw is famous for its fish,
both for variety and abundance. Trout,
goggle-eyes, several varieties of perch, and
oh, Chesterfield, a fish the man called yal-
ler-bellies.

Pic Nic parties visit this fishing place
from Wilmington, Columbia and all inter-
mediate stations, They are about building

a dancing place on the shore of the lake
for dry land fishing for

ALLIGATORS.

The swamp on the south side is the

home of the alligator. They eomo out np-
on the lake, at times, especially early in

the morning. Their muesic is a sort of base
to tho bull-frog, * londer, deeper, and yet

'They are cowrse, vely and
clumsy. They vary from ten to twenty
feet in length. They are the lowest and
meanest of all cowarda.

FEATHERED INHABITANTS.

This lake is the home of a good variety
of birds and fowls. Ducks abound, several
kinds. The Scroggin is abundant, 1t is
a blue bird, long neck, and famous for its
eggs. DBushels can be gathered from the
surrounding swamps, the size of a young
pullets egg. They lay in the bushes, and
small trees. The bird itself is not eaten

by man.
Cranes, herons, and many other fowls

{and birds abound, but thie prettiest is the

fork-tail hawk, called by the people Eagle,
but it is a hawk, with a fish tail, and is ve-
ry handsome,
NAVIGATION,

Across the lake from your shell blufl, is
a dent in the timber wall; it is the head of
Wacecamaw river. Here it starts for the
ocean; distant by water one hundred miies.
In its route it passes Conwayboro’ aud
Georgetown, 8. C. The lake aud river
will accommodate a steamer cight feet
draught. On its route the Waceamaw ad-
mits to its compauny the w ters of the Yad-
kin—the South Caroliniaus cull it Tee
Dee; bat the change is no lmprovement,

Conference of Southern Traitors at Chicago,

Curoaco, May 19.—10:30 P. M.—The
conference of the delegations from the
Southern States to-night was organized by
selecting J. W. Holden, of North Carolina,
as chairman. A lengthy debate occurred
regarding the status of the Southern States;
during which the impending danger from
the acquittal of Johnson was alluded to
frequently, and all of the speakers de-
clared that they could not return to their
homes with safety if he is not convicted.
The meeting agreed not to press their
claims for admission to the nvention,
but will rely on the action of the Northern
deiegates. That this action may be entire-
ly from extraneous influences, they also
agreed not to declare themselves in favor
of any eandidate for Vice-President. A
proposition to hold an immense mass meet-
ing in Chicago during the Convention, at
which Southern speakers will alone partici-
pate, and will portray the politiculp condi-
tion of the South, was adopted ; after
which the meeting adjonrned.—Forney.

down for every yard of cloth and pound of
coflee I use, while the rich man can loan
his money at high interest, and buy on a
credit whatever he may use. This law
protects the rich, but is ruinous to the
poor man.”
