Jews must bury their indignation for Grant
and vote to make him President! The
canse of justice and liberty are, indeed,
dear to the Jewish heart; for this they
have sacrificed everything in the past but
their honor.

In private life, in the domestic
circle, at the head of a local society, or in
command of a department, the true char-
acter of 2 man is likely to be manifested,
and evidences revealed, that go to prove
his claims to exaltation and higher trust.

Judged by this standard, how does Gen-
eral Grant appear ? In 1862, at a time
when a thought of the Presidency never
flitted across his narrow intellect, he gave
to the world evidence of his true charac-
ter. Of the Hreadth of his learning, his
statesmanship his Catholie views, his tol-
eration, his riagnanimity, his * justice,”
and his “ liverty !

from these headquarters. No passes will
be given these people to visit these head-
(quarters for the purpose of making appli-

Giracious and mereiful General! More
merciful than even the brilliantly enlight-
ened Torquemada ; he gave the Jews four
months to quit the realms of Spain, but
you, more magnanimous, more consider-
ate, more just, gave them twenty-four
hours! Not four months to prepare in
misery, but fonr and twenty hours, that
the agony of exile might not be thought
of ! Twenty-four hours to tear np their
homes, remove their goods, their wives,
their little ones! Twenty-four hours for
the twenty-fonr years they had been bnild-
ing up in Mississippi, Tennessee and Ken-
tucky, and other States, embraced in your
Depertment, the wealth and prosperity of
these great commonwealths, As a great
histerian said of the Jews of Ferdinand
and Isabella, so could be said of these,

known, a shock was given the cause of
¢ liberty and justice” that reverberated
throughout the civilized world.

Said the dusky Moor : *“ This from the
bands of an American General ?”

“ What !" said the Moslem as he opened
his Koran, “Is that what they call reli-
gious toleration ?” ““Why are the Jews
as a class hold to sauch fearful account ?”
asked the sarprised Cossack in St. Peters-
burg.

Vietoria and Napoleon felt secure in the
affections of these people when they read
this inhuman and atrocious mandate.

Every officer in the army who possessed
a spark of the fire that animated the heroes
of '76 blushed with shame as they heard of
this infamous dceree.

The army was made up from all the large
cities and towns, of hundreds of Jewish
volunteers, how joyfully they receive this
mark of distinetion! That the order was
an ontrage no circumstances, however per-
ilous, wonld for one moment justify, was
made manifest the instant it became known
at Washington, and its immediate revoca-
tion was ordered by the Tresident.

enormons frauds, but 1 hereallege, and am
ready to prove, that many of his oflicers
were so interested, and the relations of his
own father with a firm in Cincinnati have
been made notorious through the courts of
that city. How far he permitted himself
to be made the tool of these bad and eor-
rupt men, his infamoue order clearly de-
monstrates. A man who cannot be trusted
to decide upon the justice of a case so trans-
parent, is surely not to be allowed to oceu-
Py a position of such vast responsibilily as
that of the Chief Magistracy of the Repub-
lic. He would again become the tool of
evil and designing men and it is impossi-
ble to caleulate the exteut of mischief, if
not ruin, he would be capable of inflicting.
The Jews of the United States fully realize
tl:e whole question presented in this greal
contest, and their vote will be east solid,
with rare exceptions, against Ulysses S.
Grant! Not as Jews, will Jews vote, but
as citizens, native and adopted, loving ci-
vil and religions literty, and ready now as
ever to do battle in their sacred cause,
whether for their own preservation or that
of any other denomination. The Jewish

WILLIAM COX vs, SUSAN COOKE.

When it Las been solemuly adjudicated
that one is dead, no evidence car be heard
to contradict the verdict, aud it is recular
in the County Court to grant administra-
tion upon his estate.

One whose acts give rise to a lis pendens,
is a party, aud the doctrine of estoppel, by
the flexibility of the common law, applies

equally to him as to those technically inter
partes,

Motion to dismiss a certiorari, heard be-
fore Hugee, Judge, at Spring Term, 1868,
of Wake Saperior Court.

His Honor dismissed the writ of certio-
rari and ordered a procedendo to the
County Court.

Quairk, Gammon and Snap for the Ap-
pellact.

Buz-fuz, Contra.

The facts appear sufliciently in the opin -
ion of the Court.

Pearson, . J.—The case is this and
‘““nothing shorter :” At Iebruary Term,
1868, of the County Court of Wake, Susan
Cooke applied for letters of administration
npon the estate of William Cox, as his
highest creditor. Notice had been regu-
larly served upon the next of kin of Cox
that the application would be made.

Susan Cooke filed her elaim and proved
her debt, on oath, before the Court.

The claim filed was in these wonds :

The Estate of William Cox, lateJ. P.,
To Susan Cooke, Dr.,
1865, June 15th. To Cash paid you a
fee for going through the forms
of matrimony with me and Joab

.......................

Cox resisted the application on the

ground that he was not dead, and so the
Court bad not jurisdiction, but the Ceurt
being satistied, upon record evidence, that
the fact was otherwise, ordered letters to
issue.

Cox craved an appeal.

The appeal was denied upon the ground
that the right of appeal was given only to
those who were in esse. Cox obtained a
certiorari and brought the case up to the
Superior Court, where the cerliorari was
dismissed and a writ of procedendo very
properly ordered to the County Court, but
very improperly, for the reasons given by
the learned Judge below.

This is a dry question of law, and in the
beautiful language of our ! rother, Reade,
in State »zs. Harris, 2 Phil. 3, ‘‘in con-
sidering the legal questions involved, we
have not allowed ourselves to be infiuenced
by the cruel and inkwmnman results of our de-
cision adverse to the appellant. DMr.
Oiley Gammon, in his labored argu-
ment, has endeavored to frighten the
Court from ifts propriety by asking the
question : ““Is the Court going to make
Sally Cox a widow, and FEull Run
Cox, and Bulla Runna Cox, and Bethel
Cox, and Bethelia Coux, and Rebel Cox,
and Rebelia Cox, the children, orphans ?
The argument is ‘‘more plausible than
strengthy.” The maxim, ** argumentum ab
inconvenienti, plurimum valet in lege,” which
Mr. Gammon has pressed, and pressed,
and pressed upon the Court, *‘availeth
nothing.” It is only in duubiful cases ar-
guments drawn from inconvenience are of
great weight. I, H. Bla. 6l1. This is
not a doubtful case, bat a plain case; there-
fc.o the argument has no weight. DBat
this Court deals not with results, but with
dry questions of law, and that upon *‘the
reason of the thing.” No mind acenstom-
ed to legal investigation would have asked
a question so little pertinent to the issue.
If Sarah Cook, ‘*under the law,” is enti-
tled to administration upon the estate of
William Cox, how can her right be adeem-
ed, or in any way affected, by the fact that
Sally Cox may be made a widow, orthe
rehellious little Coxes be made orphans ?
“ Fiat justitia, ruat celum.” *“ We can only
say, it is the province of the Courts to ex-
pouand the laws, not to make them," as we,
ourselves, replied to Mr. Merrimon, in
Holmes rs. Sackett et als., 2 Phil., 63, when
he, toco, *‘ tried on ”” some of his gammon
upon us, in asking *‘ hard questions” that
were about as perlinent as some that have
been asked in this case.

“In the present condition of tle Gov-
ernment and the Courts, and as the pro-
cess of the Courts is now controlled,” as
our Brother Reade has so foreibly and
beautifully expressed himself in Gibson vs.
Grouer, 2 Phil., II, there is no relief for
William Cox, nor Sarah Cox, northe other
euaphonious little Coxes, unless their “* dis-
abilities” be removed by the *‘*Code of
Practice and Procednre "’ which our Broth-
ers, Tourgee and Rodman, are preparing
in such leisur® hours as they can devote
from their arduous political and jndieial
duties.

Is William Cox dead ?

That is the question ; and to reply to it
we have to *“dip into” first prineiples, and
“* knuckle down " to the hardest sort of
argunment, and *“ try it on” and see if it
don't “ fit tho case.”

In Cooke vs. Cooke, 1 Phil., 587, it was
solemnly adjudicated, after full argument
by the distinguished coursel, Messrs. Bragg
and Haywood for the appellant, and Phil-
lips and Battle contra, who each brought
to bear all the anthorities from Sir George
Croke, who wrote much in his Reports of
the times of Charles, anc John, and Eliza-
beth, down to General Schofield, and Sick-
les, and Canby of our own times, who
wrote much more, that this same William
Cox, who had been a Justice of the Peace,
was killed off bi order of General Scho-
field on the 27th of April, 1865.

It was there emphatically adjudged that
he was dead. And not only this, but it is
further adjudged. *‘This is settled in the
matter of Hughes Ib. 57, Wiley »s. Worth,
Ib. 171, and Haley vs. Haley, Phil, Eq. 180.
And we ourselves in the same case well
put it, that ‘* The idea that after the State
attempted to withdraw from the Union,
had waged war for four years, and had
been subjugated, the officers of the State,
who had in the meantime disowned their
allegiance to the United States, and at-
torned to the Government of the Confed-
erate States, coiald the mnext day twrn
around aud say *‘‘we will now discharge
the duties of our respective offices, as if
nothing had happened, is out of the ques-
tion.”

Now, if ‘it is ont of the question " that
Cox could not, the next day after the 27th
April, 1865, even tura around, nor could
say ‘‘we wiil now discharge the duties of
our office as if nothing nothing had hap-
pened,” a joriiori, is it out of the ques-
tion in February, 1868, in the face of this
“piled up” heap of record evidence of
his death, that he could say he was not

when one has the misfortune to be once
estopped, he can never speak the truth
in a8 long as he lives.

Christopher Saint Germain, of the Inner
Temple, a barrister of more extensive
knowledge in the laws of his country than
any one of his time, who wrote in 1518,
‘““Doctor and Student,” a work which so
sheds its luminous rays, like a Calcium
light, through the labyrinthian mazes of
Estoppel, Formedon, Uses and Trusts, and

Common Recoveries, and other kindred !

beautiful sabjects, that a ** mind acecus-
tomed to legal investigation ” can walk in
his ways as one who has for his direction
a blazed line threcugh our pine forests, illus-
trates and illnmines the principle of
estoppel thus: “‘If the daunghter that is
only heir to her father, will sue livery
with her sister, that is a bastard, in that
case she shall not be resceived to say that
her sister is a bastard ; in so much that if
her sister take half the land with her, there
is no remedy against her by the law.”'—
Page 56. .

““So, if A demiges by indenture to B for
life and afterwards by fine grant the re-
version, the connusee shall estop B in a
quid juris clamat, to say that A had noth-
1icg.” 1 Rol. 368, L. H0.

* So, if a woman sues, or be sued as sole,
and judgment is against her as such,
though she was coverf, she shall be es-
topped, and the Sheriff shall take advan-
tage of the estoppel.” 18al. 310. R. 1.
Rol. 369. L. 50.

And as husband and wife are one, we
take it to be clear that the husband wounld
be equally estopped, to claim his marital
rights, and this though the husband was
not a party to the suit.

Note the serious consequences of Es-
toppel :

That Cox, in the case before us is estop-
ped, is ‘‘ too clear for argument.”

Buat Mr, Gammon says that Cox was not
a parly to the record in Cooke 7»s. Cooke,
and so is not bound by the estoppel. M,
Gammon knows little of the flexibility of
the common law, and particularly of its
adapting itself *‘in the present condition
of the Government and the Courts, and as
the process of the Courts is now control-
ed,” not only like the bark of a tree to its
trunk, even though it be a gnarled and
twisted black jack, but of its power to
throw out its antenn:x: and feelers like a
great molluscous sea polypus, and draw to
itself everything that is proper for food in
order to ‘* feed the estoppel.”

A party, according to Webster, is one
concerned or interested in an affair ? If
Cox is not cqncerned or interested in the
decision in Cooke vs. Cooke, why is he
now endeavoring to avoid the effect of that
decision ? *‘ Qui keeret in lilera, herel in
cortice.” .

One whose acts give rise to a lis pendens,
is a party, and the doctrine of estoppel, by
the tlexibility of the common law, applies
equally to him as to those who are techni-
cally inter partes.

As I had occasion to say in the matter of
Walton 9, Jones 441, ‘1 feel that I have
heard all that can be said on both sides of
the question ; and if I have failed to ar-
rive at a correct conclusion, it is because
the power of judgment with which nature
has gifted me, aided by a life-time study of
the principles of the law, doesnot enable
me to make legal deductions.”

There is not an instant of time, but that

As when the sun, in approaching the
gates of the morning, taps gently with his
tiny rays at a window of Heaven, and sends
away the spirits of darkness, and ecalls up
the lark to his matins, and gilds the
fringes of the clouds, and peeps over the
eastern hills, and thrusts ouat his golden
horns till he shows a fair face aud fuall
light, and perchance shines one day, often
under a cloud, sometimes weeping great
and little showers, and sets quickly—so is
the life of man.

The Winter is fall of storms and cold
and darkness ; the beautious Spring hath
blasts and sharp frosts ; the froitfal, teem
ing Summer is melted with heat, anu
burnt with the kisses of the sun, her bes:
friend, and choked with dust; and the rich
Autumn is full of sickness, and oftiime-
the deadly asp is concealed in her golde .
fruit.

“ Leaves have their time to fall,

And flowers to wither at the North wiad's breath,

And stars to set :—but all!
Thon hast &l seasons for thine own, Oh ! Death ™

In the garden of liden, where our first
parents wandered hand in hand, bride and
groom, (Collins #s. Collins, 1 Phil. Eq. 155),
with nought else to do, buat each to strive
in joy to anticipate the desire of the other,
all things combined to charm the senses
and make glad the heart. Here Adam and
Eve, both in nature’s sweetest garb, weuld
seat themselves on the banks of the bean
tiful Hiddekel, which had its rise in Eden,
and watch it as it rxolled down its golden
sands, and hear it babble with the onyx
and bdellium stones, and see it dally with
the lillies which playfully nodded, and ever
and anon dipped their lovely heads far
down into the stream as if playing ** hide
and seek;’ and on the stream would go,
dancing to its own music.

And thea they would walk over beds of
flowers, each encircling the waist of the
other, with her golden curls thrown aronnd
his neck to bind him more closely to her,
and as her tiny foot wonld press some blue-
eyed violet, it would rise and bless her,
and the breeze would come and stoop
down and take its fragrance on its wings,
and fly om its way singing through the
trees. Thus they lived in a world of bliss,
““ under the best government the world ever
saw.”’

In an evil Lcur they disowned their alle-
giance to Heaven snd atturaed to the ser-
pent, and the result was that they both fell.

William Cox was living under the best
government the world ever saw ; he dis-
owned his allegiance to the United States
and atlorned tothe Confederate States. Shall
he fare better than Adam and Eve ?

I remember an incident which is very
much like the one I had occasion to nar-
rate in ‘* the matter of Ambrose 1 Phil, 96,”
which is directly in point in support of one
of the positions so well taken by the Chief
Justice. When 1 was at the Bar, at the
County Court of Granville, I was retained
to defend a suit brought by a married wo-
man in her own name, to recover for some
knitting done for a neighbor, which had
come up by appeal from a Justice of the
Peace, and 1t appearing that she was a mar
ried woman, judgmeat was against her. 1
warned her, upon the authority of the
case cited by the Chief Justice, 1 Sal. 310,
R. 1, Rol. 369, L. 50, that she was eswpped,
and must never know her husband more,
and especially that he must not know her.
She cried much, but said not & word.—
Upon inquiripg it was found that she was an

sentlemen of the Bar suggested, as he who
wes her Lot hnsband could not sapport
violating the doctrine of
: that there chonld be a contribu-
 tion 1o enalle i.e: tu go to the poor house,
and it was readily responded (o 11_}‘ the
Court aud Dar, snd the crowd, and a
haudsome sum wa- given to her, and she
has been in the poor-house ever since, and
we are happy to know that the doetrine ot
estoppel has vot beeu viclated.

For these reasons I coneur with the
Chief Justice.

From the Raleigh Sentinel,
The Congo War Dance,

We stated on yesterday, that we would
bave been glad if every white man in West-
ern North Carolina, and, if possible, every
white mun North of the Potomae, could
have been in thiscity on Tuesday and
Wednesday, to have seen the material of
which the Radical Mass Meeting was com-
posed and the disgusting scenes which
transpired. We have estimated the num-
ber of negroes present at 5,000, and the
number of scalawags and carpet-baggers
at between seventy-five and one hundred.
We are certain that this estimate is, if
anything, an exaggeration with regard to
the number of blacks. Four thousand
would probably be mnearer the proper
figure.

While we are disposed to give the mob
which was here all due credit for abstain-
ing from actual demonstrations of disorder
or violence, (a fact attributable mainly to
the circumstance that white people kept
within doors and allowed the negroes to
have the streets to themselves,) thehideous
imprecations, oaths and drunken yells with
which they rent the air, day and night, re-
sembled more the orgies of Pandemonium
than anything else of which we can con-
ceive. Oar ladies and childrcn were kept
in a continual state of apprehension by the
horrid noises on the streets, and it was, to
all law-abiding and peaceably disposed
men, a fearful reflection, that this mass of
ignorant and semi-barbarian negroes had
been filled with the most incendiary hate
of the white people of the South by un-
principled adventurers and degraded na-
tive renegades.

The scenes at the Capitol, on Wednesday
night, beggar all description, in their com-
bination of the humorousand theladierous.
A mass of yelling, cursing negroes filled
the beautiful grounds, and swarmed in the
various rooms and offices of the bnilding,
while dancing, speaking, shouting and
grotesque and Ashantee performances ran
riot. Up stairs an antiquated darkey was
making a *‘ stump speech,” standing in the
Chair of the Speaker of the House of Rlep-
resentatives, while below, another, dressed
in a garb of motley rags, was preaching a
sermon to the great edification of a sur-
rounding audience, who shouted and
groaned alternately, as the Fetich per-
formance progressed. As the hour waxed
late, these poor creatures disposed them-
selvesfor sleep in every part of the Capitol.
The Senate Chamber was filled with negro
women lying on the floor or reeclicing in
the chairs—a negro, with a bludgeon, act-
ing as sentinel at the door, to keep off
amorons colored swains—while the steps
leading from the first floor, and the first
floor itself, were literally filled with re-
cumbent negroes, packed like sardines,—
This is a true picture—horrible though it
may appear. And thus was the proud
Capitol of North Carolina converted into a
VAST NEGRO DORMITORY! Would,
again we say, that the white men of West-
ern North Cirolina could have seen all
this. Siill later in the night, after the rain
set in, almost every porch and sheltered
corner in the city might have been seen
filled with negro men and women, hud
died together asleep in heaps, to wake up
the next morning cold, shivering and hun-
gry, and wmake their way on foot, in the
mud, homewards—and all for Radicalism,
{and that a few curpet-baggers may use
| them to get ofiice !

It is to be hoped that many of these de-

luded negroes left sadder and wiser men.

Important Movement to be Made in the
New York Eplscopal Convention.

. In addition to the other topics of deep
interest which are likely to occupy the at-
tention of the General Convention of the
Episcopal Church to be held in this eity
next month, a eanon concerning marriage
is to be brought before it for considera-
tion, which will probably provoke an earn-
est controversy. At present there are no
regulations in force in the Episcopal
Church on the subject, except that its
members are bound as citizens to respect
the civil laws of the States in which they
reside. These laws being thought to be
more lax in some cases than is consistent
with the injunctions of Seripture, an effort
is to be made to supplement them by an
authoritative ecclesiastical statute, which
shall clearly define what marriages are and
what are not prohibited, and thus furnish
a guide for the conduect of the faithful,
_The proposed canon will absolutely for-
bid marriages between a man and his
stepmother, stepmother’s daughter, mo-
th.er'a sister, father's ¢ister, wife’s mother,
wife’s daughter, wife’s granddaughter,
uncle’s wife, brother's wife, son’s wife ; a
woman and her stepfather, stepfather's
son, mother's brother, father's brother,
husband’s father, husband’s son, husband’s
grandson, aunt’s husband, husband’s
brother, daughter's husband. And it will
censure, as marrisges which ought to be
avoided, those between a man and his
wife’s sister, brother's daughter, -ister's
daughter, grandson’s daughter, nephew's
wife, wife’s brother's daughter, wife's
sister's danghter ; & woman and her sister's
husband, brother’s son, sister’s son, grand-
daughter’s husband, niece’s hnsband, hus-
band's brother's son, husband's sister's
