General Conventlion of the Protestiant Epis-
copal Churech.

The General Convention of the Protes-
tant Episcopal Church in the United States
will assemble in Trinity Church, New York
City, on Wednesday, 7th Cectober. In
consideration of the fact that there has
been none since the year 1865, and that
there will be many of the Prelates and of
the Clergy and Laity from various sections,

Prom-
inent parties will meet from all sections of
this country in their representatives of the
respective Dioceses, and the free inter-
change of sentiments, marked by calmness
and dispassion, will doubtless create a most
happy influence npon all surroundings.
Thatany political sentiments will be ente-
tained by that body, is not, for a moment,
to be thought of, for it will be remembered
that it was in session at the time of the John
Brown outbreak in Virginis, and while ex-
citing nniversal attention from all parts of
the country, that body remained silent, and
indignified calmnessunmoved by the tumult
and alarm without.

Not ineluding the fifteen or twenty thon-
sand persons denied the rizht of voting at
the late State clection, who are now en-
franchised, there is areserve in round num-
bers of thirty thousand voters who did not
exercise this privilege on that occasion. A
very large majority of these persons are
Demoerats and Conservatives, and even
without theaid of those lately disfranchised,
they hold a balance of power in the State.

Now, gentlemen, all those good times
promised you by the Radicals, I esk where
are they? Do they consist of the thirty-
five cents per yard for the cotton shirting
on our backs, or the twenty cents per
pound for pork and wwo dollars per
bushel! for the corn we buy, or does it
merely consist of the privilege lately ae-
corded to an ignorant class, of voting for
men who know not their interests. Ioor,
henighted countrymen, of the Radieal par-
ty, you have been deluded by a party cry-

ing Un.on and peace, when they intended |

disunion and war. Some Radicals say they
are going to seat Grant and Colfax if they
have to do it by force of arms. They talk
familiarly about war! Do they know any
thing about war? On whom do they de-
pend for leaders in the strife which they
so unceremoniously seek to bring upon the
peaceable inhabitants of the Union? Will
Hiram U. serve you, now the molasses is
gone ? Will SrooNs answer your purpose
when there are none in the country? All
your big rogues have pocketed the valua-
ples and the little fellows have nothing left
but to enslave each other.

Who was
it, I ask, that conquered the armies of the
rebellions States?
