A Singular Case A Corpse Sits vp in Bed

and Meres its Limbs,
A good deal of talk has been excited by

the following singular circumstances on the
other side of the bayou : On Thursday
night at an early hour, a carpenter, who
had been in ill health for some time past,
to all appearances died. There was not a
sign of animation left ; he was pronounced
dead by his attending physician, was
dressed in his grave clothes and laid out
for burial.

Letter lrom Ei-Oo- v. Graham to General

Iloseerans.
The following letter from William A.

Graham, of North Carolina, to General
Rosecrans, was elicited by the White Sul-
phur conference :

HrLiiSBouo' N. C, Sept. 14, 18G8.
To Gen. W. S. Rosecrayis:

Sir : Admiring the noble spirit of pat-
riotism, peace and good will which dic-
tated your letter to General Lee, at White
Sulphur Spring?, on the 2Gth ult., and
presuming it might be acceptable to receive
answers to the inquiries therein made,
from a more extended circle of citizens of
the Southern States, than happened to be
convenient for consultation at the time of
tlm correspondence, I beg permission to
superadd my testimony in hearty concur-
rence with the replies of General Lee and
his associates on the topics embraced in
your communication.

To bo explicit :

1. The surrender of the Southern armies
was a real surrender, made in honor arid
good faith ; as has been demonstrated by
the fact, patent to all the world, that in
three and a half years, not a word has been
lifted against the Government, nor any plot
for resistance to it formed.

2. The claim of a State, under the Con-
stitution, to secede from the Union or to
nullify its laws, (never concurred in by a
majority of the people of this State) has
been abandoned bv those who entertain it,
as settled by the decisive arbitrament of
arms.

3. African slavery was surrendered up,
as a result of the war, in perfect sincerity ;

and there exist no purpose or expectation
of its

1. There has been, by general consent,
a'concession to the emancipated negro, of
all the civil rights of white men, and there
is no hostile feeling on the part of the
white race against the colored ; but there
are admitted to be mutual interests and
independencies, which would, ere this,
have been adjusted upon the ordinary
principles which regulated labor and capi-
tal in other communities but for the un-
wise action of Congress, and the agitations
of politicians, for the most part new-
comers from the States of tho North and
West, operating on the prejudices of the
L lacks through secret leagues and combina-
tions.

5. The people of the States of the South
have an intelligent comprehension of the
Constitution of the United States, as writ-
ten ; as expounded in its administration
for eighty years ; as illustrated in judicial
decisions, and a taught in the commenta-
ries of Kent and Story. To this they re-
sumed their allegiance, after the late un-
fortunate war, not merely in sincerity, but
with a reasonable degree of cheerfulness
and hope. And their dissatisfaction and
complaint now is not against the Consti-
tution, but that its provisions have not
been observed and kept toward them, and
that they are openly denied the rights of
internal self-governme- nt, acknowledged in
the Constitution, and proudly and defi-
antly, but rightfully, claimed and exercised
by the people c the States North of the
Potomac and the Ohio. Dissatisfaction on
these grounds pervades more than four-fifth- s

of the white men, comprehending not
merely old secessionists and Democrats, but
the life-lon- g followers of Clay and Web-
ster, the supporters of Harrison, Taylor,
Fillmore and Scott, many of whom resisted
secession at every hazard until the war was
begun and there was left to them only a
choice of sides, and then, according to
their opinion of duty, went with their
States and section; others who never aban-
doned their opposition, but expressed it
freely throughout the war all of whom,
without regard to abstractjideas of political
power, readily acquiesced in the measures
of restoration prescribed by the President
in 1865, and have ever since been anxious
for a return of cordiality and harmony in
every region of the Union. They have no
power or purpose to attempt redress by
force, but they appeal to their fellow-citizen- s

everywhere for a restoration of a
true covenant of the Constitution; of that
equality which among States as among in-
dividuals, is a principle of equality, and
which in our American Union, is incorpo-
rated into the Constitution and made the
supreme -- law of the land.

With these convictions on their minds
they have hailed your intervention in be-
half of a solid and lasting tranquility as
that of a public benefactor, being them-
selves thoroughly persuaded that if the
just and patrioticmen of our several sections
could but intercommune and understand
each other, reconcilement, harmony and a
gradual return to prosperity would be the
sure and natural consequences. May
Heaven aid your efforts to this good end,
and reward you with its choicestblessings.

I am free to say that I am greatly
apprehensive that each a reduction of expendi-
tures will not be made, and that the revenues of
the country for the next fiscal year, if the bill now
before the Senate, or in the haoda ot your com-
mittee, should become a law, will be insufficient
to meet the interest on the public debt and the
current expense of the Government.

The bill thus objected to did become a
law, the Radicals in Congress needing new
offices to bestow upon their friends and
supporters. The public expenditure, in-
stead of being reduced, was increased.

IV hy Still Cry yc Peace, ivhen ye have
Declared for Wart

The fiendish purposes of the Radical
leaders and the miserable tools which they
hold in obeisance, in connection with the
true men of the South the upholders and
supporters of the Constitution towards
subverting them to such a rule as ne'er
despot thought of or tyrant dreampt, must
be held in detestation and horror by all
true-minde- d men everywhere who will be-

hold and reason upon their course. We
know that the manifest tendency of this
destructive monster, Radicalism, is to the
entire subversion of tho Constitution, the
complete overthrow of free government,
and in the end a military despotism fol-

lowing close upon the heels of anarchy.
These are the general and ultimate results
if its terrible courso is not checked and the
people do not raise aloud their voice and
declare, through that moral force which the
ballot gives them, that checked it must
and shall be. And toward3 the accom-

plishment of these ends and tho subjuga-
tion of our people to a state worse than
death itself, they are using all their efforts
to provoke strife and bloodshed. While
raising that cry, which originated with an
imbecile, and is being re-echo- ed with the
madness of despair from their press and at
their meetings throughout our broad land

"Let us have peace " they are openly
and secretly, above board and at their se-

cluded conclaves," declaring for war and
urging the mad, ignorant masses at the
South to a course of open insurrection and
violence virtually and in fact assuring
them that the whites have no rights they
are bound to respect.

Take this State alone. How is it with
us here ? For months past their delecta-bl- o

organ, the Raleigh Standard, has
abounded with infamous, infidel and in-

cendiary appeals to the negroes to rob,
outrage and assassinate the white people,
plunder them of their property, and leave
but a blackened mass to mark the spot
where once their dwellings reared their
heads in jeaceful repose. Almost nightly
from the stump do their speakers, both
white and colored, while beginning with
the imbecile cry of "peace," urge upon
them by all the prejudices of their excitable
natures to turn against the whites. Their
phrases are sometimes skillfully framed,
but beneath them and in their insinuations
creep the very devil and his malicious
hosts. Let them deny intentions as they
may, the effect is the same. But is there
any excuse, can any be formed for the pur-
port of such advice as the Standard gives
in the following extract :

" Something must be done. The law of
must necesaarily be obeyed. Some-thin- s

must be done at all hazards ; but the more
quietly and peaceably it can be done, so much the
better. The question then is, can there be any
remedy under the forms of law ? We think so,
unquestionably. Of course it is not to be sup-
posed that men and women and children will
starve to death, while corn is still standing in the
fields and while hogs and cattle are not kept
under lock and key ! But these are matters of
minor importance and are to be expected, how-
ever much the necessity may be deplored. What
we mean is this, that there is one efficient remedy
for this wholesale crusade of oppression carried
on against the colored raee to starve him into
voting against his choice. The remedy is this :

"Whenever the liepublicans have control of a
county, let a meeting of the Commissioners be
called at once. Let them make out a list of all
the colored stone-- m asocs, brick-layer- s, plaster-
ers, painters and carpenters. Then let them
select a site of sufficient dimensions for a vil-
lage of from five to fifteen hundred colored
paupers as the case may be. The work itself will
give employment to a considerable number of per-
sona and some time will be required to com-
plete it. Then let the county paupere be moved
in and bo provided with houses and food at the
expense of those who have made them paupers.
Let the tax be so laid as to affect only the large
land holder. Set one in twenty owns any land at
all, and the largo land holders are much rarer.
This tax will fall lightly upon the great mass of
the people, while tho oppressive land holder will
bo compelled to throw his broad acrea upon thomarket to raise money to pay the taxes. And inaddition to this, let the Legislature deprive theseexacting tyrants of the benefits of the stay law
and compel them to pay their debts. Bass their
lands under the Sheriff's hammer and give the
poor a chanco to buy land."

Hero is a programme to rob us of our
property under the semblance of law such
law as is devised by tyrants and executed
by hirelings and tools. Truly it is thus
they would restore peace. Countenance
and weight is given to the above teachings
by an address issued by the Radical mem
bers of the Legislature, principally to the
negroes, which we have previously pub
lished and the following extract from which
we desire our people to again read :

Even Our Former Enemies Confess It.
The patient suffering, the heroism and

the unrelaxing toil of the Southern people
since the close of the war, surrounded as
they were by difficulties almost insurmount
able, is such as to draw forth the admira
tion of even those who have been most op
posed to us. The strength, tho determi-
nation, the courage which they exhibited
during that four years of bitter strife and
bloodshed, is now a part of the world's his-

tory, and must call forth tho laudations of
even the most prejudiced historian through
ages to come. As their impulses have been
noble, so has their fortitude proved heroic
As their difficulties increased, iu a propor-
tionate degree did their energies develop.

ration, harmony and fraternal feeling be-

tween tho two sections of our common
country."

Ponder well, think deeply and reason
justly upon this, oh ! ye men of the North.

toration of peace, harmony and fraternal
feeling such a peace as will be beyond all
dispute, and unquestionably develop the
natural wealth with which it is teeming.
Tired of discord and strife, we desire fra-

The age of chivalry is gone. There was
a time in this old North State when ten
thousand swords would have leaped from
their scabbards to avenge one look or one
word which threatened our lovely women
with insult.

the State, so vile and so brutish that even
respectable negroes express condemnation
of it.

North Carolina.
From a letter to the New York Herald

dated Raleigh, September 25th, we make
the following extracts regarding the politi-
cal situation and condition of affairs in the
Old North State :

One race precipitates the issue involved,
the other does not; but, led on by unprin-
cipled adventurers, the blacks are intoler-
ant, hostile and vindictive. They but do
the bidding of their new masters more
faithfully than when slaves, when they pro-
voke riots, attack white men, break up po-
litical meetings and apply the torch at mid-
night to dwellings where peaceable people
are quietly slumbering. They have but to
be schooled and taught, and they are ready
instruments of peace or quiet, of war or
bloodshed. The latter is now to all intents
and purposes their avocation. But let the
opponents once promise thorn the same
privileges and immunities that their pres-
ent masters guarantee them and they will at
once become the most inveterate enemies
of Radicalism, and mark a prophecy in
five years there will not be left the vestige
of such a political organization in the
South. To-da- y, however, it seems to ex-
ist, though evidently on the wane, and in
the incitement of a hot contest the most
fearliil excesses are anticipated.

Tho whole tone and spirit of the last
Legislature, leaving financial, railroad and
other matters out of the question, has been
that the spirit of rebellion was still nurtur-
ed and cherished in North Carolina ; that
hostility towards the "loyal" State gov-
ernment was threatened ; that "loyal"
voters were intimidated and overawed ;

that there was a licentious freedom of the
press in exciting a spirit of dissatisfaction,
sedition and insurrection against the gov-
ernment of North Carolina, as was done in
the year 18G1 and previous years. Now,
honestly speaking from my frequent inter-
course with the people of the North State,
at various times since the close of the war,
and iu all sections, from the Blue Ridge
to Cape Hatteras, from the lines that di-
vide chivalric Virginia on the north and
South Carolina on the south, I have never
met a people, in the language of the re-
constructed, more "truly loyal" than are
the honest tar Leels ; and though they are
out and out in favor of the election of Sey-
mour and Blair I have heard none speak
even disrespectfully of General Grant,
while General Sherman is a particular fa-

vorite of theirs. But, as if to crush out ad
feeling of Unionism that exists among the
people, such acts as the following have
been passed by the Legislature recently in
session :

AN ACT TO PUNISH CONSPIRACY, SEDITION AND
KEBELIJON.

The General Assembly of North Carolina do en-
act :

Kkction 1. That if two or more person. shall
conspire together to overturn tu put down, nr de-
stroy by force the government of North Carolina,
or to levy war egaiust the Government of this State,
or to oppose by force the authority of said gov-
ernment, or Dy force, or by threats to intimidate,
or to prevent, hinder or delay the execution of
any law of the State of North Carolina, or by force
or fraud to seize or take possesssion of any fire-
arms or property of the State aforesaid, against
the will or contrary to the authority of the said
Btate, every person so offending in any of the
ways aforesaid shall be deemed guilty of a high
crime, and upon conviction thereof in any court
having jurisdiction shall be imprisoned for not
more than ten years, and be lined not exceeding
$5,000.

Sec. 2. That if any person incite, set on foot, as-
sist or engage in any rebellion or insurrection
against tho authoiity of the State of North Caro-
lina or the laws thereof, or shall give aid or com-
fort thereto, each and every person so offending
in any of the ways aforesaid shall be deemed
guilty of a high crime, add npon conviction there-
of in any court having jurisdiction shall ba pun-
ished by imprisonment at hard labor for not more
than fifteen years, and be fined not more than
$10,000.

Sec. 3. That this act shall be in force from and
after its ratification.

Ratified the 21th day of August, A. D 18C8.

Here is something for freemen to read,
but something worse to be applied with
the strong arm of power to people who
have been born, nurtured and educated
a3 freemen. Such acts as these are only
incentives to inaugurate the very state of
affairs that they pretend to prevent. How
do the "loyal " North regard such legisla-
tion, and how would they feel if it were
applied to themselves ?

It is gratifying, however, notwithstand-
ing such one-side- d and high-hande- d legis-
lation, to find among the white people a
healthy and wholesome regard for law and
good order. They look at all this as but
the fruits of revolution that will in due time
be adjusted, and patiently waiting for that
era of peace so long promised and so long
expected, they " bide their time," assured
that it is coming.

Generally speaking, the negroes, wheie
free from the baneful influence of "carpet-ba-

ggers," talk reasonably and seem
dispcs9d to further the efforts of their old
masters in restoring good feeling and that
relative position of-- the two races so essen-
tial to the prosperity of both. They have
been somewhat disappointed in the results
of their emancipation, and do not as a
general thing find freedom and glorious
liberty to be exactly the paradise they an-
ticipated, still they all vastly prefer it to
slavery, and are, perhaps, as unwilling to
return to bondage as their former owners
are averse to having them in that condi-
tion again. Conversation with the intel-
ligent of the newly enfranchised race goes
to show that they have no hostile feelings
towards the whites ; and though most of
them express the desire to be allowed to
vote, because they think it will make the
white people respect them more and make
their importance as voters felt in the body
politic, yet there ara few who aspire to offi-

cial positions or who think themselves ca-

pable of filling them. Numbers who have
been appointed by his Excellency Governor
Holden as magistrates and to other civil
positions have in the most respectful but
decided terms declined the honors thus
conferred. Even now there begins to be a
strong antipathy among them towards the
"carpet-baggers,- " and this is shared by
that miserable few known in the South as
"scalawags ; " and as time progresses this
feeling will increase until the negroes are
the worst enemies of Northern adventur-
ers, and consequently Radical interlopers.

Presidentially I find Coffee disposed to
look favorably on the claims of Grant and
Colfax to his suffrages, bat I could quote
