Letter from President Johnson.

The National Expenditures and the Pub.
iic Debt,

. Wasamaron, D. C., October 25.—The
President of the United States has address-
ed the following letter to Goneral Ewing,

Executive Mansion, Washington, D. C.,

October 24, 1868, —Dear Sir: In a recent
conversation upon the subject of the
finances, you expressed a desire to be fur-
nished with some of the leading facts then
mentioned, touching the national expendi-
tures and the publicdebt. I now comply
with your request, regretting, however,
that other and more pressing matters have
prevented me from more clearly illustra-
ting the absolute necessity for immediate
reform in the financial operations of the
government,
In 1776 our national independence was
proclaimed, and afteran exhaustive, bloody
struggle of seven years was, in 1783, ac-
knowledged by the parent government.—
1n 1787 the federal constitution was fram-
ed, and in 1780 the government went into
operation under its provisions, burdened
with a debt of seventy-five mi'lions of dol-
lars cleared during the war ot the revolu-
tion. Immediatcely upon the organizaiion
of Congress, measures were devised for the
payment of the national obligations and
the restoration of the public credit, and
when in 1812, war was declared against
Great Britain, the debt had already been
reduced to forty-five millions of dollars. It
was then largely increased by the three
years’ struggle that ensued between the two
nations until, in 1816, it had reached the
sum of one hundred and twenty-seven mil-
lions,

Peace again established, provision was
made for the earliest practicable liquida-
tion of this indebtedness, in order that it
might not become a permanent incum-
brance npon the people. Under wise and
economical legislation the entire amount
was paid in a period of twenty years and
the extinguishment of the national debt
filled the land with rejoicing, and was one
of the great events of President Jackson’s
administration., Even after its payment a
large fund remained in the treasury, which,
for safe keeping, was deposited with the
several States, on condition that it should
be returned when required by the public
wants.

In 1849, the year after the termination
of an expensive war with Mexico, we found
ourselves involved in a debt of sixty-four
millions of dollars, and this was the amount
owed by the government in 1860, just prior
to the outbreak of the rebellion.

In the spring of 1861 .he war of the re-
bellion commenced. Each year of its con-
tinuance made an enormous addition to the
debt, so that when, in the spring of 1865,
the nation sunccessfully emerged from the
dreadfal conflict, the obligations of the
government had reached the vast amount
of twenty-six hundred millions. They had
not yet, however, atlained their highest
point, for when the army and navy had
been paid, the volunteer forces disbanded
and the navy largely reduced, it was found
in February, 1866, that our indebtedness
exceeded twenty-eight hundred millons of
dollars.

Having thus referred to the indebtedness
of the goverument at various periods of its
exisience, it may be well to call attention
to a brief statement of facts connected with
its expenditures. From the fourth day of
March, 1789, to the thirtieth of June, 1861,
the entire public expenditures were seven-
teen hundred millions of dollars. Although
covering a period of seventy-two years,
this amount seems small when compared
with the expenses of the government du-
ring the recent war of four years’ duration;
for, from the first of July, 1861, to the
thirtieth of June, 1865, they reached the
enormous aggregate of thirty-three hrn-
dred millions of dollars.

An investigation into the disbursements
since the first day of July, 1865, further
shows that by adding to the expenditures
of the last three years the estimated cost of
administering the government for the
year ending the thirtieth of Jane, 1869,
we obtain the sum of sixteen hundred mil-
lions of dollars as the amount required for
the four years immediately following the
cessation of hostilities—or nearly as much
as was expended during the seventy-two
years that precaded the war.

It will be seen from this brief review,
that from 1791 to 1861 our public debt was
at no time more than one hundred and
twenty-seven million of dollars, while sub-
sequently four years of war expanded it to
twenty-eight hundred million. It will also
be perceived that while, prior to 1861, the
largest annual disbursement was not quite
seventy-four million for the year 1858, the
expenditures during the last three years of
peace have successively been five hundred
and twenty million, three¢ hundred and
forty-six million, and three hundred and
ninety-three million—three hundred and
seventy-two million being the amount
which it is estimated will be necessary for
the year ending the 30th of June next.

In making this comparison, we should
remember that during the long interval
between 1789 and 1861 the government was
frequently required to make expenditures
of an extraordinary character. Large sums
were paid to Indians as annuities and for
the purchase cf their lands, and expensive
wars were waged against powerfnl tribes.
Lounisiana was acquired fiom France at a
cost of $15,000,000; Florida, in considera-
tion of five million, was ceded to us by
Spain; California became part of our pos-
sessions on payment to Mexico of fifteen
million; while for ten million our govern-
ment secured from Texas the territory of
New Mexico. During these periods of our
history we were also engaged in wars with
Great Britain and Mexico—the first waged
against one of the most powerful nations
of the world—the other made additionally
expensive by the prosecution of military
operations in the enemy’s territory.

The startling facts thus concisely stated,
suggests an inquiry as to the canse of this
immense increase in the expenditares and
indebtedness of the country. Duriog the
civil war the maintenance of the federal
government was the one great purpose that
animated our people, and that economy
which should always characterize our
financial operations was overlooked in the
great effort of the nation to preserve its
existence. Many abuses, which had
their origin in the war, continued to
exist long after it had been brought to
a trinmphant conclusion, and the people,
baving become accustomed to a lavish ex-
enditure of the public money for an ob-
jeot so dear to them as the preservation of
the integrity of their free institutions, have
patiently tolerated taxation of the most
oppressive character. Large sums of money
continue to be extorted from them, and
squandered in useless and extravagant ap-
propriations. Enormous expenditures are
demanded for purposes the accomplish-
ment of which requires a large standing

such aredaction of the public debt as would
in a few years relieve the people from mil-
lions of interest now annually drawn from
their resonrces.
The idea that the debt is to become per-
manent should be at all times disconnte-
nanced, as involving taxation too heavy to
be borne, and payment of an amount in
intcrest every sixteen years equal to the
original sum. The gradual liquidation of
the public debt would by degrees release
the large capital invested in the secnrities
of the government, which, seeking remu-
neraiion in other soarces of income, would
add to the wealth of the nation, upon which
it is now 80 great a drain. This immense
debt, if permitted to become permanent
and inereasing. mast eventually be gath-
ered into the hands of the few and enable
them to exert a dangerous and controlling
%ower in the affairs of the government.
he debtors would become the servants of
the lenders—the creditors the masters of
the people. Itisnow our boast that we have
given freedom to three millions of slaves ;
it will then be our shame that by their own
toleration of usarpation and " profligacy
forty millions of people have enslaved
themselves, and exchanged slaveholders for
new taskmasters in the shape of bLond-
holders and tax-gatherers. Hence the
vital issne whether Congress and its arbi-
trary assumptiors of anthority shall super-
sede the supreme iaw of the land—whether
in time of peace the country ghall bo con-
trolled by a multitude of tax collectors and
a standing army—the one almost as nn-
merous as the other, and making the debt
& permanent burden upon the prodnctive
industry of the peolple ; or whether the
constitution, with each and all of its guaran-
ties, shall be sacredly preserved—whether
now, asin 1789 and 1816, provision shall
be made for the payment of our obliga-
tions at as early a period as practicable,
that the fruits of their labors may be en-
joyed by our citizens, rather than used to
build up and sastain a moneyed monopoly
at home and abroad. The contest is not
merely who shali occupy the principal ofli-
ces in the pecople’s gift, but whether the
high behests of the federal conmstitution
shall be observed and maintained, in order
that our liberties may be preserved ; the
nnion of the States restored, that our
federal system may be unimpaired ; frater-
nal feeling re-established, that our national
strength may be renewed ; the expendi-
tares diminished, that taxation may be
lightened ; and the public debt once more
extinguished, that it may not injuriously
affect the life and energy, the prosperity
and morals of the nation.

Believing that for the redress of the
great wrongs and the correction of the
many abuses under which the country is
now laboring, we must look to the Ameri-
can people, and that in them is our hope.
