Tho General Assembly of North Caro-
lina do enact: That all persons'heretoforo regis-
tered as voters in this State shall be allowed to
vote in all special elections.

Sec. 2. That in all special elections held in this
State under the proclamation of the Governor or
otherwise, it shall be the duty of the Judges,
holding said elections m the several precinct , to
register, on application, all persons who have not
heretofore been registered, subject to all the re-
quirements of the general registration law of the.
State.

Sec. 3. This act shall take effect from and after
its ratification.

The bill passed its second reading; when.
On its third reading, Mr. Seymour said

that while he would vote for the bill, yet
he objected to it, simply on tho ground
that it was nothing more than a

of the law passed last session. He
wished to have a preamble prefixed, stating
that the bill was passed in order to relieve
doubts existing in the minds of some, that
those already registered could not vote in
the coming special elections. !

Mr. Malone said those doubts did exist
in his section.

After a short colloquy, Mr. Matone ac-

cepted the proposed amendment, and
the bill, a3 amended, passed its third read-
ing.

The Democratic Members of Congress to
give the Radicals Hope A Blundering
Proposition An Illustrative Fable
Washbnrnc thrown overboard by Grant
Fort Lafayette A Prison Incident and a
Brutal Commandant.
Washtnton, Dec. 7. I have great satis-

faction in announcing the fact that the
members of the Democratic and Conserva-
tive party in Congress have resolved that
they will not make fools of themselves in
the coming session of Congress. The mem-
bers generally argue thus : The great peo-
ple of this great country have by a solemn
vote invested certain men with the power
to do as they please. Very well, let us see
what they will do. Give them a wide range.
Whenever called upon we shall conscienti-
ously vote upon propositions as they may
come up. Beyond this no responsibility
rests upon us, and we shall take care that
no impediment is placed in the way of a fair
trial of the policy of our opponents (God
save the mark !) The word seems to be
"Go ahead ! who'? afeard ?"

In the midst of this passive programme,
I hear threats of what a would-b- e leader
intends to do. He proposes ostensibly to
throw a notablo tirebrand into the Radical
party by cajoling Grant, lie purposes to
introduce a bill repealing the Teuure-of-ofSc- e

act. This, pleads he, will be passed
by the House, and rejected by the Senate.
We shall, thereby, get Grant, and without
loss, and my paper will be placed in a po-
sition " whereby profits will ensue." At
the same tim., by creating a feud between
Grant and Congress, the Democratic party
will rend the Radicals asunder.

This is a very adroit movement. But.
being trumpeted beforehand, is not likely
to succeed, as I have reason to believe the
leading Radicals are not downright fools
to the extent of refusiuy; to avail them
selves of the blunders of their opponents
What if the motion of the houorable mem
ber from New York nhould be not only en
tertained by the House, but acceded to by
the Senate, under the pressure of Demo
cratic influences ?

Mr. Downing eaid the whole drift of the
argument of the gentlemen who advocated
the resolutions, was to insinuate that those
that were opposed to theui were implica-
ted.

iUKalcipal AfTuirg.

Our citizens are apprised by the adver-

tisement of the Sheriff that there is to be
an election on the first Monday in January,
being the fourth day of the month, for a
Mayor and eight Aldermen, as provided
by Act of the Legislature. The Radicals
have already announced their ticket, and
in view of the probabilities of its success
we wish, for the sake of tho city, that men
of more standing, more intelligence, more
interest in the prosperity, and more sym-

pathy for the citizens of Wilmington, had
been selected. But such as it is, unless
some effort is made to defeat it, the men
who comprise it must have charge of our
municipal government for the ensuiDg
year.

Some have expressed the hope that with
the close of the Presidential election and
the success of General Gkant, and the
settlement of the question of negro suf-

frage, that the colored people would not
close their ears and hearts to the appeals
of wisdom and interest ; that they would
listen to those among whom they had been
raised and for whom they still worked, and
not force every material interest of the old
oitizens under the control of those who are
strangers, uninterested themselves in the
property, as they aro certainly aliens to the
feelings, of our people. Those who thus
believed were somewhat strengthened in
their position by the result of the muni-

cipal election in Charleston, and the more
recent one in Augusta. In the latter,
with a white majority of about fifty, the
citizens' ticket was elected by more than a
thousand majority. In the former, with a
preponderance of nearly two thousand
blacks, the citizens ticket was only de-

feated by twenty odd votes, and that by
fraud and intimidation, as has been legally
shown and decided.

In the face of these evidences we have
not felt that any change has taken place in
the feelings of the colored peoplo in this
city. We fear they are determined to
force the property of oujr best and oldest
people (from which such large numbers of
them receive support that they are by this
means made to outnumber the whites very
greatly) under the management of aliens in
sentiment, in feeling and in interest. The
very employes who receive their daily
oread by means of the business and
property of our people, use the power
which these give them to select men con-

trary to the wishes and adverse to the
interest of their employers to manage their
oity affairs. And yet, when we favor those
who sympathise with us they would bring
down upon us the terrors of the law.

Our people should decide at an early
day whether they will contest this election.
That it should be done is without ques-

tion. Men should be selected with no
party view. The election should not be
permitted to take a partisan turn, but men
selected with regard to their intelligence,
character, capacity and interest men re
presenting the various interests of our
citizens men who both know the wants of
ihe city and feel the burdens of taxation.
With such men, if we cannot acchteve suc-

cess, we can merit it, and do our duty to
our beloved city.
